Charles Wllcox'it Idea Found Little
Favor in the Water Board.

At a meeting of the board of water com-
missioners yesterday, Charles Wilcox, of
Chisagro county, presented a proposition
that the board secure control of several
springs about six miles from Sunrise and
use them for supplying St. Paul citizens
\u25a0with water. The springs, Mr. Wilcox
eaid, would furnish about fifteen barrels
of water per minute, and the water could
be piped under the St. Croix river to Still-
\u25a0uater, and from that city to St. Paul.
As the supply from the.springs mentioned
by Mr. Wilcox would be only about cne-
eighth of the quantity needed, and the
cost of piping the same to St. Paul would
be considerable, the board decided to do
nothing but thank Mr. Wilcox for his
EUKgestior..

The resolution from the board of fire
commissioners recommending that Kenny
valves be placed on the firt hydrants in
the wholes-ale district was receive.!, and
In lh.e same connection a communication
from E. Cronstad, of St. Paul, the pat-
entee, informed the board that for the
Bum of $4,000 royalty the valves could ba
furnished. The matter was referred to
the superintendent and city engineer.
Bills to the amount of $3,773.92 were ap-
proved.

The work of securing title and deeds to
the land around CentervHte and Peltier
lakes, in Anoka county, for the ure of
the board was reported R3 rapidly pro-
gressing. Fifteen deals with owners of
property have been closed, and about 300
of the 500 acres have been secured. The
balance of the land, it Is expected, will be
deeded to the board as soon as the titles
to it have been perfected. The cost of the
property will be about $25,000, which in-
cludes small tracts on the shores of the
lakes that will have to be condemned.

At a meeting of the board of managers
of the Minnesota Society of the Sons of
the American Revolution, held in this
city Saturday afternoon, It was, at the
request of President Torrance, resolved
to hold exercises commemorative of
"Washington, in Minneapolis, Thursday,
the 100th anniversary of his death.

These exercises will be held at the
Westminster church at 8 p. m., and a
very attractive programme of music and
short addresses, ihe details of which will
be hereatfer announced, will be had.

The Daughters of the American Revo-
lution will assist, and unite with the Sons
In this service, and members of all patri-
otic organizations in both cities, as well
as all patriotic citizens, will be invited to
attend.

The board also accepted the invitation
of the Sons of the Revolution to attend
similar exercises to be held in St. Paul
Sunday evening.

It was determined, in addition to the
usual celebration of Washington's birtlv
day, to hold a society banquet the even-
ing of Feb. 22.

TO FORESTALL ACTION
UNUSUAL MOVE} MADE BY A COM.

PANY AGAINST INSURANCE
COMMISSIONER

ITS LICENSE WAS IN DANGER

AakM the Court to Restrain the De-
partment From Revoking Its Li-
cense — Trouble Because the Na-

tional Protective Society, o< Bay

City, Mich., Will Not Pay a Cer-
tain Small Claim Against It.

Insurance Commissioner O'Shaughnes-
sy has been served with an order by the
Hennepln district court to appear next
Saturday and show cause why he should
not be restrained from revoking the li-
cense of the National Protective Society
of Bay City, Mich., which has an office
In Minneapolis. Back of the summons are
some facts which will quite likely result
in the revocation of the company's li-
cense to do business In this state.

Mr. O'Shaughnessy has been trying to
have the company pay a claim, and some
correspondence has ensued between the
company, the business department and
the young man who holds the policy. Th©
company has assumed a somewhat an-
tagonistic attitude towards the state de-
partment, it is alleged, anu anticipates

the insurance commissioner's action by
appealing to the courts to keep him, as It
is claimed, from properly doing his duty

as prescribed by law. The policy at is-
sue is that held by C. R. Montgomery, a
St. Paul man, who, the Insurance com-
missioner thinks, has furnished sufficient
proof of the merits of the sick claim
through statements of a half dozen rep-
utable persons. He was taken sick De-
cember, 1897, and was treated by Dr.

vSenkler, of this city, who pronounced his
ailment bronchial trouble and rheuma-
tism. He was unable to attend to his
duties from December until May. During
that time he had the services of several
doctors. Hi? policy covered bronchitis
and whooping cough, the latter of which
he contracted during his illness. But
rheumatism, from which he was also suf-
fering, was not included in the policy.
The company refused to pay the amount
of his claim, on the ground. It seems,
that rheumatism was not included, but
the most serious of his ailments were
covered in his risk.

The young man who holds the policy
has been in the employ of the Union
Stock Yards company, and among other
affidavits which he presented to the in-
surance company was one from Gen.
Mark D. Flower, president of the compa-
ny. He states that the claimant first
contracted what se<-med to be a bad cold,
but later developed into bronchial trouble.
H. B. Carrol], superintendent of the Un-
ion Stock Yards company, also testffles
to the same facts.

