CHARTER AGAIN.
The plan of Comptroller McCardy to

have the 'street sprinkling done by the
water board, rather than contractors, was
knocked In the head by the report of a
committee consisting of. the city engineer,
corporation attorney an-d. president of the
board of water commissioners." The re-
port waj based on ah 'opinion from the
corporation attorney, and the committee
said In part: "It is much to be regretted

that the charter is so framed that some
one department does not exist upon
\u25a0which devolves the duty of cleaning the
city, whether this constitutes a sprink-
ling of the street or in removing- gar-
bage, ashes and house refuse, or in
cleaning the inside parks, flushing the
streets, sweeping them or keeping them
free from snow and ice."

Corporation Attorney Markham ex-
plained briefly his opinion by saying that
if the sprinkling was paid for by assess-
ment then contracts would have to be let
for the work. If the cost of the sprink-
ling was to be paid for by a general tax
it would have to be paid from a city
fund, and under the charter the only fund
from which it could be paid was the
street and sewer maintenance, and this
was neither practical nor feasible. The
report of the committee was received and
filed.

ALBERT LEA, Minn., Dec. 11.-The
surveyors for the new line of the Bur-
lington, Cedar Rapids & Northern road
that is to come Into this city from the
southwest have arrived and work "will be
prosecuted with all the vigor the con-
dition of the weather will permit. The
line will start from Germania, In lowa,
and pass through the town of Mansfield,
in the extreme southwestern part of this
county, and a township without railroad
facilities at present. It is understood
this corps of surveyors will also survey
the line from this city northeast, throug-h
Geneva to the Twin Cities.

DIVIDED THE BUSINESS.

Party of Italian.* Sent East Over
Different Roads.

The Northern Pacific brought in two
coaches yesterday afternoon from the
West, filled with Italians, en route from
different points through the West to
Chicago, and to Italy. The arrivals num-
bered 120, and were taken out last night
over the Chicago lines, the business to
Chicago bedng evenly divided among the
different roads.

The Great Western captured the larg-
est share of business from a party of
150 Scandinavians which arrived in the
city Sunday. A large number of the ar-
rivals were bound for Europe, and special
rates were made. Part of the number
bought tickets for Chicago. The other
linos succeeded in capturing only an in-
considerable portr'on of the business.
