THE

CHICAGO LINES BENEFITED

Neither an Operative or Financial

Consolidation Has Ever Been
Contemplated — Transaction Will
Eliminate Several Discordant

Factors and Will Preserve Poise
Among the Strong Lines East.

The Pennsylvania’s action in harmoniz-
ing the Baltimore & Ohio through a pur-
chase of preferred stock will have an in-
direct result which will benefit North-
western, and especially Chicago lines.
This i{s the opinion of a prominent traf-
fic manager, who was asked for some
particulars of the negotiations yesterday.

““The exact details of the transaction
are difficult to obtain,” said he. *“The
facts, however, are that the Pennsylvania
has purchased, not through Pennsylvania
capitaili , but as a road, a block of the
Baltimore preferred. Neither an opera-
tive or financial consolidation has ever
been contemplated or effected. The trans-
action will result in eliminating several
discordant ‘ters in the Eastern traffic
situation, and will preserve poise among

ng lines east of Chicago.

“I am not liberty to state the exact
amount of the Pennsylvania's purchase,
but it sutficient to say that it is large
enough the road a voice in the
affairs of the road, though too small to
glve it anything like a contrplling Inter-
est. It will give power enough to the
board of directors to assure the entire
harmony of the two roads and maintain
friendly relations.

“From a traffic’ standpoint the deal is
of immense importance. The meeting of
the directors, which was to
have been held last week, was delayed
until Monday on account of the change
In stocks, in order. to perfect the new ar-
rangement. The deal will accomplish all
that was sought for through the defunct
Joint Tratffic association, eliminating dif-
fering interests, and having the effect of
making an adjustment of several condi-
tions which have previousiy been a source
of difference.

“In the-estimation. of traffic men fa-
mitiar with the Eastern situation, it
means the establishment of an entente
similar to that existing between the New
York Central and the Pennsylvanfa. I
am personally of the opinion that it is a
step towards competition on the English
basis, where all rates are equal, and the
only advantage open to a railrcad is in
superior facilities. Such competition is
legitimate and proper. Both the Balti-

It
is announced that he will g0 with the
Missouri Pacific as general manager, vice

Mr. Harding 1s well known in St. Paui,
and was very popular while in the serv-
ifce of the Great Northern as general
superintendent.

MUST BE PUBLISHED.

Interstate Commerce Commission
Rules Against Secret Rates.

WASHINGTON, Deec. 13.—The inter-
state commerce commission today an-
nounced 1ts decision in .the case of
Splllers & Co. against the Louisville &
Nashville Railway company. The rail-
way mpany had instructed its agents
to disregard the regular published tariff
rates to Gallatin, Tenn., and to charge
the lower combination of rates to and

from Nashville; and it also had this rule
of applying combination rates when less
than tarff rates were in force at other

stations on its line. Instructions to that
effect were issued in a separate printed
clrcular, and did not appear, nor were
they referred to in any way upon. the
carriers’ regular published tariffs. The
commission held that this practice s
unlawful, and that any rule which op-
erates to alter, modify or change estab-
lished rates must be fully and clearly set
forth upon the published tariffs of rates
and charges to be affected thereby.

Freight Situation Quiet.

The freight situation is quiet at present
and the shortage of cars which has pre-
valled far Some months, s practically at
a close. Several lines still report occa-
slonal shortages, but these are becoming
dally less frequent. The shipments occa-
sioned by the annual holiday trade are
about over and the sluggishness of the
grain market makes a rease in de-
mands for graln cars. Frelght men pre-
dict easy sailing until the opening of the
annual spring increase of business.

MONTREAL SHIPPING.

Great Preparations Being Made for
Grain Transportation.

Marcus Hartman, a well known grain
dealer of Buffalo, N. Y., who was in
Minneapolis vesterday, says that in his
opinion Montreal will very soon become
the most important seaboard terminal
for wheat shipments on the American
continent.

