Claim Is Set Up That Only a Small
Percentage of tlte I.iiKit \V«-nt to

the Philippines, and They Do Not
Want to Transfer Their Glory to

Those Who Didn't Go—Stlllwiiter
View, of the Question.

The reorganization of the First Minne-
sota regiment along: the lines that have
been suggested is meeting with opposition
from the members of the Thirteenth Min-
nesota. Members of the Thirteenth claim
that but a small percentage of their num-
ber were First Minnesota men, and they
object now to having the First Minneso-
ta get the glory of being the Thirteenth
Minnesota on the strength of this small
representation. Petitions are In circula-
tion and being signed by ex-members of
the Thirteenth Minnesota for presenta-
tion to the governor asking him to delay
calling the First Minnesota from its
leave of absence. The first of these peti-
tions was received by Gov. Lind yester-
day from St. Cloud. All the petitions are
alike, and read as follows:
"To Hon. John Llnd:

"We, the undersigned, late members of
the Thirteenth regiment, Minnesota vol-
unteer infantry, for the reasons here-
inafter set forth, respectfully show to
your excellency:

"At the time the call for the mobiliza-. tion of the First regiment, N. G. S. M,,
issued preparatory to muster into the
I'nited States service, out of the nine
hundred and some odd men composing
the enlisted strength of the First, only
from one-iifth to one-fourth responded.
The remaining refusing to serve as sol-
diers at the time when their services
were so urgently needed. For many years
this regiment had been drilled, equipped
and disciplined for the time when war
should again come upon us. Yet of the
J. 339 men composing the late Thirteenthregiment, Minnesota volunteers, only
some two hundred were from the Firstregiment. During our absence all the pa-
pers continued to represent the facts to
be that the Thirteenth was formerly the
First N. G. S. M. Surely your excellency
can see how unfair it is to credit the
First regiment with such service when
eleven-thirteenths of the men were never
in the First. Now that we are returned
and mustered out of the United States
service, plans are being talked of for
the reorganization of the First, formerly
the Thirteenth. If the leave of absenceis at this time revoked, it results in again
installing the old roll of the First, as the
active soldier list of this state. That is,
the four-fifths who have masqueraded
as soldiers and then refused the service
when the call came, will again be the citi-zen soldiery of Minnesota. The old of-
ficers will again be in command. And in
aadition this most unwarlike crowd wiUpreferred to as the former Thirteenth.'I nder the present plan of reorganiza-
tion we doubt if five per cent of the
lnirteenth would ever affiliate themselveswith the militia. We would like some timeto find out whether it is possible for theadoption of some plan that will permit
of some real representation of the Thir-teenth regiment.

They Observed the Centennial of
WnHhlngrton's Death.

The Washington centennial was cele-
brated by Minnesota Gopher Tribe No.
21, Independent Order Red Men, at their
hall corner Robie and State streets, West
side.

An immense bust of Washington graced
the center of the^rostrum, crowned with
a wreath of evergreens, draped with the
American flag, surrounded with flowers,
flanked with living representatives—West
side Americans—attired in the habili-
ments of Poor Lo of a hundred years ago,
a score of children dressed in white and
the sachems of the tribe, adorned with
paint and feathers.

S. G. Andrlst, the great sachem of the
order, gave a brief history of the order.

Miss Ethel Kay won unstinted applause
by the recitation of "The American
Flag."

Miss Steidl rendered a solo beautifully,
and Rev. Thomas Hambly delivered the
oration of the evening on George Wash-ington.

He said his education was limited, \mathematics being his only strength.
His writings had been edited until now
they are Washin^tonian In thought only.
Education, well directed, was the great-
est power on earth; but, misdirected, the
greatest weakness. Some of the greatest
men of history had been of limited
schooling, but of large, self-developed
brain. Such were Lincoln, Grady, James 'Gordon Bennett Sr. and Bishop Vincent.
Referring to Washington's military life,
he cited his experience in the French
and Indian war, and told how, in that
war, the young major had stood nobly !
for the volunteer soldier as against the 'supercilious arrogance of the regulars.
He was no aristocrat. He worked him-
self up from nothing and knew how to
sympathize with the people. Then for j
twenty years nothing was heard of him. ]
He had gone back to his estates, and at j
forty-two years of age he was appointed
to the continental congress. He main-
tained that the colonies should not be
taxed to support the mother country andpredicted war. He said that if the min-
isterial policy was persisted in there
would be more bloodshed than history
had ever yet shown instances of in the
annals of North America. Mr. Hambly
concluded with a number of tributesfrom contemporaries of Washington andlater statesmen of various countries.

FROM THE SEAT OF WAR.

Valuable Contribution to the Lit-
erature of the Philippines.

been gathered" on 'the ground, from the
most reliable source^, the officers andmen of the American troops, by Mr.
Faust, assisted by a competent corps of
writers. The illustrations, half tones
from photographs, are profuse.

