LAST OF LONG SPEECHES

Mr. Kuiley, of Tcxns, Former Floor

to the Money Measure.

WASHINGTON. Dec. 15.—The closing
day of the general debate on the financial
bill proved to be one of exceptional in-
terest. At the., qiusyet a sharp personal
eoiloquoy occurred between Representa-
tives AVheeler and Berry, of Kentucky,

over the recent Kentucky election and
the charges growing out of it. Consider-
able feeling was shown.

Mr. B.uifey, of Texas,: until recently the
Democratic -floor %lead«r, -received close
attention- in an hour's speech vigorously
expressing" the Democratic views.

In marked contrast with Mr. Bailey's

utterances, Mr. Scuddec, of New York,
who followed him. announced that as a
Democrat he believed in the gold: stand-
ard, anil would vote for it.

Mr. Payne, of New York, and Mr. Dal-
zell also spoke during the day.

Mr. Boeringen (Ky.) said that the elec-
tion in Kentucky was not due to fraud,
ami s^itl tho strongest refutation of this
charge was the fact that the election vas
held under the Goebel law. framed by the
Democratic candidate.

Mr. Bailey (Tex.), the floor leader of
th* Democrats in-the last congress, re-
celved close attention tram both sides
when he spoke. He sis id- a remarkable
spectacle was presented by the debate on
thl-5 bill. He recalled that when, in the
Fifty-fourth congress. Mr. Towne assert-
sd that the Republican party had never
Seclared for a gold standard, the Con-
gressional Record showed that he was in-
terrupted by many .Republicans wl:h the
exclamation, "And it never will."

AIM OF REITBLICANS.
Mr. Bailey said the Republican side was

jo busy studying the trend of events that
It ha.l no time to study the science of
money. While the first section of thi3
bill purported to establish the sold stand-
ird. the law of 1575 fixed the gold dollar
as the unit of value. This bill therefore,
R'aa simply a re-enactment put forward
to make people believe something new
and wise was being done.

When Mr. Bailey referred to the in-
creased production of gold, Mr. Dalzellinterrupted to ask. if, in view of this In-
creased supply of gold, Mr. Bailey stillbelieved in silver at 36 to 1. The Texanresponded emphatically in the affirma-
tive, amid Democratic applause. TheDemocratic side simply asked a suffi-ciency of basic money, and if this was
(supplied, by either gold or silver then in-stead of refuting the Democratic position
it simply confirmed it.

Mr. Bailey declared that the logical out-come of this bill would be to take themillions of silver impounded into thetreasury and sell It as-Germany had done
If the supporter^, of the measure were
honest and consistent ti*-ywould thus of-fer th.» silver for *»lf.,a«w&aa. that wouldbe the inevitable fate-ftf. Siiyfrr under thl ,bill He compared tfi> appreciation of
gold values and the corresponding depre-
ciation of cotton and'wheat.

port.

Mr. Payne (N. Y.)said Mr. Bailey had
discovered nothing new in fffe old law
fixing the gold standard. The trouble
had been to have gentlemen on the Dem-
ocratic side accept that law, and the pur-
port of the bill was to place the subject
beyond further doubt and misconstruc-
tion.

WASH ING-TON, Dee. 15.—Sena-tor Fos-
ter, chairman of the new committee on
coast and insular survey, tonight in an
interview with an Associated Press re-
porter said: .' . =

"The demands urgently inado upon the
United States government for coast sur-
veys of our newly acquired island pos-
sessions and Alaska has forced upon con-
gress the need of.immediate surveys of
these regions. The demands have
come from the. Pacific coast, -where the
discovery of cfold has caused a need for
improved and quick service. The coasts
of Alaska, Porto Rico, Hawaii ;:nd the
Philippines must be surveyed, so that we
may know what the needs of the islands
are. This survey must be made before
commerce can be developed.

