There is plenty of good skating in the
immediate victnity of St. Paul. There
has been for about a week past. 'This
statement does not apply to the Missis-
sippt river. The main channel of that
stream is yet open and filled with floe
fce. While it 18 true that the edges are
fringed with a shell of ice, and the inner
channel on the West silde frozen over, it
does not present a very safe appearance.
Still, a number of boys were skating yes-
terday below Robert street bridge. But
the ice at the extreme edge near the open

{ channel of the river was very dangesrous,
i and it was natural that the youngsiers
Kept pretty wel!l inland.

Those who enjoy the poetry of motion,
aside frém the ball rocom, can be amply
rewarded today by a visit to Como park.
Generally thes ice of this shallow pool
freezes over In sufficient thickness to
afford safe skating along about Thanks-
egiving. This yvear it was different. Only
witlin tlie past week has the ice bezn in
a sultable condition for skating. Tt is
claimed, however, that this season the
surface of the lake is much smoother
than usual. The slight flurry of snow
of yesterday morning did not materially
affect the skating, and should no more
fall today the lake will be in prime con-
dition for this most exhilarating of all
outdoor sports. Here are ampie accom-
modations for warmth, eating, drinking
and smoking. Bkates can also be rent-
ed at the head of the luke. The street
raliway company will today put on ssv-
eral extra cars on the Harriet line and
can accommodate all who desire to in-
dulge in the sport. Should snow cover
the lake this winter, it is expected that
Park Superintendent Nussbaumer will
clear a portion of the ice with tearus.
About fifty young men and boys were on
Como lake yesterday afternoon.

Aside from - thls tnere are a number of
private rinks in the city where ample
accommodations may be found for men,
women, girls and boys. The Broadway
rink is one of them, and the propiletors
anticipate gocd business be wesn now and
spring. Accommodations at Como are,
however, much more ample, and thou-
sands can skate there without much
jostling or interference. The usual Sun-
day and holiday crowd at Como is be-
tween 2,500 and 3,600 people.

Of course there Is plenty of ice out at
White Bear lake, but there have not
been, in the past, facilitles for warmth
or for renting ska'es. At Wildwood there
i8 considerable attention paid to ice boat-
ing, but this sport is confined principally
to the summer yachtsmen. On White
Bear during this winter ice boating bids
falr to become quite a popular attrac-
tion.
