CURRENCY BILL PASSED,

Every Republican Member and

Eleven Democrats Voted for It.

WASHINGTON, Deo, 18.—The currency
bill, which was debated all last weelk,
was passed today by the house by a vote
of 130 to 150. Jt had the unlted support
of every Republican in the house, and of
eleven Democrats, Messrs. Clayton,
Driggs, Fitzgerald, Levy, Ruppert, Scud-
der, Underhill and Wilson, of New York;
Mr. Aller, of Pennsylvania; Denny, of
Maryland, and Mr. Thayer, of Massa-
chusetts. Al the other Democrats voted
2gainst the measure, or were paired
against it, except John Walter Smith,
governor-elect from Maryland; Mr. Stal-
lings, of Alabama, and Gen. Joseph
Wheeler, of Alabama. Mr, Stallings, of
Alabama, has not been present in the
house this secssion, owing .to illness, and
one of Lis colleagues announced that if
present he would have voted in the neg-
ative. Gen. Wheeler is serving in the
Fhilippines. ;

When the speaker announced the result
the Republicans cheered lustily.

After the vote the speaker rather un-
expectedly announced the comrittee se-
lections, and the reading of the lists was
fellowed with Intense earnestness by the
members whosa opportunities for dis.
tinction depend so largely upon their
committes assignments.

The only incident In connection with the
reading of the lists was Mr. Railey’s in-
teirogatory of the speaker as to whether
Gen. Wheeler's name had been placed
upen the committiee on ways and means.

Speaker Fenderson responded in the
negative.
