PHALEN PARK ASSESSMENT.

It Is Finally Fixed by the Board of
Public Works.

The board of public works has com-
pleted its figures for the assessment to
be made on the condemnation of Phalen
rark. The total assssment is $48,605; $19,-
478 to be pald from the park fund and
$29,217 to be assesscd agalinst-the property
benefited. The assessment district ex-
tends from the proposed park to Wabasha
street and the sssessment ranges from
$45 an acre on the shore of the lake to
80 cents on a forty.foot lot in the Third
and Fourth wards. The park comprises 107
acres and the amount allowed the owners
of the prcperty to be taken ranges from
$125 to $700 per acre. The expense, outside
of the price to be paid the owners of the
land, is $3,500. -

The last condemnation proceedings for
the park which were set aside by the dis-
trict court provided for the taking of
127 acres and the total assessment was
$187,000, of which $22,000 was to be paid
from the park fund and $115,000 raised by
assessing the property benefited.

I am also mindful
of all the supreme court say in the Mes-
senger case about the duty of judges to
be fearless In setting aside verdicts which
are unsupported by the facts, and I have
never hesitated to do what in the light
of the evidence before me my dviy de-
manded without fear and without favor
of any man.”

When stricken with paralysis some five
weeks ago, Mrs. Probstfield was in the
city attending her @sughter, Dora Probst- .

Since her mother’s
illness Miss Probstfield has grown worse
and it i{s feared she may not recover.

She was taken
to Mr. Herbert’s home, and under the
cure of Dr. Willlam Richeson  continued
to improve. Two weeks ago, however,
she suffered .a second paralytic stroke
and others followed until her life was
decpailred of.
