HANDWRITING. EXPERT'S TLSTI-
MONY IS MOST DAMAGING TO
THE PRISONER

HE COULD NOT BE SHAKEN

Maintnined That the Same Hand
That Wrote the Address on the
Poison Package That Carrled
Death to Mrs. Adams Wrote the
Admitted Handwriting on the
Cornish and Hafpster Letters.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20.—The entire pro-
ceedings in today’'s session of the trial
of Roland B. Molineux for the murder
of Mrs. Katherine J. Adams were devoted
to the examination of Judge F. Tyrrell,
of Milwaukee, a handwriting expert. Al-
though Mr. Tyrrell's evidence was mainly
technical, being devoted to the peculiari-
ties In slants, curves, loops, ‘pen pres-
sure” and “pen habits’ of writings, which
he alleged were done by Molineux, it was
by no means tedious, and the jurors ask-
ed him questions and appeared deeply in-
terested.

Mr. Tyrrell brought out the point that
the writer of the polson package address
could only write a certain distance with-
out lifting his hand or changing the posi-
tlon of his pen. In this connection he
made comparisons between the address
on the polson package, the ‘“‘bogus” Cor-
nish-Harpster letter and some writings
admitted to have been done by Molineux.
He sald that similar words of all the
exhibits had the same ‘‘pen habits.” He
also pointed out what he claimed to be
the pertinent s!milarities in the matter
of many letters,'“1o0ps, strokes and
curves.

When asked the“stréfigth of his opinion,
that the defendant wrbte all the exhibits
from which the w4 ‘““oblige’”” had been
taken and analyzelf, 'he satd:
