INSURANCE FIND TOO
CAN MR. M'CARDY EXPLAIN WHEN

IT LEFT THE GENERAL FIND,
AND'WHY?

THREE CURIOUS ITEMS FOUND

Council In IS»I Ordered That JjUI.OOO

Be Set Aside Annually, Yet in
Two Years It Was Padded but
9«1,0OO, in Another $4,000, and In
Another It Does Not Seem to Have
Gained a Dollar.

A rather peculiar state of affairs is
brought to light in connection with the
$30,000 which Comptroller McCardy now
reports on hand in the insurance fund.
As has been suggested when other ac-
tions of the comptroller in transferring
money from one fund to another have
been brought to fight, if it is "sknply a
matter of bookkeeping," it is a peculiar

method of bookkeeping, to say' the least.
The insurance fund was authorized by

a resolution of the council passed in De-
cember, 1891, and one of the provisions

of the resolution reads as follows:
"Resolved, further, that the city comp-

troller be and Is hereby authorized and
Instructed to Include in his tax estimate
for each and every yiear the sum of $5,000,
said sum to be set aside as an insurance
fund, to be us?d exclusively for the pur-
poße of reconstructing or repairing all
public buildings owned by the city of
9t. Paul, destrojed or damaged by fire."

The fund was started by the comptroller
in January, 1892, and If the resolution of
the council had been obeyed, there should
have been to the credit of the insurance
fund, Jan. 1, 1&9&, $35,000. Instead of the
835,000 being to the credit of the fund
Jan. 1; 181*9, the reports of the comptrol-
ler show that there was but $23,C00 in the
and If the terms of the resolution of
fund on that date.

The following extracts taken from th«
"printed reports of the comptroller show
how he has obeyed the orders of th«
council:

•'The trial' balance of Comptroller Mc-
Cardy, as published in his report for
I£P2, does not show any appropriation to
the insurance fund, although the tax esti-
mate for that year shows that provision
was made for the $5,000, as required by
the resolution of the council, to be paid
from the general fund."

In the trial balance sheet of Comptrol-
ler McCardy in his printed report for 1398,
on page 20, there appears this item among
the balances 011 hand in the several funds
Dec. 30. i8&>:

"Insurance fund, $10,000."
This would imply that the $5,000 for

1802, as well as a- like amount for 1893,
had been set apart in the insurance fund.

On page 27 of the printed report of
Comptroller McCardy for the year 1834
1 sthe following item imder the head of
fund balances, Dec. 31, 1894:

"Insurance fund, $15,000."
This would indicate that the co-JTptroller

had placed In the fund $5,000 for that
year.

On page 29 of Comptroller McCardy's
report for 18S5, under the head of trial
balance, is found the following item:

"Insurance fund, $18,000."
This would indicate that the comptroller

had failed to follow the order of the
council and had placed but $3,000 In the
fund for 1895, instead of the $5,000 which
was provided for in the tax estimate.

On page 25 of the printed report of
Comptroller McCardy for 1596, under the
head of trial balances, is found the fol-
lowing item;

"Insurance fund, $21,000."
This would indicate that but $3,000 was

placed to the credit of the insurance fund
in the year 1896, instead of the $5,000 which
was placed in the estimate for the fund,
and which was also ordered by the reso-
lution of 1891.

On page 35 of the printed report of
Comptroller McCardy, under the head
of fund balances on hand Dec. 31, 1897,
is the following item:

"Insurance fund, $25,000."'
This would indicate that but $4,000 was

placed in the fund for the year 1597, and
that by reason of the failure to properly
place the amount instructed in the fund
each year for these three years, there
was a shortage of $5,000.

On page 35 of the printed report of
Comptroller McCardy for IS9B, under the
head of fund balances, Dec. 31, 1898, there
is the following item:

"Insurance fund, $25,000."
From this it would appear that although

the Insurance fund had*been in existence
for seven years, and the council had au-
thorized the placing of $5,000 in It each
year, there was a shortage of $10,000 in
the fund, and that neither the shortage of
1895, 1896 or 1897 had ,been made up, nor
had a single dollar been placed In the
fund for IS9B. „

BOARD OK PUBLIC WORKS HAS A

FONDNESS FOIt BOTH OK
THEM

SOME NEW PAVING HISTORY

nice Street Property Owner* Threat-
ened With Being; Compelled to
Watt Three Veori Unle** They

Said Brick. Instead of Asphalt-

One Firm Mum Got All the Con-

tractM—>lliiiit>HHi>lU Man's Flunk.

