to have taken judging from his prayer
made at the meeting a short time ago. I
also know there are a great many other
members of tlhe church who feel as I do..

On being asked for his views on the
resolutions  Waiter B. Brown, another
member of the board of trustees, wrote
the following: *“The resolutions passed
the prayer meeting last evening certainly
do not exm my sentiments, and I
am very sorry that Mr. Riley's friends
thought it necessary to bring his most
unfortunate prayer and the First Baptist
church into the pubiic press. If Mr. Ri-
tey's views, as expressed in his recent
prayer, are the views of the majority of
the church, no resolutions were necessary,
and if the majority do not agree with
him the passage of such a resclution will
not alter the facts.”

Uriah Poraback, one of the prominent
members of the church, and an ex-trus-
tee, said: “The resolutions passed at the
meeting last evening do not express the
scntiment of all ¢f the members of the
church by a long way.

LADY SARAH WILSON.

Thrilling Experiences of an Eng-

iish Woman in Boer War,

MAFEKING, Sunday, Dec. 24 (by
tive runner to Mochudi).—Lady
Wilson is living in a bombproof shelter
of her own construction under the pri-
vate residence of Mr. Weil. There she is
enabled to exist with some degree of
comfort, ana if she chooses to spend a
part of the time in the nouse her shelter
is close enough to enabie her lo take
cover between the ring of the warning
bell and the arrival of the projectiie.

The correspondent of the Associated
Press in Mafeking, to whom she granted
an interview, was struck with the fact,
on entering her bombproof refuge, that
she is unquestionably an old cambpaigner.
Even in this noisome, dark hole, dug un-
der the ground, she manages to make
herself comfortable. She has whisky and
soda, as well as cigareites, too, for vis-
ftors.

L.ady Sarah’'s adventures were exciting,
semetimes amusing, and often spiced
with considerable ganger. It was on a
Thursday she left Mafeking. She arrived
at BSetlagoli hotel that night. Before
morning che was aroused by the rattle of

na-

muiKetry and the boom of guns. It
wi s Capt. Nesbhitt, of the Mashonaland

rmosunted police, now a prisoner in the
Lhands of the Boers, who was fighting
desperately, unable to get back or to go
fcrward, but holding the wrecked ar-
mored train until the last. As soon as
daylight would allow Lady Sarah pluckily
rcde to the scene of action and photo-
graphed the wreck.

Finding that her presence at Setlagoli
exposed her to insults the Boers moved

her to Mousiti, where she enjoyed the
hospitality of a colonial farmer. By
means of heavy bribes she persuaded

ratives te carry information tc and. fro,
and extraordinary stories regarding her
among the Boers. One

general, and that she was a granddaugh-
ter of the queen, and had come to spy
upon the doings of the Boers, and a
third that she was the only male sur-
vivor of Mafeking, having escaped in the
disguise of a woman.

Lady Sarah visited Vryburg. She was
driven there by a young Boer, who pass-
ed her off as nis sister. She founhd joyal-
ists who gave her official dispatches and
news. $She stayed in the hotel all day,
and stole out by night to do shopping.
On visiting the hospital she found that
orders had been issued that no one should
leave town. The gallant Boer had to
answer some curious questions put by
the landrest before he could get permis-
sion for himself and his “sister” to leave.
They set gut be{ore day for fear of being
recognized and got away safely.

After the DBoers found she had been
mixed up in dispatch running she went
to Commandant Snyman's camp with a
view of getting back to Mafeking, but
Snyman refused to let her go to Mafe-
king, or even to Setlagoli. He proposed
sending her to Zeorou as a prisoner of
war, or Lo release her if Viloejen was
given up by the British. At first she re-

fused 1o ask Col. Baden-Powell to do
this, but finally she changed her mind.
I.ady Sarah gathered from her various

_experiences amongst the Boers that they
are heartlily sick of the war.

Fliipizo Insurgents Refusxe to Re-
mnain Whipped.

MANILA, Dec. 29.—The insurgents. who
evacuated the ccast towns between Dagu-
pan and Vigan, fleeing to the mountains
before the advancing Americans, are re-

! turning in small bands to the towns the

Amerlcans do not occupy, terrorizing the
natives and Chinamen, who showed
friendship for the Americans. The na-
tives and Chinamen are seeking the pro-
tection of the American garrisons.

AN EASY VICTORY.

