The Chicago, Milwaunkee & St. Paul
will remove its Mississippi river bridge
cn the St. Paul-Minneapolis short line
and will put dna-its <-place a handsome
new structure of steel. The present
bridge was bullt fifteen or twenty years
ugo, and is of stone and wood construc-
tion throughout. It is located near the
bend of the river at South Minneapolis.
O. Baker, superintendent of buildings
and bridges, Chicago, has the matter of
the consiruction of the new bridge In
hard, and plans are belng prepared un-
der his supervision. The road will erect
a steel double-track bridge on the loca-
tion of the present structure, and it is
planred to have it ready for use before
August, 190. The work will represent
corsiderable money, and it {s understood
that the road is willing to expend $69,000
to complete the bridge. Several engi-
neering problems will be encountered
also, as it is planned to keep the present
bridge open for travel until the new
structure is available. The work will be
tompleted under the supervision of M. D.
Rhame, resldent bridge engineer, Minne-
