Police Report Shows 039 More Ar-

rests in J.HIM) Than I.SOS.

Of this amount
the report sets forth that $11,496.25 worth
of stolen property was recovered, feav-
Ing a net profit of $3,092.90 for the thieves.
For 1898 the stolen property was valued
at $10,494.46, of which $11,044 is reported

to have been recovered, leaving a balance
of $5,450.40 for the crooks.

Speaking of the record of the depart-

ment for,the year. Chief Goss expressed

satisfaction at. the results, declaring that
the figures, when compared with those
