WOOY DENIES FAKE

ASSERTS THERE WAS NOTHING
WRONG IN HIS BATTLE WITH
JOE CHOYNSKI

HE BLAMES THE TIMEKEEPER

Says the Man Who Held the Watch
for Choynski Did Not Know His
Business—Choynskli Has Joined
the Band in Contrel of Boxing in
New York, and Is Now in Cor-
bett’s Camp—Horton Law Safe.

NEW YORK, Jan, 15.—Charles (‘‘Kld"")
McCoy declared at his home at White
Plains that he had been unjustly and
wrongfully treated by the press of New
York in denouncing his fight with Joe
Choynski as a fake and & robbery. He
appears to be as chipper as ever, and de-
clared with emphasis that he had not
been injured at all. He gave the follow-
ing statement, which he says explains
his position fully:

“I have been wrongfully condemned
since my fight with Joe Choynskl I
took the benefit of my count every time
I was down, and I depended upon the
referee to count off those few seconds in
which a man is allowed to get up.

“There was no robbery nor fake fight.
It was nothing but a mistake of Choyn.
ski’s timekeeper, for which I am not ao-
countable. I have always fought to win;
I have always fought fairly. I did not
hear the bell ring when I hit Joe or before
that.

“Thig is the third time I have met him
in a ring, and I beat him every time.
Choynski shall have another contest, if
he wishes it, and I will knock him out
for fair. I will rot fight again in the
ring with him, unless it 1s for the cham-
pionship, after that contest.

“I have fought with all sizes of men,
and have proved my right to have the
champlonship beyond a doubt. Choynski
is a good fighter, but at the last fight I
defeated him fairly, and I bided by the
decision of the referee. That is the plain,
honest fact.

“There was no money bet on this fight
that I know of, and if I had not started
to knock him out in a few rounds he
would never have knocked me off my feat.
My nose is not broken, and I have no in-
jurles except a slight scratch on the up-
per lip and on the bridge of my nose.

“This {s the only statement I have made
regarding my contest ‘with Choynski. I,
as well as the club referee, have been un-
justly criticised.” :

PLATT FIGHTS ROOT

SECRET OF THE OPPOSITION TO
THE WAR SECRETARY BECOM-
ING TOO PROMINENT

NEW YORK BOSS IS JEALOUS

Has an Eye to the Future Control of
the Republican Machine in the
Empire State—Did Not Want Mr.
Root to Be Given War Portfollo,
but the President’ Insisted, and
Mr. Platt Was fon‘l‘peued to Yield.

U

WASHINGTON, D. C., Jan. 15.—(Spe-
cial.)—The announcément made by Henry
C. Payne, the Republican national com-
mitteeman from Wisconsin, that Secre-
tary of War Root hds no desire to secure
the vice presidential nomination this
year is without foundation. I have it
on the best of authority that if Mr. Root
is able to secure the geventy-two New
York delegates to the.Philadelphia con-
vention next June he will permit the use
of his name, and that his friends will
make the best possible contest they can
in his interest. The announcement that
came from the Wisconsin politician is
not sanctioned by Becretary Root, nor
was the statement correct in any possible
way, except that party leaders, endeav-
oring to make a deal with Senator Platt,
of New York, having to concede certain
things to the latter, were willing to over-
throw Root and glive this honor to some
other man.

I have heretofore pointed out from
Washington that very little love exists
between BSenator Platt and Secretary
Root. Platt only consented to Root com-
ing into the cabinet because President
McKinley insisted that he not only agree,
but that he would not in any way op-
pose his confirmation. Thig having been
agreed to, Mr. Root assumed the duties
of this great office, and has been able,
more than any other man connected with
the administration, to conduct the work
and manage the affairs of this depart-
ment satisfactorily.

Benator Platt, jealous as he 1s, desires
to prevent the advancement of any man
from his state Mkely to wrest his power
from him as the Republican machine
manager. He looks with suspicion upon
Senator Depew, now endeavoring, through
Hanna, to prevent Mr. Root from be-
coming the vice presidential nominee
of the Republicans; is fearful that Gov.
Roosevelt, holding aloof as he is from pol-
ftics, at the present time, may become
the real leader of the straight-out Re-
publicans In the state, and this, of course,
would mean the absolute retirement of
Platt as the machine manager, and the
possibiiity that he could not succeed
himself in the senate when his prasent
term explires.

