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In Labor’s
Field.

“Of the numerous laws, with the en-
forcement of which the labor bureau is
charged,” says Labor Commissioner Mar-
tin McHale, ‘“‘there is none occasioning
so much trouble as that intended to reg-
ulate the employment of children. This
is largely due to the incoherent manner
in which the law, as it exists, has been
gotten up. Consisting of a patchwork
of different enactments and amendments
pertaining; some of them to compulsory
education, others -to employment regu-
Jations, and still others to truancy enact-
ments, each one adopted with some sin-
gle object in view without regard to past
or - existing regulations, 1t is not to be

expectad  that anyghing like an Intelli-
gent conception of this important law
should exist throughout the state. One

notion, which is found very prevalent, is
that all children under sixteen, who de-
sired to go to work, should first secure
a permit from the labor bureau. Another
notion, almost equally prevalent, was
that children who did_not attend school
should be hunted up by the labor bureau
and made to do so. Another quite com-
mon idea was that the whole law per-
taining to this subject was a mere for-
mality, without any significance or prac-
tical application whatever. Because of
these erroneous and conflicting ideas the
bureau has been obliged to exerclise more
leniency in the enforcement of this law
than the seriousness of its violation
should warrant. Thus, notwithstanding
the employment of a child under sixteen
years' of age, which has not been legally
excused, 1s a misdemeanor according to
law, the bureau, instedd of causing ar-
rests, has served notice to employers that
children tlius employed must elther be
supplied with the Tequisite excuse or be
discharged, Such potices/have been serv-
ed during the past year in the case of
874 children, who Were found to be ille-
gally .employed: ‘To have caused arrests
in all these instances would scarcely
have been held reasonable.

“The gist of the law is that every child
between the ages of eight and sixteen
years. must, attend .some school during
the entire session of the public schools
in the district in which the child lives—
provided that children between the ages
of fow=een and sixteen may be excused

grounds of poverty or ill health.

“A sworn certificate of age must ac-
company the excuse, and this age cer-
tificate is required even when the schools
are not in session.

“No children under fourteen are al-
lowed to be employed at any time in fac-

tories, workshops or about mines; and
none under that age are permitted to
serve in stores or offices, except during

the vacation of the public schools, un-
less legally excused by the superintend-
ent of schools. No children under six-
teen are allowed in any occupation dan-
gerous or injurigus to life, limb, health
or morals, or permitted to operate freight
or passenger elevators.

“Employers of children under sixteen
yvears of age must keep on file certificates
as to their age, as well as the school su-
perintendent’s written excuse.

“Out of a total number of 73,330 em-
ploves inspected by the labor bureau dur-
ing 1809 only 589 were under sixteen years
of age—471 boys and 118 girls—of whom
51 were employed in the manufactur-
ing trades and 238 in mercantile estab-
lishments.

“The manufacturing :itrades,?:in which
ten or more boys were employed (under
csixteen) are the following: Cigar fac-
tories, 45; cooperage, 81; furniture and
fixture manufacturing, 25; box factories,
16; printing and binding establishments,
23; saw mills, 23: tinware facto g:s, 12;
sash and door factories, 16. There are
only three manufacturing industries in
which the number of girls (under six-
teen) employed exceed half a dozen,
namely: In knitting works, 27; in cloth-
ing manufacturing, 10,-and in paper box
factories, @.”"

Carpenters Initiate Six.

The Carpenters and Joiners’ union ini-
tiated six new members last night. The
circular from the Building Trades
council, stating the appointment. of J.
B. Morrison as business agent, with pow-
er to call out all trades working on build-
ings, if deemed necessary, was received.

Letters from several architects stating
that the demands of the union as to the
scale of wages and hours were reasona-
ble, were also received. - A committee was
appointed to assist the recording secre-
tary in sending out circulars to the small-
er contractors, notifying them of the
scale of wages and hours adopted by the
union. The new scale is'thirty cents per
hour after April 1, and  elght hours to
constitute a _day’s work. ‘

Sick benefits were ordered pald to Ja-
cok Weiskopf and Jacob Netterberg for
two weeks each. Resolutions on the death
of N. P. Lofgren were adopted, and a
copy ordered sent the family of the de-
ceased. The receipts were $66.40, and the
expenses $29.50.

Looking Into Pyne's Record.

The appointment of M. H. Pyne as de-
partment plumber in the fire department
was considered by the Plumbers’' union
at a regular meeting last night. It was
announced that Pyne was not a union
man, and the matter was referred to the
Building Trades council for investigation.
At the next meeting of the union, Feb.
13, a referendum vote on several proposi-
tions submitted at the last national con-
vention will be voted on.

The propositiecns include the following:
Increase of weekly-dues from fifteen teo
twenty cents per week; maximum amount
for locals on strike $400 or $200; 100 or 50
per cent of reserve fund to be paid into
general treasury for defense fund for as-
sistance of strikes; the establishment of a
sinking fund by payment of five cents
per week, the fund not to be used for one
year after it is established.

