Enthusiasm over the diplo-
matic guest reached its height when 1,000
university people assembled in Kent
theater. The ambassador was escorted
from Haskell hall to the theater by the
university band, in uniform, the Glee club
and the members of the faculty, attired
in cap and gown.

Dr. yon Holleben was welcomed to the
university by Prof. J. Laurence Laughlin,
who spoke of the great debt owed by
America to the German patriots, authors
and scientists who found a home In the
United States and aided in the develop-
ment of the nation. He said:

"It is our delight to give to your excel-
lency a hearty welcome to the University
of Chicago, not only because we gladly
honor him who has been honored by his
own country, but also because you repre-
sent the majesty and influence of the
great German empire in Its relations to
our beloved country. The fundamental
characteristics which the American and
German races possess in common shouldalways work strongly for peaceful rela-
tions and a cordial understanding."

Prof. Laughlin concluded:
'•Child, parents, grandparents—America,

England, Germany—united in loyalty to
science, literature and art; united in a
desire to save the world from unreasoning
war; united by the ties of blood rela-
tionship and common racial inheritances;
united not by words but the closest fam-ily bonds—ln such an alliance may they
live and prosper."

The baron responded by expressing hisgratification at the cordial reception ac-
corded him. He told some interesting
facts about the German universities,
drawing a comparison between them and
the universities of America.

A reception in honor of Dr. yon Holle-ben was given at the Quadrangle club
until 6 oclock, and a banquet at Kinsley's
followed.

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FARMERS AT FARGO
INCREASED ATTENDANCE AT THE

TRI-STATE GRAIN GROWERS'
CONVENTION

ADDRESSES OF INTEREST

Various QueMionn of Personal Con-
cern to Ibosc Prciient Presented
by Experts—Question Box a Popu-
lar I Vn(*.\u25a0<\u25a0 of the Gathering;— Ses-
sion* of the Neact Tiv« Days Will
Be Largely Attended.

FARGO, N. D., Jan. 24.—(Special.)—The
second day of the convention of the State
Grain Growers saw an increase in at-
tendance, and a larger popular interest
in the proceedings. The day was given up
to papers on subjects of interest to grain
growers. A question box has been estab-
lished, all those having questions to ask
placing them, written, into a box, from
which they are taken and discussed. This
feature seems popular with farmers, as
it gives all a chance to talk on matters
of personal interest. All present consider
the convention of valuable interest to the
state in an agricultural and financial
sense, all sections being represented. The
convention will last two days more, and
an attendance even larger than that ef
today is expected.

When the convention assembled this
morning- President Randall announced
the committee on resolutions as follows:
J. H. Power, Oscar L. Taylor, J. H.
Worst, W. P. T. Bushnell, Thomas L.
Botton, E. C. Ch.lcott, Conde Hamiin.

The first paper read was the history Of
wheat raising in the Red river valley,
by George N. Lunphere. It was along
the same lines as the recent paper before
the Minnesota Historical association by
the same gentleman, and gave a concise
and intelligent sketch of the growth of
the great industry in the land of No. 1
hard.

Prof. James H. Shepperd, of the South
Dakota agricultural college, responded to
"Wheat in Minnesota and the Two Da-
kotas—Can the Yield Per Acre Be in-
creased?'' It was his purpose, he said,
to propound no startling theories, nor
did he hope t<o make a final and complete
answer. It was his belief that conditions
•re unique and that any ameliorations
desired must be sought for among the
peculiar favors immediately involved
Acting upon this belief he discussed at
some length the considerations involved
in climate, winds, soils, fceed wheat, and
soil treatment.

After stating the main factors involved,

the speaker made the following deduc-
tions:

First—Conserve the soil moisture by
thorough tillage, better plowing and by a
plentiful supply of coarse humus. Humus
from stubblo and straw will answer.

Second—Guard against blowing by a
plentiful supply of coarse humus, and by
the use of the press drill.

Third—Modify, if pops'ble, the effect of-

hot wir.ds by conservation of soil mois-
ture, and as rapidiy as possible by plow-
ing hedge rows and wind breaks.

Fourth—Provide a plentiful supply of
soluble plant food by having an abundant
quantity of decaying humus, 'rich in
nitrogen. That from green crops plowed
under or fed off on field, is preferred.
Practice crop rotation and keep more
stock. Do not raise weeds. If any start,
plow them under green or feed them oft
with sheep. Plow the wheat field as soon
as the crop is removed.

