Management of the Athletic Fea-
tures of the Exposition Offers a
Guarantce for the Match Between
the Big Boxers—Bids for the Bat-
tle Will Be Opened on Feb. 1—Cor.
bett Has Begun Active Tralning.

NEW YORK, Jan. 24.—At a meeting to-
day between the representatives of James
J. Corbett and James Jeffries, it was de-
cided to set Feb, 1 as the closing day for
the bids by the clubs for the boxing con-
test between these two men for the cham-
plonship of the world. Bids must be
made, sealed, to Al Smith, at the Gilsey
house, but will not be opened until 6
o'clock on the evening of Feb. 1. The
Coney Island Athletic club, Broadway
club, Utica, Buffalo and San Francisco
clubs will all be active bidders for the
bout.

‘William A. Brady has received a propo-
sition from the Paris Hippodrome, offer-
ing a percentage, with a guarantee of
125,000 franecs, for the contest, to take place
in Paris during the month of July or Au-
gust, if it is possible to arrange with the
principals for that date.

Corbett and Jeffries are anxious to have
the bout take place on the date selected—
March 15—and it is probable that the Pa-
risian offer may be overlooked. Jeffries
intends, in case of a victory over Cor-
bett, to go to Paris next summer and
take on somebody in that city for the
championship.

Jeffries will start for Hot Springs next
Monday, where he will commence his pre-
liminary work. He will stay there about
three weeks and finish up at his old train-
ing quarters at Allenhurst, N. J.

CORBETT AT WORK.

Corbett has taken on a few pounds
gince he began hard training and thinks
he will be much heavier than ever when
he meets Jeffries. Besides having the
services of Ruhlin as a sparring partner,
Corbett also has secured ‘'Stockings”
Conroy, the heavyweight fighter, of Troy,
to assist him in his tralzxﬁlg for the bat-
tle. Conroy is heavier than Jeffries, and
Corbett secured him to wrestle, besides
boxing him.

Jeffries has not started in to do real
hard training, but is doing light work
while on the road. He intends to train
only four weeks for the fight, which will
make him begin his work about Feb. 12.

CORBETT'S SYSTEM.

The system of training followed by Cor-
bett is entirely different from that which
almost every fighter goes through while
preparing for a fight.

The ex-champion, when asked about his

reparation, . said: “Well, it's this way:

break away from the rule of nearly all
the boys who do their work in the morn-
ing and their punching in the afternoon.
Why? Because a man who walks ten or
fifteen miles and then comes up against
the bag for his sparring mate is tired.
He may not feel tired, but he isn’t new,
and if-the work doesn’t go just right he
may lost heart and think perhaps he Is
not as good as he was the day before.

“Now, I get my breakfast out of the
way at 7:30. I walk right out of my place
and put on the mitts with Ruhlin. I feel
fresh and fancy and can hit up the game
for all there is in me. My courage keeps
coming, and I enjoy every bit of it. I
can walk any old time, and while I don’t
slight the importance of the walk, I pre-
fer it later in the day.”

SHARKEY AND GODDARD,

“Easy money” has come to be the cry
of all pugilists, not alone among those
of the first-rate variety, but also among
others of less prominence. At least it
would appear so by a match which was
made yesterday and others which are
likely to be made in the very near fu-
ture.

Tom Sharkey, who made such a bold bid
for the champlionship of the world in a
fight with Jim Jeffries recently, and who
has not engaged In a contest since, has
at last agreed to don the gloves with a
man who one day had glorious aspira-
tions, but which were soon blasted. That
lesser light of the pugllistic arena re-
ferred to is Joe Goddard. He and
Sharkey will meet in Philadelphia in a
six-round go within the next three weeks,
and if Goddard manages to go the limit
with the ex-sailor then that individual
ought to give up all hopes of ever hold-
ing the title of champion of the world.

Goddard has an idea that he still has
some stamina left in him and does not ex-
pect to visit the land of dreams,

BALTIMORE IS READY.

