PERMISSION SOUGHT TO INCREASE

THE TARIFF ON LUMBER TO
CERTAIN POINTS

IN SOUTHERN MINNESOTA

Hearing- Granted to the Interested
Lines by (he Railroad CohiinitiMlon
—'Reasons for the Request Are
That dost of Transportation Is
Greater —A Party of Burlington

Ofllcinls in the Ctty.

Several interested line's met the railroad
and warehouse commission yesterday aft-
ernoon in a conference upon lumber rates.
A petition-has been made by the Omaha,
Milwaukee, Minneapolis & St. Louis,
Great Northern and Northern Pacific for
permission to raise the present tariffs 1
cent per 100 pounds to certain points in
the southern part of the state. The hear-
ing is the result of the order for the with-
drawal of a. lumber tariff recently issued,
containing the raise in rates which la
asked for.

Under the new statutes lumber Is In-
cluded in the list of commodities upon
"which rates cannot be changed without
the permission of the railroad commis-

sion. Tho Milwaukee road has withdrawn
Its lumber tariff, and the other roads
have suspended the. new rates pending a
decision. The arguments , put forth by

the railroads In support of the advance in
rates were that tho cost of transportation
is more, and the increased expenses of
traffic demand'better rates than were in
effect a year ago. The matter was dis-
cussed at some length and testimony re-
ceived, 'though the commission announced
no decision. Those present in the Inter-
ests $f .their different, toads were: Vlco
President Clark and General Freight
Agent PeaTce, of the Omaha; B. D. Bow-
ell, of the Milwaukee; General freight
(Agent Somers, \u25a0 of the Great Northern;

PLAN FOR PENSIONS.

Burllnston Employes Would Like It

Put Into Effect.

CHICAGO, Jan. 23—Employes of the
Burlington have Just launched a move-
ment to ha,ye that road gi«ve them a pen-
sion system similar to that recently es-
tablished toy the Pennsylvania lines east
of Pittsburgh The movement is being dis-

cussed among all classes of employes, and

thus far it has been enthusiastically re-
ceived. •

In the preliminary plan of action peti-

tions, It is said, will be circulated among
tail of the 32,000 or more employes of the
system and then presented to the proper
officials of the road.. They will ask for
the establishment of a pension system as
coon as practicable. The plan is to afford
means for protection to employes who

have through age become Incapacitated

for the service.
The employes who have taken the mat-

ter up and are bringing it to the notice
of others of their number, it is said,

•would be satisfied with a plan similar to

that established by the Pennsylvania.
They would prescribe seventy years as an
age limit and compel any person reaching

that age to retire on an allowance based
\u25a0upon 1 per cent of the average salary re-
ceived for every year spent in the com-
pany's employ.

For example, a man receiving an av-
erage annual salary of $2,000 who had
been in the service fifty years would be
granted a yearly allowance of $1,000. Pro-
Visions for employes between the ages of
sixty-five and seventy years, too, would
be made. If a man aged sixty-five years
ehould be taken ill and be unfitted for
aotive service he would be retired on a
pension sufficiently large to meet the ex-
penses of life's actual requirements.

These pensions would be paid until the
death of the pensioners. \u25a0

DOUfiflTl DR. DILLIIHORE
VETERINARY SURGEON SAYS THE

HEALTH DEPARTMENT MUST AC-
CEPT HIS EXAMINATIONS

Declares That Tubercnlosln Is a
Scare, and That the Class Who
Live Most on Milk, the Farmers,
Are Not Consumptive.

Dr. George A. Dallimore, who, as a
veterinary surgeon, has been Inspecting
and testing dairy herds, declares that
the health department will be obliged to
accept his examinations and reports on
cattle. The United States government
and the state, he said, accepted his re-
ports, and the city would have to do thesame. Dr. Dallimore reiterated hischarges that a city Inspector had ex-
amined fifty cows out of a herd of eigh-ty-five and then Issued a certificate thatthe entire herd h|a.d been insoected.