The doctors and nurses certify to the
same end, and their testimonies are also
attached to the papers which have been
filed with Insurance Commissioner
O'Shaughnessy.

Mr. O'Shaughncssy stated yesterday
that if the company was not willing to
pay a claim that was proven as conclu-
sively as this one, on the same basis he
don't know what sick benefit claims the
company would be willing to pay. He
said:

"This is only a small claim of some-
thing like $135, and as a result of some
correspondence on the subject and a visit
from its attorney, they gained the lm-
preesion that their license was to be re-
voked, and have applied to the court for
an order restraining me from canceling
the license issued by this department.
The real object of this office Is to pro-
tect policy holders in companies of this
class especially. What recourse has a
claimant in a matter involving as small
an amount as this? Itis not large enough
to take Into the courts, and if the com-
pany refuses to pay the claim, there ls-
nothing left for the policy holder. This
claim is backed up by the statements of
reliable people, as well as the physician's
certificate. This department is for theprotection of policy holders, and will see
that the law is enforced, and no injustice
is done."

The financial statement filed in the office
of the insurance commissioner gives O.
H. Randall, of Minneapolis, as Its agent.

CASHMAN NOT A CASH MAN.

Conrt Observes That He Did Some
Business on Credit.

In a decision filed In the civil branch ofthe municipal court Judge Hine holds
that Patrolman Daniel Cashman, of the
Margaret station detail, who aspires to
one of the vacancies on the detective
force, Is indebted to Henry O'Connor,
proprietor of c saloon at Third and Com-
mercial streets, in the sum of $40.10, with
interest from Aug. 22, 1891. The case was
decided on an appeal from Justice John-
son's court, where O'Connor instituted
suit, and Judgment was ordered in favor
of Cashman.

According to the complaint Patrolman
Cashman borrowed money from O'Connor
on two promissory notes, one being for
$5.75, dated Sept. 19, 1891, while the other

was for $43.10, dated Aug. 22, 1891. O'Con-
nor alleged that no part of either note
had been paid, save $2 on the $6 obliga-
tion and $3 on the $43.10 note, though pay-
ment had frequently been demanded. For
a defense Patrolman Cashman admitted
the smaller obligation, denying, however,
having made any part payment, and took
refuge under the statute of limitation.
This position Judge Hlne upheld, and de-
cided that O'Connor could not recover on
this note. Cashman also alleged that he
had borrowed but $5, while the note was
for $5.75, alleging that the 75 cents was
usurious interest.

In attempting to dodge the $43.10 note
Patrolman Cashman denied that he had
signed such an obligation. Judge Hine
holds, however, that the signatures on
the two notes are very similar, and says
Cashman has "probably forgotten, owing
to the lapse of time," that he affixed his
signature to the note. In denying the
genuineness of the note the defendant
lost the opportunity of pleading the stat-
ute of limitation in this case, and the
court ordered Judgment for O'Connor for
the amount of the note, less one $3 pay-
ment.
"It appears that the defendant was In

the habit of borrowing "money from the
plaintiff frequently," says Judge Hine In
the decision, "'sometimes giving notes,
sometimes not, and of buying goods on
credit."

SO HE WAS DROPPED.

Season Wai Bad for His Work, and

He "Was Not a Kleferlte.

J. E. Williams, who since August, 1896,
has been connected with the engineering
department as one of the street commis-
sioners, has been discharged.

PARDONS FOR TWO.

State Board's Christmaa Gift for
Rledell and JncobMon.

The state board of pardons at a con-
tinued meeting held yesterday granted
pardons to Edward Rledell and Anton
Jacobson, two men convicted of swindling
and sentenced to five years by the Hen-
nepln district court.

The board is satisfied, from the new
evidence which was presented, proving an
alibi, that Rledell and Jacobson were In-
nocent, and had no connection with the
crime for which they were convicted. The
testimony of three young women was
presented, whicn proved a conclusive
alibi. Jacobson and Riedell were laborers
and were convicted of swindling a woods-
man out of his earnings through the
agency of the deceptive lock.

The board gives the following as Its rea-
son for granting the pardons: "Upon the
ground that it appears there is grave
doubt as to whether the defendants, or
either of them, were guilty of the charge
upon which they were convicted. It also
appears that they were convicted by a
jury that, after remaining out sixty-four
hours and that two former juries to
whom the issues had been presented, dis-
agreed. The sentence being for the full
penalty prescribed by statute It Is be-
lieved that public Interest warrants a
pardon at this time."