“They are now preparing to build In
Montreal three elevators with an aggre-
gate capacity of 9,000,000 bushels,” said
Mr. Hartman, ‘“and to cap this a new
fleet of steamers is golng in,each of them
240 feet long, 43 feet beam and drawing
fourteen feet of water through the
the canals. Through the open water
period these boats will be used in carry-
ing grain from the great lake ports to
Montreal, while in the winter they will
ze employed in coast trade and In car-
rying grain to Liverpool. This is not a
distant future sort of scheme, either. It
wiil be in operation by July next.

“In addition to the three elevators at
Montreal there will be a new one of
1,500,000 bushels at Port Colborne, Ont.,
sixteen miles from Buffalo, and through
grain going to Montreal in large cargoes
will be broken there. The seaports will
be the principal sufferers from this new
competition. New York, Boston, New-
port News, Baltimore, Portland, Galves-
ton and every port of'export will feel
the effects. It looks like a fight to a fin-
ish between rall and water, and water
has a good show to win.”

Bates' reports from the southern archi-
pelago has allayed the apprehension ex-
cited for the security of things through
growing out of the agitation by the mis-
leading publications of important insur-
gent victories Altogether the advices
contained in today's dispatches have
given great satisfaction to the officials of
the war department.

CAPT. COGHLAN DENIES,

Says No Concessions Were Made by
Himseif or Ofiicers.

SEATTLE, Wash., Dec. 13.—Capt. J. B.
Coghlan, who was commander of the
United States cruiser Raleigh, at Ma-
nila, is now commander of the Port Or-
chard naval station. When seen today
in reference to tha allegations made at
Manila by Col. Julio del Rio, a Spanish
officer, and Senor Rafael Roselle, a mer-
chant, Capt. Coghlan saild:

“Why, it is ridiculous talking of our
having made any concessions; there was
absolutely no necessity for any. I was
crdered to capture the island and did not
lose any time in doing it. I sent an offi-
cer ashore and an immediate surrender
was demanded by him. We took, I think,
2,300 prisoners; more than that number
of Remington rifles, a quantity of am-
munition, pistols, swords and several can-
non. I did not go ashore, and never
saw Col. Del Rio, Senor Roselle or any
of the prisoners other than through my
glass on the ship. In any case, I could
give them no personal assurance as to
the future; neither did I empower my
officer to make any stipulations and I
never heard of him so doing. In conse-
quence there was no violation of any
agreement.

“Instead of sailing away on the even-
ing of the Tth and leaving the garrison
practically unarmed and permitting the
insurgents to frequently fire upon the
town, we simply moved about three mlles
out in the bay and anchored. We were
always in view of the town, with our
searchlight playing upon it. We had not
then taken the ar., 3% of the Spaniards,
and I had notified %he insurgent com-
mander that he must not interfere, and
my instructions were obeyed. When I
was ordered to place the prisoners on
board the insurgent boat Filipinas, it
was done on the morning of the 8th, by
my men, and In our small boats. No as-
surances whatever were given the pris-
oners as to thelr care or disposition.
We did not have to.”

Capt. Coghlan states that he never saild
that the German cruiser Irene slipped
her cable upon the appearance of the
Raleigh and Concord in Subig bay, al-
though some such rumor gained circula-
tion IHe further added that the Raleigh
was in a position to prevent the pris-
oners from being molested, and until all
had been taken from the island the in-
surgents were not permitted to land.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 13.—The naval ac-

the 'Wheeling landed a naval force and
a detachment of troops, Kalser command=
ing, sixteen miles nerthwest of Luzon,
and attacked the city yesterday, releasing
1,500 Spaniards. Am holding at the re-
request of Gen. Young. No casualties,
—Watson.

Cavite, Dec. 13.—Gen. Tirona, command-
ing Filipinos, unconditionally surrendered
Aparri and Cagayan province to Capt.
McCalla, of the Newark, on the 1ith of
December. Princeton and Helena at
present in the river. All arms and am-
munition surrendered. Tirona surrender-
ed from patriotic motives to prevent fur-
ther bloodshed. He was appointed civil
governor by McCalla, subject to the ap-
proval of Otis.