The overture to this really good book Is,
of course, Dewey's great battle in Ma-
nila bay. Then follow a history of the
events leading to the war with Spain,
after the battle of Manila bay, reinforce-
ment of Dewey, capture of Manila, and
the revolt of the Filipinos.

Supplemental to the work, and a feature
that makes it invaluable to Minr.esotans,
is a complete official history of the op-
erations of the Thirteenth Minnesota reg-
ime-nt in the campaign in the Philippines,
written by Lieut. Martin B. Tew, who
was in all the engagements in which theregiment participated. Through the
courtesy of Gen. Reeve, Col. Ames and
Maj. Bean, Lieut. Tew was permitted ac-
cess to all official records.

The work is handsomely bound in mo-
rocco and handsomely illustrated.

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NOT A COURT-MARTIAL
GOV. LIPTD DEJiIES APPLICATION

FOR ONE TO TRY MAJ.
LIBBEY

HE DID NOT KICK WURZINGEB

Geiui. Bend and Lambert Make an
Extended Report Upon the
Charge* and Recommend the Ei-
culpatlon of MaJ. Llbbey—Private

Wnrzlnger Comet Forward With
u.n Important Statement.

Gov. Lind yesterday denied the appli-
cation filed by former members of Bat-
tery A for a court-martial of MaJ. Lib-
bey, of the artillery, based upon charge*
of drunkenness and brutality filed with
the governor a short time ago. The ac-
tion was taken by Qov. Llnd, upon the
recommendation of Brig. Gen. W. B.
Bend, concurred in by Adjt. Gen. Lam-
bert, who reported an extended inquiry
Into the affair of the "last night in
camp" and transmitted a large number
of letters and statements to substantiate
their suggestions.

The original charges filed with Gov.
Lind were in the form of affidavits
claiming that Maj. Libbey kicked one
private, Wurzlnger, and maimed him,

| while sleeping; that Maj. Libbey was In
I a state of intoxication, and that he or-

dered Capt. Larson, of the battery, un-
der arrest without just cause.

Gov. Lind referred the charges to Adjt.
Gen. Lambert, who in turn transmitted
the charges to Gen. Bend. Maj. Lib-
bey's statement was received by Gen.
Bend, which branded the charges as
false and malicious, and stated that the
truth could best be secured through com-
munication with the officers of the bat-
tery and those of the Fourth regiment,
which was in camp at Lake City at the
same time.

Gen. Bend then secured a statement
from Private Wurzinger, which in sub-
stance is as follows:

"Referring to the charge that at the
last encampment of artillery that Maj.
E. D. Libbey did brutally kick and maim
me while I was asleep on the ground, I
desire to state that the recent charge
was the first intimation I had of the mat-
ter. If I was kicked at all, I was no*
sufficiently disturbed to wake up and
witness the accident. I therefore have
no knowledge of it. I was certainly not
maimed, or brutally treated, for I would
have been aware of it. I have no
grievance against Maj. Libbey and there-
fore no charge to offer."

Gen. Bend communicated with Capt.
Larson, of Battery A, and In a letter to
the general he states that his nam»
has been wrongfully connected with the
affair, and that he has no grievance or
complaint to enter concerning the cause
or manner of his arrest at the camp
on the last night of the encampment.

A petition is also presented, followed
by a resolution passed by Battery B, of
Minneapolis, and signed by Capt. Ben-
nett, disputing the charges of drunken-
ness filed against Maj. Libbey and ex-
pressing a very emphatic belief that the
matter was merely brought to vent the
spite of certain members of the artillery
and of an entirely malicious character.

The resolution closes with the follow-
ing:

"While our action is possibly dignifying
the charge can only meet with the con-
tempt of those who know Maj. Libbey, j
or who have served with him, yet we
deem it our duty to refute this base
slander which, if disregarded, as it de-
serves to be, might Injure our faithful j
commander in the eyes of others and ]
thus accomplish the only object of Its i
authors.

Gen. Bend's statement is a3 follows:
"My conclusion is that the last night

of the encampment many of Battery A
men had been drinking, and they did j
not go to their quarters when ordered
to do so. Maj. Libbey placed some of j
these under arrest, and when Cant, i

Larson interfered he was placed under ;
arrest also. Wurzinger was found on the 'ground drunk and was kicked, or more j
exactly, spurned by Maj. Libbey. This i
caused ill feeling on the part of some of j
the men who were among ths worst of j
the brawlers, and the charges followed. !
It is evident that at the time there was !
a great deal of bad blood, which has j
now quieted down, but that feeling re- J
mains which causes reticence on the
part of the officers of Battery A. The
best men of the battery realize that
Maj. Libbey was right In suppressing
the disorder, but they do not want to
take sides too strongly against their
comrades."