TRADE IS FLOURISHING
BRADSTHEErS SIMMIXG UP OF

111 SIXKSS CONDITIONS P(« THE
WEEK FAVORABLE

HOLIDAY PURCHASING BRISK

In Reference lo Price* It Can Be
Said That hi* Many Articled Have
Advanced am Have Declined—Raw
Cotton Itemu lim Firm and Un-
changed—Iron mid Steel Active-
Failures for Week Show Decrease

NEW YORK, Dee. 15.—Bradstreet's to-
morrow will say:

"General trade in wholesale and manu-
facturing Hups is quieting down, but it
Is werth no tin's, is undisturbed by the
meney situation, the influences of which
have been confined to speculative cir-
cles. Holiday trade, on the other hand,,
has been given a decided impetus, and
comparisons with the same period of
preceding: years are. uniformly favorable,
little doubt remaining that, although re-
tail trade in seasonable lines has been
somewhat affected in some localities by

unfavorable weather, holiday specialties

have enjoyed exceptional activity. As re-
gards prices, It Is a notable fact that as
many staples have advanced, this week
as there have declined, while by far the
larger number of quotations have re-
mained steady or firm. The strength of
textiles is still a most notable feature of
the general situation. Cotton goods are
heavily sold ahead by agents, and a
very large spring business has already
been booked.

"Raw cotton is firm and unchanged on
the week, partly owing to light receipts
and reafnrmatlon of a short crop esti-
mate by the department of agriculture.

Manufactured goods were not advanced,
and are firmly held. Wool Is less active
than of late, but prices are no less firm,
and some liner grades are quotably high-
er. The London market has closed at an
advance over the last sale, and talk of
higher prices with the first of the year
is common. Woolen goods share the
strength of raw material, and silk and its
products are also firmly held.

"Corn, among cereals, has displayed a
specially strong tone, owing to small re-
ceipts and depleted stocks. Provisions
have shown a weakening after the recent
advance, but lard and pork are still
higher than last week, and hog receipts
are rather smaller than expected. Wheat
has been steady, partly on foreign crop,
reports, reporting cotd weather, partly
because of intimations of possible inter-
national disturbances, and also because
of expectations of a bullish government
crop report.

"In most lines of iron and steel quiet-
ness and firmness are confident. Esti-
mates of production point to a little gain
in stocks, and a source of strength Is
the claim made that Western furnace
capacity for the half of next year, at
least, is already booked. Dealings in ore
have been active, and although nothing
like the rush to book production wit-
nessed a year ago has been seen, a large
part of next year's output is expected to
be placed by the close of the year. What
little weakness there is perceptible is In
a few lines of finished products. Hard-
ware remains in quite active demand at
a number of markets, and holiday spe-
cialties are notably in good distribution.
In other metals there is considerable ir-
regularity. Tin is again lower, and cop-
per Is being shaded, while lead is higher.

The open season, usually not regarded
as favorable in the anthracite coal trade,
is this year welcomed, because it al-
lows of unimpeded shipments later than
usual. Higher water in the Ohio has re-
leased a large quantity of bituminous
coal, and the outlook Is for replenished
Western stocks. At the East, however,
bituminous coal is still in scant supply.

MONEY SITUATION.

Bradslreet's Summing lp of Influen-

ces That Have Affected Market.

NEW YORK, Dec. 15.—Brads'ireet'a
financial review tomorrow will say:

"Although call money rates .lid not go j
to an extreme, there was further pressure
in the loan market resulting in declines
and liquidation throughout the security

list, more particularly in industrials and
specialties. The selling in some cases
was of a kind that would plainly indicate
that bull pools or large speculative in-
terests were compelled to let go of their
holdings. Bearish interests were very
active, and after adding to the depress-
ing factors by their sales helped the mar-
ket to steady itself, as it did on Thurs-
day, by covering extensive lines of shorts, j
The market had before throughout the
week the fear of gold exporti'.tions, ex- i
change rates advancing in a way which J
indicated that gold would probably be !
taken from New York for London as the
latter seemed unable to procure a supply

I at Paris, the actual result b^ing the en-
j gagement of $",100,000 for shipment by to-

i day's steamer.
"The fact that sales of bonds to the

i treasury have ceased because of the

j day, however, did Secretary Gase take

though tardy, was well received, and aid-
ed in calming the general tone of the
market. Meantime, developments had oc-
curred which involved features eminent-
ly calculated to unsettle the speculative
situation.