. Property owners on Rice street, be-
tween College and University avenues,
or at least a score of them, are much
aroused over the action of the board of
public works in advertising for bids for
the paving of the street with brick. A
petition, signed by owners representing

about 1,300 tcvt of frontage between Col-
lege and University- avenues, was. pre-
sented to tbe board, asking that the
street between these points be paved

with asp.ialt Instead of Brick. The board
took the petition under consideration,
and then went on and concluded the ar-
rangements for paving- the street with
brick. Bids for the work of paving the
street from College avenue/ to Front
street were opened Friday, and the con«
tract will be awarded at the first regular
meeting after Jan. 1.

The property owners who favored as-
phalt between College and University
avenues claim that the board took snap
judgment on them, and th«y were given
no chance to make objection- to a brick
pavement. Andrew Marks, "who owns
lots on Rice street south of University
avenue, in speaking- of the matter yes-
terday, said:

"Myself and about twenty other own-
ers are and have been in favor of as«
phalt being laid on the street south of
University avenue. We did not care what
kind of pavement was laid from Univer-
sity avenue to Front street, but we were
and are of the opinion that the board
of public works should pay some atten-
tion to the wishes of the property own.
ers in the kind of pavement to be laid.
The board has taken snap judgment, and
the first thing we knew of the matter
was when advertisements appeared In the
official paper asking for bids for paving
the street with brick. The petition,
which was signed by the owners favor-
ing asphalt, was presented to the board,
but the members of that body were a
unit in favor of brick. Members of the
board, accompanied by a member of the
city council and others interested in thelaying of brick pavements, visited some
of the signers to.the asphalt petition and
intimated that if there was any objection
to the laying of a brick pavement th©
street would not be paved in three years.
This threat had the desired effect, and
rather than have the paving of the street
delayed for that time enough of the own.ers who favored asphalt changed ove*
and ordered their names placed on thepetition for brick paving. This action,
however, was not' taken until a day or
so before the bids for paving the street
with brick were opened by the board orpublic works. I understand the contract
has not beer let by the board of public
works, and.l do not know that those op-
posed to a brick pavement south of Uni-
versity can prevent brick being laid butan effort will be made to hold up the
award of the contract when it comes to
the council for approval."

The action of the board of public works
in its efforts to secure the laying of brickon the streets has been the subject ofmore or less criticism by property owners
and this has not been confined to theowners on Kice street alone. During thepast three months the members of the
board have been given a couple of "jun-
kets" by the owners or agents of brick
manufacturing plants at Galeshurg, ill.,
and Dcs Molnes, 10. One of these "Jun-
kets" included a trip to Chicago, and the
inspection of brick paving In that <ftty
as well as the inspection of oiher attnac-
tlohg. The members of the board were
entertained at one of the first-class ho-
tefis while In Chicago, and the St. Paul
agent of the Oalesburg. brick company, as
well as one of the members of the St.
Paul firm of contractors, who have been
lucky enough to get all the brick paving
contracts this season, happened in the
Windy City about the time that the mem-
bers of the board of public works were
inspecting the paving and other things.
Iti8amatter of opinion whether or not

these "junkets" of the board had anything
to do with the laying of brick pavements
in St. Paul. But property owners will
think, and some of them will say what
they think. These latter include some
of the men who have favored asphalt in
front of their property, but who have
had to be satisfied with brick as selected
by the board.

The desire for brick pavements on all1

streets of the city, whether the property
owners favor it or not, is iot confined ex-
clusively to the members of the board
of public works. Other city officials are
of the same opinion. Comptroller McCar-
dy started the ball rolling on this sub-
ject some months ago, when in'a lengthy-
communication to the conference commit-
tee he declared that no more asphalt
pavement should be.laid in tlie city, and
that in the future only brick be used. City
Engineer Claussen is also an outspoken
champion of brick paving, and a majority
of the counclmien also have the brick
fever.

There has been more or less talk
about a combine among the. contractors
in the brick paving business, even though

this is denied by Louis E. Shepley, of the
firm of Fielding & Shepley, who have
done all of the work of brick paving
which has been let by the board of public
works this year.
"It.is all nonsense, this talk about a

combine among the contractors," said
Mr. Shepley yesterday. "Of course the
withdrawal of the bid of J. H. Killmar,
of Minneapolis, on Friday, looked queer
to an outsider, but It was purely a busi-
ness proposition with Mr. Killmar. He
had made a bid without knowing at just

what price ho could get the brick from
the manufacturers. Just before the bids
were opened he received a telegram from
the brick men, and as it did not agree
with his figures and he. stood to lose some
money he withdrew his bid. He did noth-
ing more than any other business man
would have done under the circum-
stances. My firm wanted to get the con-
tract, for it was for a good piece of
work, and I figured very closely on the
Job. I saw the railroad people and was
in constant communication with the brick
manufacturers and consequently knew
just what I could do."