Americans Capture Another Fillpino
Mountain Stronghold.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 29.—The adjutant
general received a cable message from
Gen. Otis this morning telling of the cap-
ture of a mountain stronghold beyond
Mont Alban, northeast of San NI;IU}C_
formerly supposed to be Impregnable, and
the capture of many prisoners and a large
quantity of arms and ammunition. 'The
dispatch is as follows: «

Mantila, Dec. 29.—Adjutant General, War
Department, Washington: Col. Lockett
with regiment,” two battalions Forty-sixth
(Col. Schuvler), one Forty-fifth (Col.
Dorst) company Twenty-seventh infantry
and two guns (Capt. Van Deusen) at-
tacked enemy 600 strong on a mountain
stronghold beyond Mont Alban, northeast
of San Mateo. A large number were kill-
and wounded; 24 taken prisoners. Tock-
ett captured one cannon, 40 rifles, 20,000
rounds of ammunition, 5,000 pounds  of
powder, arsenal fortifications, all food
supplies and considerable other property
This captured point is located on a8 moun-
tain trall-and formerly supposed to be
impregnable. Our casualties: Lieut. En-
slow, Eleventh cavalry, and five enlisteq
men wounded, mostly slight; Private Ma-
son, Forty-fifth infantry, drowned.

ILlie-
ber has made an exhaustive review of
the case, and probably his reccmmenda-
ticns will be acqulesced ‘n by the war
department. The presldent, however, can
ignore the recommendations of the de-
partment should he care to do so, and
grant the pardon on his own responsi-
bility.

RECORDER GOFF STOPPED A DUMD
SHOW THAT WAS BEING GIVEN
IN COURT

CORNISH WAS ON THE STAND

He Was Asked to Go Through the
Motions of How He Prepared the
Dose of Supposed Bremo Seltzer
That Caused the Death of Mrs,
Adams—Mr. Weeks Then Wanted
Witness to Drink the Water.

NEW YORK, Dec. 28.—The most inter-
esting incident today in the trial of Ro-
land B. Molineux, charged with the mur-
der of Katherine J. Adams, occurred
during the cross-examination of Harry
Cernish by Barrow S. Weeks, defendant's
ccunsel.

Mr. Weeks asked the witness to step
frem the stand, sit down at the end of
the table occupied by the attorneys for
the state, go through the performance
of opening the bottle of bromo seitzer,
show how he knocked the contents into
the glass, how he poured the water from
cne glass to the other, being careful to
get approximately the same amount of
water as he used in the fatal dose on
the morning of the murder of Mrs. Ad-
ams,

Cornish complied with the reguest, and
proceeded to demcustrate about how
niuch he drank of the mixture, and about
how much Mrs. Adams took of the poi-
scn. It was not until Mr. Weeks asked
the witness to drink the water in the
pantomimic reproduction that the record-
er interfered. "Mr. Weeks assured Cornish
that the water would Aot hurt him, but
the court remarked:

“This dumb show has gone far enough.”

Assistant  District Attorney Osborne
good-naturedly told the witness to go
ahead and drink the water and the wit-
ness picked up the glass with the remark:

“Well, 1 will drink it.”

At this point Recorder Goff again In-
terfered with the statement: that he wounl
not permit anything of the sort to take
place in the court reom.

Mr. Osborne said that while Cornish did
not Iike the tactics adons2d by the attor-
ney for the defendant he had no objec-
tions to drink the water If allowed to do
so by the court. This, however, the re-
corder would not'permit.

TWO IMPORTANT WITNESSES.

Two of the most important witnesses
for the prosecution were on the stand
tcaay. They were John D. Adams, secre-
tary of the Knickerbocker club, and
Cornish.

Mr. Adams was the first witiess called.
The most interesting point in connection
with his testimony today was his posi-
tive identification of the handwriting
which was admitted to be that of Moli-
neux.

Cornish gave detalled descriptions of the
scenes of the morning of the murder at
the Adams fiat. The recorder refused to
allow Mr. Weeks to ask any questions
as to the present whereabouts
Cornish, the witness’ wife, and why Mr.

Few new facts were elicited. It was,
however, discovered that Cornish depos-
ited the bromo seltzer bottle in his
desk at the club in the presence of P. S.
Finneran, that he lost hiz keyv to the
desk, and that it was afterwards found
on the floor of the Adams flat after the
death of Mrs. Adams; that just before
the murder it was found necessary for
the engineer of the ciub to break open
the desk for the purpose of removing
several articles, and the desk was re-
paired in a makeshift fashion. Cornish
also testified that ke was mistaken in
kis statements to the newspapers imme-
diately after the murder as to the time
when he brought the poison package
from the club to his room at the Adams
apartments, and that he had refreshed
hls memory by talking with Mrs. Rogers
concerning ithe matter.