POLITICAL TRICKSTERS.

The great political “tricksters” in the
United States are Thomas C. Platt and
Matthew Stanley Quay. The New York
politiclan and the . clever gentle-
man from Pennsylvania have worked
together In the past to further their own
political advantage to the detriment of
other prominent statesmen. In 1892 James
G. Blaine, then secretary of state, had
no bitterer foe than Thomas C. Platt.
Platt, however, having failed to convince
Benjamin Harrison, then president of the
United States, that he would be right in
having him to manage the affairs of the
government, became the political foe of
the chief executive, and endeavored to
defeat him for renomination at the Min-
neapolis convention. . He turned to an
old-time enemy, hoping, through him, to
carry out this plan. This enemy was no
less person than Secretary Blaine, and
he was assisted and abetted in his ma-
neuvers {o defeat Harrison by Blaine's
nomination through the efforts of Mat-
thew S8tanley Quay. They falled, how-
ever, to defeat Mr. Harrison for renom-
ination, and they were only successfu?
in securing for Mr, Blaine 182’4 votes out
of a possible 500. It {s history that Mr.
Harrison was nominated on the first bal-
lot, and that Platt and Quay left the
convention highly disgruntled and without
doubt ‘“‘knifed” the Republican candidate
at the polls. Mr. Quay, it is said, fail-
ing to secure certaln funds that he de-
sired to use for his personal benefit in
Pennsylvania that year, had a “tiff” with
Thomas Henry Carter, chairman of the
national RepubHean campaign committee
in that year. Quay left the New York
headquarters of the Republican party in
a huff and did not raise his Land to ad-
vance in any way the prospects of the
Republican ticket in that year. Senator
Platt also stood aloof, and the result was
that Mr. Harrison was overwhelmingly
defeated, and Mr. Cleveland elected presi-
dent for the second time.

It seems to be ‘“a rule or ruin’” policy
with such politicians as Platt and Quay;
if they can not haye their own way in
dictating measures to the people, through
the medium of presidents, vice presidents,
senators, congressmen and cabinet of-
ficers, they are not satisfled.

PLATT'S PLANS.

It might be Platt’s purpose to advance
Timothy O. Woodruff, of Brooklyn, who
is anxious to become a presidential pos-
sibility. This young man, whose career
is nearly as checkered as the walstcoats
he wears, believes that through the as-
sistance of Mr. Platt and by fighting
Roosevelt and Root-he can secure the
big delegation from New York to further
his candidacy.

‘Whether or not Mr. Platt is impolitic
enough to favor Woodruff instead of Roat
is something not actually known by New
York politicians here. However, it seems
his real purpose is to defeat the plans of
the president and Mr. Root, and to pre-
vent the latter from becoming the
former’s running mate on the next na-
ticnal presidential ticket. In this connec-
tion, it might be stated, that Gov. Roose-
velt i3 opposed to : Woodruft's candidacy
and favors the nomination of Secretary
Root. Platt realizes this fact and is now
working to secure the influence of Sena-
tor Depew to accomplish his purpose.
The latter, his friends say, has not yet
consented to further the political schemes
of his senatorial colleague.

The president's choice for chairman of
the Republican National committee’ is be-
lieved to be Congressman Dick, of Ohlo,
The president is very friendly to M.
Payne, of Wisconsin, but the latter, hav-
ing evidently been directed to announce
that Mr. Root did not care to becoma
a vice presidential candidate, will not
meet with the usual favor at the White
house.

OOM PAUL'S APPEAL.

A dispatch to the Dally Mail, dated
Saturday, Jan. 18, from Lourenzo
Marques, says:

“President Kruger has issued & proc-
lamation ordering all burghers to the
front. The Volkstem, the Transvaal offi-
clal organ, suggests that the moment the
British cross the border the Boer indus-
try should be {rretrievably destroyed.

*Prestdent Kruger issued a circular dat.
ed Jan. 8 to Boer commandants and
burgherg urging them to show more en-
ergy in the Tranavaal cause, He quotes
Psalm 23, verse 7, as God-given Instruc-
tlons to the burghers, and says that the
British have fixed their faith In Psalm
88. He also quotes Psalm 89, verses 13
and 14, and asserts that he has searched
the Bible without finding any other mode
which can be followed by the Boers, who
must fight ‘in the name of the Lord.’