LARGE AUDIENCE EN-'

Rose Entertain About Seventy-
Five in Honor of Their Guest, Misns
Stiefel—Reception of Dayton Ave.’
nue Church at the Vanderwarker
Home—Other Soclal News,

The People’'s church held another large

and representative audience yesterday
afternoon to once more absorb .that
which is beautiful and elevating in mu-
sic and which are the main character-
istics of Theodore Thomas' superb and’
admirably balanced orchestra. This pro-,
gramme contained but five composers’
names, but was of such proportion and
coloring as to satisfy even the most fas-
tidious music lover. Commencing
promptly at 2:15 with the Beethoven sym-
phony, “the late comers were forced to
forego the first movement, the doors be-
ing closed until the finish of the move-
ment. In the conducting of the Seventh
symphony the careful and conscientious
work 4of the leader is shown in the ab-
solute discipline that prevails among his,
men. The work stands for itself, and the
rendition was one of smoothness and
harmony. The introduction, a poco-sos-
tenuto in A major, is almost a movement
in itself and contains one of the happiest
and most delicate phrases to be found
anywhere in Beethoven's music.
“ At the entrance of the new movement
it has the dotted rhythm and is the pre-
dominating feature of the whole move-
ment. The opening suggests the dancing
of a bevy of girls, and in this mood it is
hard to trace Beethoven's feelings. The
allegretto takes the place of the slow
movement and is constructed on a long
crescendo as gradual as it is persistent
and irresistible. The scherze is stamped
by the master's hand and is a -presto
movement, running into the presto and
cada, and firally taking up the last move-
ment of allegro con brio, a joyous strain
and a whirling figure in the violins. The
lightness and dance-like' rhythm are the
prime factors which impart to the move-
ment an exuberant spirit, which stamps
it and the whole symphony as one of the
most complete expressions of whole-soul-
ed enjoyment of life that musical litera-
ture contains.

The second number brought the Wag-
ner ‘“Lohengrin” and ‘‘Meistersinger
Vorspiel,”” which numbers blend the indi-
vidualities of the orchestra more than in
any of the other numbers. ‘Moorish
Rhapsody,” by Humperdinck, was a se-
ries of characteristically brilliant move-
ments, a tone picture,with flowing melo-
dy and weird strains, representing the
“Tarifia.” Tangiers was ‘“A Night in a
Moorish Cafe,” with a presto introduc-
tory for the strings, quickly followed by

2 duet for oboes, reeds and
wond = winds. “Teutuan,” a ride
in the desert, richly orches-
trated, was a marvel of beauty, tone

modulation and harmonious blendings of
wood, wind, reed, string and brass. The
listener’s vivid imagination could readily
picture the surrounding scenes of the
Moors, and their fatherland, and the
composer’s music picture needed but the
glare of the footlights to make it a
living thing. Meditative ‘“Thais’” was
another one of Massenet's soulful crea-
tions, played in solo and obligato by Mr.
L. Kramer, concert master of the or-
chestra. This number occupied the
same place an the programme as that
of ‘“Les Erminyes” the first night—the
obligato having the same beautiful or-
chestral accompaniment.

As on Monday evening, the waltz tem-
po in “Invitation to the Dance” was the
popular number. Welngartner has so
enhanced and embellished this simple
Weber waltz that the theme is a work
of architectural beauty. It was de-
liciously played and  beautifully orches-
trated. The closing number was the
performance of the ‘“Rakoczy March,”
by Berlioz, who brings rare qualities of
instrumentation and resources into his
compositions. - His is both a dramatic
and poetical temperament, and ‘March
Rakoczy’’ partakes of the theatrical
style. The orchestra responds as one
man ir: this work, and reaches the cli-
max in a tremendous fortissimo.

After this general response and splen-
did attendance on the part of the St.
Paul people it is to be hoped that here-
after the orchestra will be a permanent
fixture in the season’'s list of musical
attractions. The Schubert club deserves
all praise and encouragement in their
great enterprises and efforts, and they
will agaln demonstrate the quality of
their choral series artists in their next
concert, Feb. 8, when Leonora Jackson,
the violinisc, will be the star, assistead
by Mrs. Jessica De Wolf, soprano, and
Emil Oberhoffer, musical director.

4| KIRBY RAN INTO A CIRCUS

| All the Catile in a Herd Began

Jumping When He Appeared With
His Tuberculin — The: Health
Commissioner Appeals to Dr.
v‘Braeken to Help Him Out—
Charges Against Dr. Dallimore.