Fifth—Sow pure, graded seed wheat.
Remember that like begets like. Do not
sow weed seeds.

Sixth—Deepen the plowing gradually, in-
creasing continually the supply of humus,
thus affording more soil for the use of the
nitrifyingbacteria. When you can find a
plow better adapted to our soils, buy it.

Seventh—Prepare a firm seed bed. mel-
low on top. Use the harrow more liberal-
ly. Sow with the press drill across the
directions of the prevailing winds.

Eighth—Give due heed to the foregoing
details. Do not expect maximum results
by improving in one or two particulars
only where so many factors are con-
cerned.

Conde Hamlln, of St. Paul, gave an
interesting address on "The Relation of
the Newspaper and the Farmer." He put
especial emphasis on the gi'eat work done
by the two in opening up the Western
country, and discussed the apparent dif-
ference of opinion between the two, urg.
ing closer relations.

One of the interesting papers of the
afternoon was that on "Recent Work in
the- Improvement of Cereals," by Dr.
Herbert J. Webber, in charge of the
plant breeding- laboratory of the United
States department of agriculture. He
discussed at some length the origin of
the cereals of the United States and the
importation of all to this country from
Europe except corn. The growth of the
wheat industry was discussed from a
statistical standpoint, improvement by

selection was gone into scientifically and
the system thoroughly explained and the
history of the success of this work re-
lated. Improvement by hybridization, se-
lection of parents, composite crossing
with the improvements, and selection of.
chance varieties were all explained.

Mr. Webber is regarded as one of the
highest authorities on the question in the
United States.

Mayor Johnson introduced a resolution
asking the National Farmers' congress
to hold its next annual session in Fargo.

It meets in Denver this year, and he

wants it for 1901.
H U. Thomas, commissioner of agri-

culture, enumerated the benefits to be de-
rived from the Tri-State Grain Growers'
convention, saying in part:

My experience along the lines of farm-
ing leads me to believe that it is abso-
lutely necessary at this day and age of
the world, for the farmer and grain grow-
er to meet in convention or institute, and
exchange views. We are livingin a very
progressive age and the wheels of prog-
ress are making many revolutions in a
single year, and he who falls in whole or
part, to observe and inform himself upon
the leading topics connected with Jus
business, is liable to be turned under and
eventually ground to powder by the car
of progress. It is not the educated few
that need to be reached, but the masses,
and while the agricultural paper is doing
a good work, yet many who read cannot
so fully understand and separate the true
from the false meat contained in an ar-
ticle, however well written It may be, as
they can by having it brought out by dis-
cussion and interchange of ideas.

We find now and then a farmer who
thinks education is not necessary in farm
labor. For the benefit of such let us com-
pare the farmers of the United Statea
with those of some of the European coun-
tries. Why is it that we can do more
work with less labor, make more money
with less capital, invested? Why are the
farms of this country the nursery in
which the majority of our great men are
reared? The answer undoubtedly is that
the farmers of this country are better
cil^oated.

Prof. Bolley, of Fargo, spoke on smut
in wheat, giving practical advice by
means of papier mache representations of
the wheat kernel, magnified thousands of
times, on the action of smut on the wheat
germ and plant life.

Prof. Hayes, of Minnesota, gave a
lengthy address on his European trip and
agricultural matters in the older coun-
tries. He also placed some scenes before
the audience by the use of the stereopti-

"BLACK JACK'S" ARREST.

Sheriff Hinvl.-y Kept on His Trail
Until He Landed Him. '

DULUTH, Minn., Jan. 24.—(Special.)—
"Black Jack" Dawson, arrested for mur-
der and said to be one of the most des-
perate criminals in the country, was
locked up at police headquarters from 6
o'clock last evening till 11 o'clock. He
was then taken to Pine City, where he
is to be tried for the murder of George
Peterson, of Minneapolis.

Dawson was arrested yesterday after-
noon while working at Stack & Dono-
van's camp, on the Clciuet river, twenty-
lour miles from this city. Sheriff R. J.
Hawley, of Pine county, made the ar-
rest, and will receive $75u reward offeredby Gov. Mnd for "Black Jacks" cap-
ture. Sheriff Hawley has been hard on
Dawson's trail since the murder and last
night he iraid that he had traveled six
consecutive rights without steep expect-
ing to meet his man at almost any mo-
ment. He met him yesterday afternoon
in the lumber camp, and Dawson was so
surprised that he could make no defense,
though he was prepared for a right. He
denies all knowledge of the murder of
George Peterson, but a man under ar-
rest at Pine City, charged with implica-
tion in the murder, has made a confes-
sion accusing Dawson.