Will Likely Have a Team in Amer-
fcan Association,

BALTIMORE, Md., Jan. 24.—It was an-
nounced today that the committee of cop-
italists who will subscribe $20,000 to form
an American association baseball club in
Baltimore will be held on Friday. There
are ten gentlemen Interested in the proj-
ect and many times $20,000 could be se-
cured from them for the purpose If it
were deemed necessary. The subserip-
tions will be pald in on Friday, officers
elected and incorporators named. Next
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on the programme will be the election of
a manager, and it is agreed that McGraw
will be the unanimous cholce. :

Immediately after assuming charge, Mo-
Graw, who it is stated will be given carte
blanche to get together a winning team,
will begin his preparations for the 1900
season.

Perhaps the most difficult problem will
be the selection of grounds. Optlons have
been secured on several sites, it is sald,
and there is little apprehension that those
selected will prove both desirable and ac-
cessible.

Before leaving town today for Wash-
ington, whither he went on assoclation
business, temporary President H. D.

As a
rule the player had no love for the league,
and, while the assoclation would respect
the rule in so far as it related to a play-
er under contract with another organiza-
tion, he thought that many players would
not sign their 1900 contracts with the
league until forced to do so.

MOVE FOR HARMONY

DEMOORATIC MEMBERS OF THE:
SENATE MEET AND DISCUSS
PARTY POLATICS

°

PATHS PROVED DIVERGENT

Absence of a Definite Programme
Has Caused Some Embarrassing
Differences in Action of Various
Members on Important Issues—
General Understanding of Lines
to Be Pursued Was Reached.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24—The Demo-
cratic members of the serate held a con-
ference today to consider the question
of party policy on the various ques-
tions before congress. They have found
themselves following somewhat divergent
paths on some of these questions and
concluded that their party interests de-
manded that they have a better un-
derstarding amongst themgelves. Hence
today’'s conference. No definite - con-
clusion was reached, but when the confer-
ence adjourned there was a general un-
derstanding of the lines to be pursued.

The question of the policy to be pur-
sued towards the Philipplne archipelago
attracted more attertion than any other,
On this point there was a very general
exchange of views, the consensus of
opinion evidently favoring the policy
outlined In Senator Bacon’s resolution
of protecting life and property in the
islands until quiet is restored, when the
United States shall provide the oppor-
tunity and prescribe the method for the
“formation of a government by and of
the people of the Philippine islands, to
be independerntly exercised and con~
trolled by themselves.” ?

There was also more or less discussion:
of the bills providing a form of gov-
ernment for the Hawallan islands, and
for Puerto Rico. The preponderance of
opinion concerning these bills was fa-
vorable to absolute free trade between
the United States and these islands as a
part of this country.

With reference to the financial bill it
was practically decided to offer a sub-
stitute providing for the free coinage of
silver. Senators Lindsay and Caffery
were present, and while they declared
their intention not to be bound by any
action taken by the conference, they
realized the futility of any attempt to
prevent it being pursued.

The conference adjourned with the un-
derstanding that another meeting would
be held soon.

SENATE OFFICERS,

Republican Caucus Meets and Makes
.. Up List,

WASHINGTON, Jan. 2+—The Repub-
lican caucus of the senate today decided
upon the reorganization of the elective
officers of the senate and nominated
Hon. Charles Bennett, of New York, to
succecd Hon. W, M. Cox, and Hon.

Daniel Ransdell, of Indiana, a ser-
geant-at-arms, to succeed Col. John
Bright. For sergeant-at-arms Mr. Rans-

dell was placed in nomination by Sena-
tor Fairbanks. Senator Allison named
Hon. W. O. Stewart, of Iowa, present
assistant doorkeeper of the senate. Sen-
ator Foster named Hon. I Shaw, and
both Senators Callinger and Chandler
made an appeal for Capt. G. A. Curtice,
of New Hampshire, On the first ballot
Mr. Shaw received one vote, Mr. Cur-
tice five, Mr. Stewart 18 and Mr. Rans-
dell 20. The second ballot was 26 for Rans-
dell and 20 for Stewart,

Some feeling was manifested over the
election of a secretary, caused by the
circulation of reports concerning Mr. J.
8. Clarkson, who was Mr. Bennett's
only competitor, which his friends con-
sidered uncomplimentary and untrue.
These reports were resented by his sup-
porters, including Senators Mason, Gal-
linger, Carter, Scott and others, who had
known Mr. Clarkson as an officer of the
Republican national committee. A let-
ter and a telegram from Mr. Clarkson
were read, declining the place, but some
of the senators declared thelr intention
of voting for him, regardless of these.
The first vote was a tie, resulting 21 to 21.
The second ballot brought out three votes
not hitherto cast, and resulted 23 for Ben-
nett and 22 for Clarkson. Mr. Bennett
was placed in nomination by Senator
Platt, of New York.