Dr. Dallimore, in speaking of the In-spection of cattle, said he had made the
tests at the request of the dairymen andhad charged them 70 cents per head forhis services. He gave as his reason for
not reporting the two cases to the healthdepartment that the department would
not pay any attention to his examina-tions. Continuing Tie saidt '-J -' v"\u25a0

"The health department may try to In-
spect the cattle again which I have in-spected, but the ownere will not permit
it. Let them bring the'question to 'the
courts and Iwill give them £uch a tus-
sle that they wiffthink''they "have been
over the road. The hearth department
will have to Issue a license on my in-spection* . '

"The inspectors do-not do their workproperly, Their Inspection is of no value.They make no effort, to see that they get
all a dairyman's herd, nor do they go
around afterwards to see if all the cat-
tle have tli© tags in their ears. -A&d7

they kill many perfectly sound cattle.
"This method of testing for tubercu-'

losis Is faulty. When a cow is badly
diseased she will not respond to the test
at all, and wili be certified as sound.-
On the other hand, many sound cattle
may respond merely on afecount of a
cold or some slight derangement of the
animal's system. ; : '

"Even If tuberculosis, exists-in an ani-
mal it will' not aftect the milk unless the
mammary glands are affected, and the
surest way to find that-out is-to examine
the milk itself. If there are a,ny g^erms
In the milk they can"'ba" J readily discov-
ered with the aid of microscopes.

"This scare over tuberculous cattle Is
a fad. It does not amount to anything.
The very class that live most dh milk,
the farmers, are most free from con-
sumption. I venture the assertion that
not one case of consumption in 10,000 is
acquired from a cow's milk."

Dr. Ohage says that the dairyman in
regard to whose herd Dr. Dallimore had
made charges had made an affidavit to
the effect that he had but fifty, Instead
of eighty-five cows, as claimed by Dr.
Dallimore.

FARM MACHINERY FIRM.
Co-operative Buyingr by Farmers

Will Not Secure Any Discounts.
It ia the desire of certain North Dakota

farmers to pool their orders for farming
implements during th© coming spring for
the purpose of obtaining a discount. There
has been an advance on all kinds of
farm machinery of from 10 to 15 per cent.
This advance has been general in all
classes of manufactured goods, as well as
grocers' Btaples. Several weeks slnoequite a number o£ North Dakota agri-
culturalists assembled at Grand Forks,
and agreed upon a plan of co-operative
buying. The scheme originated was" to
have one man buy all the machinery
needed and have It shipped to some cen-
tral point in North Dakota for distribu-
tion. This, however, appears to have
been abandoned on account of freight
rates.

Since then they have come to the Min-neapolis jobbers for the purpose of ef-
fecting the much desired co-operation. So
far as learned none of them have ap-
proached any St. Paul dealer with a sim-
ilar proposition. In speaking of this mat-
ter yesterday, Mr. Henry M. Tusler, of
the Foster Implement company, said:
"I can see no prospect of the North

Dakota people securing any reduction In
the price of farm machinery by co-opera-
tive buying or purchasing In large lots.
Harvesters are sold direct to the farmers,
individually, through agents. Manufac-
turers apportion territory to certain men
who appoint subagents, who sell direct to
the farmer. On smaller and less costly
implements, such as plows, seeders, etc.,
the plan of sale Is different. They are
sold direct to local dealers in many In-
stances, and, of course, these local deal-
ers can do as they please in the way of
wholesaling goods. All machinery has ad-
vanced, with other products, from 10 to
15 per cent. It is evident to me that the
farmers will be compelled to purchase of
agents direct as heretofore."

«^*» —VICTORY FOR THE CITY.

Legal Department Pleased With De-
cision of Supreme Court.