Both Jaeob.~on and Riedell have served
fourteen months at Stillwater.

In view of the recent develop-
ments as to the bookkeeping of the comp-
troller relating to the school fund, it is
not Improbable that bookkeeping will be
added to the examinations which the
teachers will be required to pass before
being admitted to teach in the schools.

He admits that when he took
charge of the office he found that $216,200
in certificates had been issued by the
school board in the spring cf 1891, aad that
they were due in the fall of 18&2. The pro-
ceeds from the sale of these certificates
had been credited to the school fund.
Under the Bell charter, which had been
In operation since May, 1891, the comp-
troller Is charged, under a heavy penalty,
not to transfer from one fund to another,
and no ordinance, warrant or order of
the common council can divert any of\u25a0

the funds from the specific purpose for
which the same were levied, collected or
credited. Now, If the comptroller, on
taking charge of the office, found that
the proceeds from the sale of the $216,200
in certificates had been credited to the
school fund, It was his duty to pay the
same from that fund. This, however, he
did not do, for his printed report chows
that when the first certificate for $80,000
came due it was paid from the certificate
of indebtedness fund. In fact, all of the
$216,200, as well as the- Interest on the
same, was paid from the certificate of
indebtedness fund, with the exception of
the $59,200, which was paid from the school
fund. Under the charter, and in pursu-
ance of all business principles, the cortifi-
catos should all have been paid from the
certificates of indebtedness fund, or «lse
all of them should have been paid from
the school fund. The statement of the
comptroller that the council had provided
for the payment of the certificates, ex-
cept the $59,200, which he paid from the
school fund, out of some other fund,
is incorrect on its face. And even ad-
mitting, for the sake of argument, that
the council had done so, the comptroller,
under the charter, was prohibited from
following this course, for the charter es-
pecially provides that the council has
no authority to authorize such diversion
of funds. The fact that the comptroller
paid the first certificate which fell due
out of the certificates of indebtedness
fund, and then flkipped to the school fun.l
for the payment of the second, clearly
proves that payments from the certifi-
cates of indebtedness fund and the school
fund could not both be rearular. The
payments should all have been made
from either one fund or the other. I
notice that in the printed report of the
comptroller for 1593 the remaining certifi-
cate of the $216,200 Issue was paid In April
of that year out of the certificates of
Indebtedness fund, and not out of the
school fund. "Whether this was so paid
in order to suit the mood of the comp-
troller, or for the reason that there was
not sufficient cash in the school fund, Is
something which he alone can answtr."

PRISON TfflJß FLAW
WHAT A TRADE PAPER SAYS OF

THE GOING OF WARDEN
WOLFER

EECEKT PROFITS EXPLAINED

Prison Management Fortunate in
Getting Raw Material Before fho
Advance in Prices and Gaining
by the Rise in Prices of (he Tuine
Ontpnt—A Condition Xot Likely to
Present Itself Soen ARaln.

The Northwestern twine trade Is watch-
Ing with marked interest the chang-e in
the management at the state prison at
Stillwater. Farm Implements, a Minneap-
olis trade paper, says of the change:

Gen. C. McC. Reeve was elected war-
den of the Minnesota state penitentiary-
Thursday, Nov. 16, to succeed Henry
Wolfer, resigned.

Gen. Reeve, In assuming the duties of
warden of the state prison, has under-
taken a difficult task, so far as the binder
twine department is concerned. The ca-
pacity of this department has been in-
creased fully 50 per cent during the pres-
ent year, and the prices of all grades of
hemp have reached such a point, and the
condition of the market is such that only
by the most judicious and careful man-
agement can a deficit be avoided. In this
respect conditions are exactly opposite
to the conditions prevailing during the
past two years, when the price of hemp
was low, and the interval between the
time of purchasing the raw material and
the time of disposing of the manufactured
product resulted in a sufficient advance
To make the "unearned increment" a
handsome profit independent of any man-
agement whatever.

While the entire product of the prison
plant could undoubtedly be disposed of,
the board of managers will exercise great
caution in making purchases, to guard
against the inevitable loss which would
follow should hemp prices for any rea-
son decline. The prison starts in with
no low-priced hemp in stock, and the en-
tire output of the present year, therefore,
will be manufactured from hemp to bepurchased in the open market. The trade
has become so accustomed to this prison
competition within the past five or six
years that the output is reckoned with as
regularly as is any other market condi-
tion.

It will not be posulnle, however,
for the state prison, no matter how
carcfnlly managed, to make the
showing; it made in ISM and ISDN,
nnder the combined Influence of
loiv-prleed hemp and hi^h-prlced

twine.