The fact that large Interests in Boston,
identified with the management of some
corporations whose securities have been
active in that market, were In difficulties
with respect to their holdir gs of mining
and other shaves, reached Wall street In
a somewhat Indirect vay, and not being
clearly understood gave rise to reports
that there was danger in the speculative
position of large people in the New York
market. Later on, when it became known
that the Bostbn troubles had been ad-
justed, and the bank there which was
involved in them had been helped through
by an issue of $3,500,000 clearing house
certificates, a feollng of relief was ap-
parent. It may be noted, however, that

It Showed Difference Between Trade
and Speculation.

NEW YORK, Dec! 15.-R. G. Dun &
Co.'s weekly review pt (trade will say in
tomorrow's Issue:

"Unusual depression in, stocks this week
has displayed the great divergence be-
tween the trading and -the productive In-
dustries of the country -and its specula-
tion. Never has production been greater,
the number of hands larger, the wages
distributed higher, or the purchasing
power, based upon earnings, greater than
at this time, and neyer. have conditions
of trade or returns o£ earning and traffic
given certainty of greater business for
transporters. Yet, as the earnings of the
railway and manufacturing companies
mount upward, their stocks decline, as If
it were disastrous for a road to double
its earnings, and rutnoas for a mill to
realize unprecedented-profits. '\u25a0

"Inflated capitalization has, of course,
done much harm, and speculative excite-
ment has discounted profits in many cases
long before they were earned. Money
markets here and abroad haveben strain-
ed by British reverses in South Africa,
and wherever they were overloaded, they
have pushed to quick and disastrous in-
stead of gradual liquidation. The result
Is that while the industries and trans-
porting companies realize great profits,
the speculative holders of their stocks
realize severe losses.

"Iron production still expands. The
Iron Age reports the output of pig 2E6.959
tons weekly, Dec. 1, against 288,522 Nov.
1, and the decrease In stocks not held by
the great steel companies, 5,020 tons.

i. "The boot and shoe works are hasten-
ing deliveries to meet the enormous con-
suming demand, and have shipped from
Boston 156.421 cases in two weeks of De-
cember, against 152,t'6S last year, and still
less In any other year except 1897, when
191,824 cases were shipped."

GRAIN RESOURCES.
Report of the Statistician of the

Deimrtment of A»rleultn.re.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 15.-The statis-

tician of the department of agriculture
reports the wheat crop of 1899 at 547,300,-
--000 bushels, and that of spring wheat at
255,600,000 bushels. Every important
wheat-growing state has been visited by
special agents of the department, and
the changes in acreage are the result of
their deliberations.

The newly seeded area of winter wheat
Is estimated at 30,150,000 acres, which is

I about 200,000 acres greater than that
; sown in the fall of 1898. The sowing

j of wheat is still goifjg on in California
and some of the Southern states, and the
foregoing estimate is subject to correc-

j tion. The average of condition is 97.5.
The acreage sown with rye is esti-

mated at 7 per cent less than that of
last year.

The compilation of the annual returns
from individual farmers is approaching
completion. Any slight changes thatmay be called for in the average yield
per acre of corn, oats, barley and other

j crops, as issued Oct. 10, will be made
at an early, date, and the final figures will
then be available.

ECHO OF DREVFIS.

Emperor William Withdrawn Ger-
man Military Attache From Parl*.
BERLIN, Dec. 15.—Emperor William's

Intention to withdraw Maj. Baron yon
Susekind, German military attache in
Paris, as cabled to the Associated Press
some time ago, has just been carried out.
The event is considered of prime import-
ance. His majesty had become thor-
oughly disgusted with the attacks and in-
sinuations of the Paris press regarding
the activity of the German military at-
taches, and with the numerous private
and official reports which had reached
him on the subject, bearing out partially,
at least, the newspaper charges. His
keen sense of honor was aroused especial-
ly as he considers that German officers,
who are popularly regarded by their
countrymen as above reproach in mili-
tary matters, ought not to furnish to
the home government information not
consistent with a nice sense of honor.
This view the emperor wants particularly
berne in mind. He met with determined
opposition on the part of some of his
principal military advisers, Count yon
Hehnke, Count yon Schonlein and Count
yon Wsldersee, but, as usual, had his
way. It goes without saying that the
Dreyfus affair was the immediate cause
for the order of withdrawal. A high
government official, when questioned on
the subject today, did not deny this.