The explanation of Mr. Shepley as to
the withdrawal of the bids handed in by
Mr. Killmar, of Minneapolis, differs from
the explanation of President Pottgieser.
In conversation yesterday Mr. Pottgieser
said he had no knowledge of the reason
Mr. Killmar had for withdrawing his
bid, further than what the Minneapolis
contractor stated at the meeting of the
board.

"Friday evening," said Mr. Pottgieser,
"Mr. Killmar informed me, in the pres-
ence of serveral gentlemen right here tn
the saloon, that his bids for the paving
of Rice street and Broadway were higher
than any of the other bids which wereopened."

President Pottgieser was of the opinion
that the figures submitted bjr the several
contractors showed plainly that thero
was no combine among the contractors.
The contracts would not be awarded, he
said, until after Jan. 1.

A gentleman familiar with the paving
business, in discussing the brick paving
question yesterday, said:

"There Is no doubt but what certain of
the contractors have had the inside on
the brick paving work during the past
season, but this Is due to an arrangement
between the agent of one of the brick
manufacturing plants and not through
any combination among the contractors.
The agent has been in a position to make
an Inside figure, and this has given one
firm of contractors the edge, so to speak."

One of the strcng points made by prop-
erty owners as to why hrlck should not
be bsed U that tha present condition of

the streets paved during the past season
Is not such us to commend more pavement
of the name kind being laid. The atten-
tion of City -Engineer Clausen was called
to defects In the brick paving en Minne-
sota street near Sixth, ;at a recent meet-
ing of the board ot public works, by a
property owner who had just paid an as-
sessment for tha,pavement. The city en-
gineer admitted- that there were slight
defects In the pavement on Minnesota
street at severaY'poiifljs, but that the con-
tractor would rsn jdy*these in the spring.
Another point made;f>y those who favor
asphalt paving -and are opposed to brick
pavements is-that un«l3r the asphalt con-
tracts the contractor 4s required tookeep
the pavement In retail for a period of
ten years, white, ujidQr the contracts for
brick paving the contractor is not re-
quired to make- ani repairs after the
work Is complete^!. The last bids received
for brk-k and Vaspivilt paving by the
board of public/ w.irk^ showed that the
asphalt pavement c<v*\ cents per square
yard more than' brick, but as this piles
included a ten iyeara'.' guarantee to keep
the pavement i^Tepfefr; and the price for
brick did not include factor, the rela-
tive cost between a^sij^alt an 4brick was
only about. 35 ceß.tSrptH' square yard more
for nsphait.

One of the etty officials stated yesterday
that the property owners on Ricp street
ami Broadway also, for tha,t matter, need
have no fear that either «f the streets
would be paved: next yea*. The fact; he
said, that the street car company would
have to pay $27,006 for oaring its portion

of Rice street and ©,00ft for its portion of
Broadway' was sufficient indication, to
him, at least, that? something would hap-
pen to prevent the work being done.

"Any time you the street railway
company to. agtea-.t« pay $35,000 in ono
year for paving," he said, -"it will be only

when the eompangrhasr lost its hold on the
council, and that won't be until after the
next assembly and board of aldermen are
elected."

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SCHOLARS OF A STATE
MINNESOTA'S SCHOOL POPULATION

IS GROWING CLOSE TO
400,000

EACH YEAR SHOWS INCREASE

State Snpl. I.pwlii' Annual Report
<*tverf Substantial Baal* (or the
Belief That the Population of
Minnesota -at the Next Ohmuw
Will Be Not Far Short «f 2,000,.
OOO— Valuable School Statistics.

State Superintendent J. H. Lewis has
reports from every county superintendent
in the state upon the woik of the school
year 1899, and has compiled a summary of
the figures and facts given in these re-
turns.

The total number of school children at-
tending the free schools is given as 387,-

--541, of whom 147,874 are In special or In-
dependent districts, and the others in
rural schools.

A year ago the same reports from coun-
ty superintendents indicated a total at-
tendance of 384,063. or a population of 1,-
--723,000. The increase of 3,478 is not regard-
ed as large for one year, when It is con-
sidered that there was an increase of Just
30,000 in the attendance of 1898 over the
year before This can perhaps be attrib-
uted to the fact that In 1898 Industrial
conditions w4re. greatly Improved, and
many people wlio were compelled to keep
their children cut of school, were, dur-
ing 1898, enabled to allow them to return
to school. ". .