“Commandering is proceeding busily at
Pretoria, where the town guard s ex-

' changing Mausers for Martinis, as the

former are badly needed at the front.
“It is sald that there are nearly 8,000
British prisoners in Pretoria.”

BOERS RETREATING.

The correspondent of the Daily News
at Pletermaritzburg, telegraphing Jan.
11, says:

“The gallantry of the Ladysmith gar-
rison last Saturday appears to have de-
pressed, if not actually demoralized, the
Boers generally. It is belleved that they
lost at least two or three Kkilled against
our one.

“Many Boers are belleved trekking
northward. The magistrate at Nautu,
Zululand, telegraphs that scouts report
having seen many Boer families, with
wagons, proceeding north, via Zululand,
while former residents of Dundee report
that after the repulse at Ladysmith a
number of Boer wagons, laden with dead
and wounded, passed through the town-
ship, and the Boers burned some of the
buildings as they departed. Five days
have departed since any news.”

GUNS FOR THE BOERS.

The Daily Malil publishes the following
from a speclal correspondent at La
Creusta, France: 0

“After two days’ earnest inquiry I have
no hesitation in stating that the Schnei-
der factory is not only working night and
day in the manufacture of guns and
ammunition for the Boers, but that it
has already packed, ready for shipment
to the Transvaal, six heavy guns of
large caliber. Workmen told me that
before long ten guns would be dis-
patched to the Boers.”

BULLER RUMOR DENIED.

A telegram from Newport, Wales, says
Rutherford Harris, formerly resident di-
rector in South Africa of the British
South Africa company, has received a ca-
blegram to the effect that Gen. Buller
has suffered another reverse.

Later Mr. Harris denled having re-
ceived the telegram referring to the
alleged repulse of Gen. Buller.

LORD ROBERTS REPORTS.

The war office has published the fol-
lowing dispatch from Lord Roberts,
dated Cape Town, Jan. 15, 6:20 p.m.:

“French reports that a reconnoissance
yesterday (Sunday) shelled the Colesberg
road bridge. No casualties. Returned to-
day. Methuen and Gatacre no change.”

BOERS DRIVEN BACK.

BOER HEADQUARTERS, OUTSIDE
LADYSMITH, Tuesday, Jan. 9.—The

_Boers occupying the southern edges of

Besters Kop were driven out by the
Pritish Saturday. Commandant Nelson,
on the west of the town, and the Pre-
toria commando, on the north, have
taken the kopjes commanding Caesar's
camp, from which they maintain a
ccntinuous sniping of the British.  The
Pretoria commando lost six men killed
and six wounded in attempting to storm
the fort.

KAISER IS FURIOUS.

BERLIN, Jan. 15.—Emperor Willlam
still takes the deepest interest in the
Bundesrath Incident, and holds frequent
conferences on the subject with the for-
elgn secretary, Count von Buelow. The
matter was under consideration today,
and the correspondent of the Associated
Press was Informed after the conference
that the emperor is still furious about the
seizure, which he regards as particularly
ungraceful and uncalled for on the part
of Great Britain, inasmuch as he was
led to believe during his recent visit that
England would hereafter do everything
in her power.to preserve amicable rela-
tions. In view of all this his majesty re-
gards the seizures of German vessels as
“apparent bad faith on the part of Lord
Salisbury.” The German ambassador In
London, Count von Hatzfeldt, has In-
formed the German government that tke
seizures were made upon the order of the
admiralty, and not of the foreign of-
fice. The kaiser, however, considers thig
a mere subterfuge.

SYMPATHY FOR BOERS.

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., Jan. 15.—The city
council tonight, by a unanimous vote,
passed a resolution extending their sym-
pathy to the Boers in their present war,
and expressing the hope they would be
victorious over the British.

WEBSTER DAVIS ACTIVE.

CAPE TOWN, Saturday, Jan. 13.—
Webster Davis, the United States as-
sistant secretary of the interior, visited
the Boer prisoners today, and subse-
quently dined with the admiral. He
then visited and bade farewell to the
governor, Sir Alfred Milner, previous te
starting for the Transvaal.