Health Commissioner Ohage has decided
that no license will be issued for the
sale of milk under the present ordinance
unlesss the herds have been inspected by
one of the veterinarians employed by the
health department. Dr. Dallimore, a vet-
erinarian, residing in the Third ward, has
been inspecting cattle and using the tu-
. berculin tests, and yesterday one of the
owners of a herd called at the health of-
fice and applied for a license, offering a
record of the tests made on his herd by
Dr. Dallimore. The health commissioner
-refused to grant the license, and sought
the adivce of the legal department of
.the city.: The advice given by the cor-
poration attorney’s office was that under
the ordinance the inspection must ba
made by one of the experts in the em-
ploy of the health department. Dr., Dal-
limore’s license as a state veterinary sur-
| geon equips him for making such exam-
inations, and Dr. Ohage cannot prevent
any dairyman from employing Dr. Dalll-
. more to inspect his herd. But Dr. Ohage
can refuse to issue the license, and com-
pel the dairyman to have the cattle in-
spected again by his inspectors. ;

A meeting was held yesterday afternoon
at the health office and the question of
inspection was discussed for a couple of
hours. Present were Dr. Bracken, sec-
retary of the state board of health; Dr.
Reynolds, state veterinarian; Commiszion-
er of Health Justus Ohage; Mrs. Conde
Hamlin, president of the Woman's Civiz
league; Drs. Pomeroy and Kirby, veter-
inary surgeons of the health department;
Meat Inspector Janssen, and Inspzctor
Plompon, of the state board of health.

Dr. Ohage stated that the milkmen had
fought the ordinance, and particularly the
inspection fee clause, on the ground that
it was excessive. He had always had
his suspicions as to this contention, and
these were confirmed when a dairyman
from Langdon had informed him that
some dairymen were tampering with their
herds. Dr. Kirby, one of the department
experts, had found that the cows he in-
spected and injected with tuberculin act-
ed strangely, and in some herds all of
the cows jumped and reared when an at-
tempt was made to make the tests. This,
to the inspector, seemed to show that
someone had been practicing on the cows
before. Dr. Ohage then read the resoiu-
tions passed by the dairymen’s associa-
tion, calilng him a coward, and demand-
ing that he produce proof that any of
the herds-had been tampered with.

“We secured pretty good evidence
against one man,” continued the hea!th
commissioner, ‘“and one of the dairymen
told me he had paid 70 cents per head to
have his cattle inspected. When the or-
dinance which the dairymen fought ocly
provided for a fee of 50 cents per head,
it looked queer to me.”

The commissioner inquired of Dr.
Bracken if the certificates of veterinary
surgeons should be accepted and a licenss
issued, and cited a case where a veter-
inarian had stated that he had examined
200 cattle, and only found two showing
signs of disease. No report of the two
had been made to his office, as required
by law, nor to the office of the state brard
of health. The failure to make such a
report . was against the law, and Dr.
Ohage thought the state board of health
should look up the matter and take ac-
tion.

Mrs. Hamlin suggested that it would
be best to fight the matter in the courts
rather than in the newspapers.

Dr. Ohage presented to Dr. Reynolds
the record of a test made by a veterl,
narian, on which a dairyman asked for
license, and asked if the record was in
his opinion sufficient to grant a license
on. Dr. Reynolds sald it was hardly an
ideal record, and he did not think he
would issue a license on it, as there had
not, according to the figures, been
enough temperatures taken at the right
hours. It was suggested that the vet-
erinarfan who had failed to report the two
diseased cows should be proceeded
against, and Dr. Bracken said if the
health commissioner would write him &
letter setting forth the facts he wouid
take action in the case. Dr. Ohage did
not desire to do this.

Figures were presented showing that

| since the ordinance went into effect In

April last to Dec. 31, the number of herds
visited by the health inspectors was 103;
cattle tested with tuberculin, 2,084; cattle
found diseased, 154; number of diseased
cattle turned over to state board of
health outsidge the city, 88; number of
diseased cattle in city, 66; number of
diseased cattle, killed inside the city
jimits, 20; number passed for food when
killed, 15; number condemned as unfit for
food, 5; number still in quarantiney 45.
Of the dairies examined 82 were found In
gcod condition; 13 in fair condition and
eight In poor condition.

Dr. ORage inquired how tampering with
herds could be prevented. Dr. Bracken
took the position that no licenses should
be granted by the department until after
the cattle had been inspecied by the ex-
perts from the health department. An-
other point made by Dr. Bracken wa=
that the dairymen should be impressed
with that portion of the law which pro-
vides that whenever there is a diseased
cow the fact should be reported to the
local health office.

Dr. Pomeroy questioned if the dalrys
men would not make money by paving
70 cents per head for outside inspection
as it would enable them to ascertain the
animals diseased, and get rid of them
for food before the depariment arrived to
inspect them.

Dr. Ohage thought there was no way
to get protection, unless the state board
of hedlth backed up the local depart-
ment, and enforced the law.

Dr. Reynolds sald the whole matter
wculd be soived by issuing 2 notice that
licenses would not be issued unless the
inspection had been made by experts
from the health department and this Dr.
Ohage decided would be done.

Dr. Pomeroy “declared that the state-
ment made by Dr. Daliimore to the effect
that the health department had given a
certificate for eighty-five cows, when but
fifty were examined, was not trie, and he
urged that Dr. Dallimore be prosecuted
for.not reporting the two cows which he
claimed to have found diseased.

The question of taking proceedings
against Dr. Dallimore for the alleged
violation of the law was left to Dr. Rey-
nolds, the state veterinarian, and Drs.
FPomeroy and Kirby.