George Peterson, t%>e murdered man,
formerly lived in Minneapolis, and leaves
n wife and family of small children.
About a month ago he left Minneapolis
and went to Bruno, Pine county, where
he had a half brother living. This half
brother, in an unguarded moment, made
the remark that Peterson had "all kinds
of money." On the afternoon of Dec. 15,
Peterson and a friend called at a "blind
pig" kept by James Doyle. "Brack
Jack" Dawson was tending bar. While
drinking a glass of beer Peterson was
taken violently ill and fell to the iloor.
He died scon after, and County Attorney
R. C. Saunders began a quiet investiga-
tion. Then the state authorities took a
hand in the affair, and Dr. Carel, of the
state board of health, examined the
stomach of the dead man and found that
it contained alkaloids of picrotoxin^,
used in knockout drops.

Dawson got wind of the Investigation
and left Bruno, walked to Willow River,
eighteen miles away, and took the St.
Paul & Duluth train to Carlton, where
all trace of him was lost. Last night
at police headquarters he said that he
had only stayed in Carlton a short time,
and then boarding a freight train he got
in with a carload of horses consigned
to this city. He was anxiously sought
after here by detectives, but remained in
hiding down in the railroad yards till
night and then took to the woods. He
says he did not kill Peterson, but ad-
mits that he was in the saloon at the
time he died. When arrested he had
considerable money about him, and the
authorities were surprised when they
heard that Sheriff" Hawley had made the
capture. It was generally supposed that
Dawson had skipped to Canada or else
gone out to the coast.

SKATERS DROWNED.

Two Live* Lost in the River Near
.iaiuesloivn. \. D.

JAMESTOWN. N. D., Jan. 24. — The
dead bodies of Thomas Ferguson and
Miss Hollenberg, of Fargo, were found
in the James river, near the mill of the
Russell-Miller Milling company, in this
city. Miss Hollenberg and Furguson
went to the river the night before with
a skating party, near where the ice men
were cutting and putting up ice. Early
in the evening it was quite dark, and
the two skated too near where the ice
had been cut during the day and fell into
the water together and were drowned.
They were not missed until morning,
when a search resulted in finding the
bodies. Mr. Furguson was a young man
well thought of in the community, and
was in the employ of Harry Flint, at
his furniture store in this city.

Ruling: In a Contract Case Handed

SOLDIERS CALLED IN.
Wild Disorder in the French Cham-

ber of Deputies.

PARIS, Jan. 24.—The president of the
chamber of deputies, M. Deschanel, today
asked the house to censure M. Bernard,
saying that on the day when the chamber
allows a minister to be Insulted with im-
punity no discussion is possible. Amid
protests from the Rightists, M. Bernard
was censured.

M. Monis said he had letters of M. Ber-
nard and M. Chiche, Revisionist member
for the First division of Bordeaux, show-
ing the Assumptionists had aided in theii
election.

Amid uproar, M. Lasies, anti-Semite, ex-
claimed: "Your a bandit and canaille."

M. Deschanel called on him to with-
draw his statement, and M. Lasies said
he begged the senator's pardon, but main-
tained the truth of his remarks. This in-
creased the tumult, during which the
chamber censured M. Lasies.

The discussion then proceeded in a
comparatively quiet manner, M. Chiche
denying that he wrote a letter to the As-
sumptionists, saying he owed his election
to them.

A little later another storm broke. M.
Bernard called M. Monis a swindler and
a cainaille, refused to withdraw his ex-
pressions, arid the chamber, at M. Des-
chanel's request, voted his temporary ex-
pulsion. M. Bernard refused to budge, the
session was suspended, and a squad of
soldiers, headed by the colonel command-
ing the guard at the Palais Bourbon, was
marched into the chamber. The colonel
in command summoned M. Bernard to

withdraw, and the latter protested, but
obeyed, shouting as he left "Vive la Re-
public Honnote," while his friends re-
spcnded with "ViveBernard."

BONES OF MARTYRS.