No selection was made for chaplain,
which will have the effect of continuing
the blind chaplain, Rev. W. H. Milburn,
in that place. The allotment of minor
offices was placed in the hands of the
caucus committee.

PENSION APPEALS.

Plan for Establishing a Board to
Pass Upon Them.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Jan. 24.—The
commander-in-chief and national pension
committee of the G. A. R.. called on
the president today =and presented a
plan for the establishment of & board
of judges in peusion cases, to sit in
‘Washington, and hear cases or appeals
from decisions of the pension bureau.
These appeals hefetofore have been de-
cided by clerks in the interior depart-
ment detailed by the secretary of the
interior for this -purpose. It is be-
leved by the committee that a tribunal
made up of high standing In the legal
profession, brought together from dif-
ferernt parts of the country, and sitting
in Washington, with well defined juris-
diction and powers like the United
States circuit court of appeals or the
court of claims, would remove in a large
measure the dissatisfaction felt by a
large class of people with the system
which has prevailed for many years.

The president received the suggestion
of the committee with favor and prom-
ised to give his careful consideration to
the draft of a bill which the committee
in due time will present to him.

GEN. BROOKE'S BERTH.

He "Will Resume His 0Old
-.Command.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 2i.—Gen. Brooke,
who arrived in Washington last evening,
called at the war department today and
paid his respects to the officials. He
spent an hour in close conference with
Secretary Root, and the two repaired
to the White house, where_the general
was welcomed by the president. The talk
ran on Cuban affairs, and if any refer-
ence was made to the future of Gen.
Brooke it did not take the shape of a
formal order. It is understood, how-
ever, that he Is to be assigned to his
old command, the Deparfment of the
Lakes, over which, at present,  Gen.
Wade has temporary command. -~

Michaels, to points along the Yukon river
and to Dawson and Circle City will be
continued. Four round trips will be
made. A Uke service from Seattle will
remain in force, three round trips belnﬁ
made. - All classes of mail matter wi
be carried by the steamers. making these
trips, an innovation in this service. The
steamers carrying mail from St. Michaels
to Nome will extend the service to Cape
York, making four round trips between
June 9 and Oct. 9. In addition to” the
foregoing early trips will be made from
San Francisco to Nome and from Seat-
tle to Nome, starting April 30, when
navigation opens In Alaska. * Late trip
between the points mentioned will be
made, leaving Nome Oct. 15.

Census Supervisors Confer.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24 — A meeting
was held today at the census bureau of
enumeration supervisors of twenty-four
of the largest cities of the country. As-
sitant Director Wines made an address,
explaining the purpose of the conference.
It was suggested that the large numera-
tion districts be subdivided and placed in
charge of minor supervisors, who shall
daily examine the returns made by
enumerators. Heretofore these returns
have been made directly to the super-
visor in charge of the entire district.
This and similar subjects will be dis-
cussed at the present meeting, which
will continue several days. The session
t?da.y was devoted to preliminary discus-
sion.

Pensioners on Rolls.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24 — Responding
to an inquiry from BSenator Gallinger,
Commissioner of Pension Evans has sent
to him a statement giving the number
of pensions borne on the rolls of the
office on account of each of the wars of
the United States, and giving a brief re-
view of the laws under which they were
granted. The statement, as to the num-
ber of pensioners, is as follows: On ac-
count of the Revolutionary war, 4 wid-
ows and 7 daughters; War of 1812, 1 sur-
vivor, 1,998 widows; Indlan wars, 1832 to
1842, 1,656 survivors and 3,889 widows;
Mexican war, 9;204 survivors and 8,17
widows; granted sinice 1861, under general
law, 521,555 invalld and 92,901 widows and
other dependents; under the law of 1890,
lgovalids 420,912, widows and dependents

,228.