The city legal department is pleased
over the decision of the supreme court In
the case of J. N. and E. G. Rogers against
the city. The suit grew out of the grad-
ing- of East Third street some years ago,
the plaintiff, contending !hat they hadpaid an assessment for the improvement
and the work had not been done. The
district court gave Judgment for the
plaintiffs, but the supreme court reversed
the lower court, holding that the com-
plaint did not set up that the money col-
lected by assessment had not been ex-
pended, and this failure did not state a
cause of action. Assistant Corporation
Attorney Griggs stated last evening that
the decision was a decided victory for the
city, as those who had been fighting for
the return of the assessments, even If
the suggestion of the supreme court was
followed, could not prove that the money
had not been expended in improving the
street-

SPLIT UP THE MONEY
PRINTING CONTRACT'S OUT UP TO

DISTRIBUTE) AMONG VARIOUS
COUNTY NEWSPAPERS

CLAIM PEACTICB ILLEGAL

Deputies of Gem. Pope Have Discov-

ered a Number of Cases Which

Mar Result In the Hold Up of the
Pay by Various County Auditors
—Money Squandered for Political
Purposes.

Gen. K. M. Pope, public examiner, has,
through the county, examinations made
by his deputies, discovered that In sev-
eral counties printing contracts have been
Illegally let to newspapers. The law la
very speclflo upon the subject, being to"
the effect that all contracts shall be let
to the lowest bidder. Instead of this a
custom has been very prevalent of split-
ting up the oontract and giving every
paper of th» same political faltih with
the board, a slice of the contract. Gen.
Pope in a letter to county auditors haa
called attention to the section of the law
bearing upon this subject, and while
nothing of that kind has been done it Is
not at all likely that the bills for some
of this printing will be hung up by the
county treasurer under direction from the
public examiner.

Gen. Pope states that It is immaterial
to the state If the county printing is split
up, but it must not exceed the amount
that would be paid if the entire contract
was let to one newspaper. To a degree

the matter has a political color, as it is
claimed that the newspapers have a
"pull"with the county board and in turn
the papers help these same commissioners
get elected to office. The claim Is made
that the letting of county printing in a
number of counties Is a very close cor-
poration affair and no one except those
on the inside is able to break in and get
any of thia work.

Gen. Pope does not believe that the law
authorizes any board of county commis-
sioners to squander money in this way
for political purposes. As long as tha
legal publication rate of 75 cents per
folio for the first insertion, and 35 cents
for. subsequent publications is not ex-
ceeded, the matter is In no way open to
criticism. However, the printing being
split up each newspaper gets as much as
possible out of it and it Is not uncommon
for one paper to receive as much for Its
share of the county work- as was paid

for the publication of all the county pro-
ceedings and tax list a few years ago.

The boards of county commissioners
meet early in January and let the print
Ing contracts. The financial statement 13
published in January and thirty days
later the tax list is published. The board
does not meet again until some time in
March, when most of the printing will
have been done. The matter therefore
oannot be brought to the attention of
the board until the March meeting, but
Gen. Pope contends that the county
auditor is empowered to see that the law
is properly enforced and to this end he
has communicated with all the officials
holding this office in the state. He be-
lieves that the . board cannot make a
county auditor carry out any Illegal ac-
tion of the board, and warns auditors
against exceeding the amount authorized
by law to be paid for county printing.

The question has been raised, If these
contracts are Illegally let will it affect
the publication?. Gen. Pope says no, be-

cause In the case of the proceedings of
the board and the financial statement., it'
records something that' has already been
done, and therefore the publication, whiu
required, will have no effect as to its
manner upon business transacted by the
board. In the case of the tax list, the
method of letting the contract is differ-
ent and Gen. Pope believes that the legal-
ity of the notice Is in no way affected; r

Three counties, It is learned, have split

up the contract for printing and exceed-
ed the legal rate, and it may be found
that others have done the same thing as
the public examiner's investigation Is pur.
sued. Gen. Pope, as before stated, has

taken no radical action In such cases,
but it is wholly within the functions of
his office to order the county treasurers

not to audit the warrant, and hold up

the bills until it can be determined how
much they are In excess of the legal rate.