TURN TO THE BALLOT
DETERMINATION OP THE FEDER-

ATION OF LABOR tm gKBKIXG

PROPER RECOGNITION

LAWS ARE NOW INOPERATIVE

Local Bodies of Labor Throughout

the United State* Urged to Act for
the General Relief by the Exer.
ciae of Their ]tiK l<<* at the Polls
—Separation of Trades < auxea
Prolonged DiM<»ufM»io*.

DETROIT, Mich., Dec. 15.—A resolu-
tion recommending members of labjr

bcdies to use their election ballots inde-
pendently of the predominating parties
was adopted this afternoon by the Ameri-
can Federation of Labor, after first elim-
inating a declaration of suspicion against

labor men who might advocate the in-
terests of the present political parties. A
provision for submitting the question to
a referendum veto of all the affiliated

•organizations was also stricken out.
Considerable of the time of the after-

noon session, which was the only one held
today, was occupied by discussion of a
movement to more clearly define the
working duties of the respective crafts, in
order to avoid conflicts which exist be-
tween the organizations whose working
In --the respective callings is more or less
allied and interwoven.

The resolution for Independent political
action, as amended in committee and
adopted, reads as follows:

Whereas, The various reports submit-
ted by our trades union officials are in
effect that, so far as our efforts by pe-
titions and interviews with the legisla-
tures of the various states and the federal
government are concerned, little has been
accomplished by the above mentioned
methods; for where a so-called labor law
is passed it is either declared unconstitu-
tional by the courts or allowed to remain
until enforced a dead letter on the statute
books;

Resolved, That this federation recom-
mends that the various central and local
bodies of labor in the United States take
steps to use their ballots, their political-
power, on independent lines, as enunci-
ated in the principles and declarations of
the American Federation of Labor.

A resolution uiging all union labor men
to more clearly define their craftsmen's
duties was warmly argued on as being
one of the most important and pressing
questions before the world of labor.

Among the speakeis was P. J. McGuire.
He held that the resolution was insuffi-
cient to cover the matter, since it con-
tained nothing to prevent trades' organ-
izations from claiming jurisdiction over
branches of employes not strictly of their
own calling. He doubted whether the
question could be settled by the conven-
tion

Secretary Frank Morrison deprecated
the idea of the convention trying to dic-
tata where the work of various crafts be-
gan and ended.

The resolution was referred to the com-
mittee on organizations pending reports
from the grievance committee a.s* to
similar troubles.

SEPARATION OF TRADES.
A question along the same lines was

brought forward in reporting a resolution
acknowledging paper hanging as a sep-
arate trade from the painters. Non-con-
currence was the committee's recommen-
dation. Speeches were made in favor of
specializing the paperhangers, and grant-
ing them a federation charter which
should free them from any domination of
the painters. The latter contended that
the two crafts ought to continue united
in one labor organization. The discussion
of this lasted past adjournment hour, and
the convention by a close vote refused
to remain in session longer.

During the afternoon action was unani-
mously taken toward bridging the chasm
between the rival painters' organizations.
The executive council was directed to call
a joint convention ->f the two belligerents
within six months, and a special commit-
tee of three to be appointed to act with
the joint meeting, and finally settle thequestions on which they have failed to
agree, a new charter to be issued, and
the charter of the present federated
painteras 1 body to be revoked immediate-
ly after the joint meeting.

Other resolutions were adopted as fol-
lows: Approving Cleveland clerks' short-
er hour efforts, and sanctioning shorter
hours for clerks generally; protesting
against use of government employes (ma-
rine bands) for private purposes; indors-
ing eight-hour demand for boilermakers;
directing the president of the federation

! to lobby against convict labor laws; for
election of senators by popular vote; ask-ing introduction of bills in Southern leg-
islatures by enactment of which convict
labor would no longer be used.