The average daily attendance of Inde-
pendent school districts Is given at 127,
while for the outlying districts the gen-
eral average is shown to be 76. Tha aver-
age length of term of the independent
districts Is very close to nine months,
while tho rural schools held sessions on
an average of. 6.85 months during the
year.

Out of 6.701 teachers' certificates grant-
ed by county superintendents but six
were revoked, and those for good and
sufficient reasons. The total number of
certificates Issued is divided up into the
following grades: First grade, 646; sec-
ond grade, 4,309, and third grade, 1,746.

Through the $20 state aid given to
schools by the state for library purposes,
29,000 additional volumes have been added
to school libraries, n.aking a total of 32,-
--000 volumes, valued at $250,000.

One of the features of the work of the
public schools has been the. general ob-
servance of Arbor day. It is doubtful if
any other state can boast of as general
an observance of the tree-planting day,
as last Arbor day 956 districts held spe-
cial exercises and planted 15,753 trees.
Despite this showing the reports in.dlca.te
that there are 2.1G2 schoolhouses in Minne-
sota that have no trees in the school
yard. There has, however, as shown fr,om
the general observance of Arbor day
last spring, been a marked improvement

in this respect.
There are approximately 8,000 teachers

Imployed in the schools. Of this number
3,025 are high school graduates, 2,119 re-
ceived their training in normal schools
and 675 are college graduates.

There has been a slight Increase in the
amount paid teachers' throughout th©
state. In independent districts the aver-
age is $63-per month, and. In the rural dis-
tricts $37 is the average. Last year the
figures were slightly below this.

i record. The average precipitation, rain

and melted snow, has been .97 inches,
something less than a foot of snow. The
greatest precipitation was in 1881, when
January presented 4.34 inches, or nearly

four feet of snow. Of that amount 1.10
inches fell on the last day of the month.
Jan. 16, 1887, there was a snowfall of 11.5
inches. January winds are from the
northwest.

JfOT SO WARM,

Weather In St. Paul Ten Years ACo
Was Tropical.

Since Senator J. K. Jon«s has volun-
tarily testified that he rinds the winter
climate of Minnesota as balmy as that
of Arkansas, It might be Imagined by
some that this state was losing—or gain-
ing—in reputation. Scientific facts and
figures, however, do not warrant any
such conclusion. True, the oldest inhab-
itant will tell you that Minnesota saw
Just such a winter a3 this as has been
so far away back in 1857. But there were
no official weather reports kept in 1857,
and, while the positive assertion of th«
oldest inhabitant cannot be officially dis-
proved, the new generation can with
equal assurance opine that the Mlnneso-
tans of 1857 were "not so warm."

But ten years ago is not so far away.
For that year we have on file the official
records of Weather Observer Lyons, and
there is no going- back of the returna
That was the winter in which It was
found absolutely necessary to abandon
the ice palace in St. Paul. There Jusl
simply wasn't frost enough lying around
loose to freeze Ice sufficiently thick for
ice palace construction.

"Maximum" and "minimum" as applied
to temperature are sometimes misleading
terms to the average man, so for the saka
of clearness cf expression above or be-
low zero ire preferable. For the present
month of December, up- to last night, the
lowest point touched by the mercury, ac-
cording to Observer Lyons' records, was
seven degrees above. This was on Dec.
22. But on Dec. 22. ISS9. ten years ago.
the lowest point reached in St. Paul was
fourteen above. The highest point reach-
ed on Dec. 22, 1599, was twenty-three de-grees above, and on Dec. '22. ISS3, the
highest point reached was twenty-six de-grees above zero.

Up to di'te the average temperature ot
December, 1599, is several degrees below
that of the corresponding period In 1889.
But on Dec. 30, 1880, the mercury slid
down to four degrees below zero at 10
p. m., and thc-re ta no telling what next
week has in store for the residents of St.
Paul. It Is quite probable that the mean
temperature of this month may fall be-
low that of December, 1889. It stands
thus up to date.

The question, "How would you like to
be the ice man?" would be rather apt to
receive a negative response just now.
Ice cufers are discouraged. The officers
of the People's Ice company say they
have cut no ice at all so far, and do not
know when they shall commence.
At present the 'cc i3only seven inchea
thick. This Is not heavy enough to put
In the floors of ice houses. So soon 'as
it gains a thickness of thirteen inches
they will begin cutting. From then on It
will doubtless continue to gain.

Last season the People's Ice company-
began cutting Ice on Dec. 10.