DISCREDITED REPORT.

CAPE TOWN, Jan. 15.—A dispatch to
the Argus, dated Friday last, Jan. 12,
says:

“The authorities have received news
that Gen. Warren has crossed the Tugela
and occupled a strong position north of
the river.”

This report has been current here since
vesterday, but is discredited in official
circles.

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SPRUNG A SURPRISE

BIG SENSATION IN THE HEARING
OF THE MOLINEUX CASE, IN-
VOLVING MRS. MOLINEUX

BARNET'S NAME REVIVED

Prosecution Seeks to Show Relations
Existing Between Barnet and Mrs,
Molineux Prior to the Marriage
of Miss Chesborough and Moli-
neux—Recorder Admits the Testi-
mony After a Legal Tilt.

NEW YORK, Jan. 12.—In the trial of
Roland B. Molilneux for the murder of
Mrs. Katherine J. Adams, the prosecution
today introduced testimony to show & mo-~
tive for the poisoning of Henry C. Barnet
by Molineux, While Molineux is not on
tria] for the murder of Barnet, it {s ex-
ceedingly important for the prosecution to
conneot Molineux with Barnet's death, as
showing Molineux’s character, his letter-
writing habits, his alleged use of cyanide
of mercury to kill those whom he hated.

The testimony today reflected severely
upon the good name of Mrs. Molineux,
but her husband listened unmoved.

The prosecution called to the stand
Rachel Green, of Washington, D. C., who
testified that at one time she had lved
at 257 West Fifteenth street, where a
Mrs. Bellinger lived. Asked if she knew
the defendant, she replied that she knew
Mr. Chesborough, who lived with Mrs.
Chesborough there. Asked if she saw Mr.
Chesborough in the room, she walked
through the court room to the recorder’s
desk, stepped up to within three feet of
the defendant and pointed her finger at
Molineux, exclaiming, ‘“That’s the man.”

The next witness. was Minnie Betts, an-
other colored woman. BShe testifled that
she had been employed as waltress, and
had tended the door at Mrs, Bellinger's,
in West End avenue, and that Miss
Blanche Chesborough had lived there, but
that she went away in the summer of 1898.
The witness testified that she never saw
Mr. Molineux until after he' was married
to Blanche Chesborough.

Asked If any other man ever called on
her there the witness replied in the af-
firmative.

To the question of what he looked like
Mr. Weeks objected, and the objection
was sustained by the court.

Mr, Oshorne was afterwards allowed to
show the witness a photograph of H. C.
Barnet, and after an inspection of the
photograph the witness said it looked
like the man who called on Miss Chesbo-
rough, but she could not remember posi-
tively.

SENSATIONAL EPISODE.

In reply to an objection entered by the
defense to some of his questions, the dis-
trict attorney made a direct allegation
against Miss Blanche Chesborough, now
Mrs. Molineux. He said:

“The witness has sworn the defendant
lived with Blanche Chesborough in 1897,
and I'm golng to show- he didn’'t; that
there was another man intervened.”

Mr. Osborne went on to explain that
he had shown a complete scheme in tha
Cornish case—of the hiring of letter boxes
in his name, the sending for remedies,
sending cyanide of mercury through the
malls—and that he would show such a
complete scheme in the Barnet case.

“I'll show that this man was Barnet,
and that he and this defendant’'s wife

lived together as man and wife from Nov,
2 to Jan. 1, and that later she left him
and married this defendant. I shall es-
tablish the motive."

“Yes, but Barnet is not Cornish,” said
the recorder,

“No, but this will help establish that
Molineux wrote the Barnet letters, and
then wrote the address on the polson
packages. By those letters it was shown
that this defendant was in no philan-
throple state of mind toward Barnet, and
that Barnet received cyanide of mercury,
and that the state lost an {mportant wit-
ness. In the case of Cornish we have a
complete scheme. We know how he re-
celved the poison. All known facts in the
Barnet case throw white light on the
Cornish case, Connection with one will
prove gullty knowledge In the other, and
this connection i{s proven by the parallel
of the facts. Motive established In the
Barnet case will show that this defendant
did away with Barnet. The testimony
now beng taken will establish this motive,
and it will clear the present case when
this motive we are now discovering fa
established.”