Dozen Skeletons Are Unearthed at

Brooklyn Navy Yard.
NEW YORK, Jan. 24.—A dozen skele-

tons were unearthed at the Brooklyn
navy yard today by laborers diggrging

an extension for a warehouse. Admiral
Philip has directed that the skeletons be
buried at Fort Greene along with the

bones of the prison ship martyrs of the
Revolutionary war, as it is presumed

that those discovered today belong to the

heroes of the same period. The spot

where the bones were dug up is close to
the wall about the channel where some
of the British ships lay. A majority of

the bones crumbled when touched.__

MERCHANT MARINE.

National Board of Trade Adopts a

Memorial to Congress.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24.—The members
of the National Board of Trade called at
the White house today and paid their re-
spects to the president.

On reassembling, C. B. Murray, of Cin-
cinnati, made a report on the subject of
crop reports by the agricultural depart-
ment, in which it was suggested that the
department should secure Information by
cable in regard to crops in Europe. He
suggested that there might be more ex-
pedition in reaching results, and also that
more attention be given to reports on
minor crops.

The following resolution respecting our
merchant marine was adopted:

Whereas, United States vessels in 1526
carried 92 per cent of the nation's Imports
and exports, 81 per cent in 1845, 75 per cent
in 1656, and only 8 per cent in 1899, show-
ing a lamentable decline in our merchant
marine in the foreign trade, owing to the
fact that it is conducted on a free trade
basis; and

Whereas, The tonnage of vessels in the
coasting trade in which foreign competi-
tion ts absolutely forbidden increased
from 722,330 in 1525 to 1,223,218 in 1845, and
to 2,247,663 in 1856, and to 3,965,313 in 1899,
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thus demonstrating the ability of this
country to meet all of its needs in the
matter of shipping when properly pro-
tected; and

Whereas, The TJnited States Is now pay-
ingto foreign ship owners nearly $200,000,-

--000 annually to do our ocean carrying
trade, which sum increases yearly; and

Whereas, The enormous decline in our
ocean merchant marine is due to the low-
er wages paid abroad and to the sub-
sidies paid by foreign governments, Great
Britain alone, according to document "No.
470, miscellaneous series," issued by the
British government in 1899, paying last year
$3,266,380 in "postal subsidies" and $233,005
additional to the same steamship lines in
"naval subventions," while for mere
wages alone the cost of operating an
American ship is almost exactly one and
a half times the cost of operating a
similar British ship, and the same dif-
ference in wages gives greater advantages
to foreigners in every way, including
lower cost in tha construction of ships;
and

Whereas, The protective principle
should be extended to our shipping in the
foreign trade, that it may be built up as
has been done in the <!ase of other in-
dustries, including our coastwise ship-
ping; and

Whereas, The profitable employment of
the surplus productive power of the
farms, factories, mines, forests and fish-
eries of the United States imperatively
demands the increase of its foreign com-
merce; and

Whereas, The merchant vessels, officer?,
engineers, machinists, electricians and
seamen necessary to the Increase of the
commerce of the United States are also
essential as auxiliary to the forces of the
United States in time of war, and other-
wise, and to the better Fecurity of the na-
tion and the protection of its possessions;
and

Whereas. It is deemed especially ex-
pedient to make immediate provision to
these ends; therefore.

This memorial of the National Board of
Trade assembled in Washington. Jan. 23,
1900. respectfully presents to the honora.
ble house of representatives and senate of
the United States that the delegates now
here representing all sections of our coun-try find it to be a matter of supreme in-
terest that our foreign exports have now
reached the largest figures ever known
and offer further opportunities for in-
crease in still wider fields.

To give force and emphasis to these op-
portunities, to give some permanence to
the exceptional advantages of the pastyear, this country needs a revival of its
merchant marine.

Your memorialists, the National Board
of Trade, respectfully represent that the
Frye senate bill or the Payne house bill
will be effective to this end. The prin-
ciples embodied in these bills have met
the approval of the president of the Unit-
ed States, the secretary of the treasury
and the commissioner of navigation, and
they have been indorsed by nearly every
trade and commercial organization In thecountry and by the press to an extent
which shows an overwhelming -sentiment
in their favor.

The argument for an American mer-
chant marine has had th<» further distinctrecommendation of foreien delegates to
the recent export convention as essential
for the further cementing of trade rela-
tions with the countries they severally
represented.

In vlpw of these considerations, your
memorialists, the National Board of
Trad*, look with confidence for your early
and favorable action on this subject.