WASHINGTGON, Jan. 24 — Commis-
sioner Wilson, of the Internal revenue
board, has decided, In effect, that every
malt extract composed of malt liquor,
combined with drugs, may be sold by
druggists by the bottle, under Iabels
specifying the diseases for which it is
held out as a remedy, without involving
them in liability as a retail malt liquor
dealer, if they sell it In good falth for
medicinal use only.

Navy Chaplain Seleected.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 24.—The president
today announced that he would appoint
Father Reynolds, of St. Matthew’s Cath-
olic church, of Washington, chaplain in
the navy to succeed Father Parks, re-
signed.

N0 CLOAK FOR FRAUD

SUCH IS NOT THE INTENTION OF
THE FEDERAL BANK-
RUPTCY LAW

TRUE BILL AGAINST KUNTZ

Story of the Bankrupicy and Subse-
quent Arrest of the Pine Island
Merchant—Charged With Perjury
and Taken in by the United States
Marshal—Could Not Make zn Ex-
planation That Was -Satisfactory.

The story of the bankruptcy and ar-
rest of Oscar Kuntz, of Pine Island,
Goodhue county, Minnesota, is one of in-
terest and importance to the general
business community of this country.

Kuntz was a general merchant. On
Sept. 18, 1898, he had merchandise and
fixtures on hand to the value of $3,500, and
his total liabilitles amounted to $1,600.
Between that date and Dec. 27, 1898, when
he was attached, he stocked up heavily.
buying merchandise to the extent of
about $10,000. Immediately after these
extensive purchases Kuntz began selling
indiscriminately for cash, and at prices
far below cost.

In January, 1839, on a petition of some
of his creditors, he was declared a bank-
rupt, and E. A, Young, Esq., of Messrs,
Finch, Van Slyck, Young & Co., the well
known wholesale merchants of St. Paul,
was appointed trustee for his creditors.
According to the Inventories filed, Kuntz
showed liabilities of over $5,000, and as-
sets consisting of $76 cash, and mer.
chandise of the nominal value of $2,500,
besides some personal property, claimed
and allowed as exemptions. The actual
value of the merchandise, however, was
about $700.

and many other witnesses, residents ot
the village of Pine Island, were examined
for many days before the referes In
bankruptcy, M. Doran Jr., Esq., of St.
Pall, and the matter given a thorough
invéstigation. The books of the bankrupt
failed to disclose the true condition of
his affairs, and the evidencec showed a
deficit of over $8,000 unaccounted for
Kuntz attempted to explain the deflcit by
alleging heavy losses at poker and by
produce sales, but the explanation was
entirely unsatisfactory. As a result the
referee made an order by which he di-
rected Kuntz to pay over to the trustee
the sum of $75, admitted by his schedule;
also the sum of $6,185.27, being the money
uraccounted for, less $2,000 allowed for
personal and business expenses, and in

proceedings against him. Only the sum
of $75 was paid to the trustee,

In January last Mr. Young laid the
matter before the federal grand jury.
which convened at St. Paul. A true bill
wags found and Kuntz was indlcted for
perjury, having sworn in his schedule to
the possession of only §75, while, as a
matter of fact, he had over $5,000. Kuntz
has been arrested by the United States
marshal and held to bail, and his trial
will take place at the next general term
of the United States district court at St.
Paul.

Great credit is due Mr. Young, the
trustee, and his counsel, Messrs. Morphy
& Ewing, for their untiring efforts in fol.
lowing this matter so closely and so
patiently.

The bankruptcy act in a great measure
was designed for the benefit of the debtors.
It certainly gives an honest debtor every
facility for getting rid of his burden of
debt and recommencing life untram-
meled, but the act was never intended to
be a cloak for fraud. If the bankrupt
surrenders his estate he is entitled to his
discharge. unless he violates the provis-
fons of the &ct relating thereto, but he is
liable to be punished by imprisonment for
a period not exceeding two years if. he
knowingly and fraudulently makes a
false oath or accounting in relation
to any proceedings in bankruptey.

DEMURRER IS SUSTAINED
