QUESTION OF EASTERN MARKETS

TAKEN IP BY THE GRAIN
GROWERS AT FARGO

MR. HILL TO SPEAK TODAY

Will Address the Trl-State Conven-
tion I iton the Problem of a
Larger Market for the Cerenls of
the Northwest — Senator Hans-
brougli Unable to Be Present—His
Paper Read by Mayor Johnson.

FARGO, N. D., Jan. 25.—(Special.)—In-
terest in the convention of the Tri-State
Grain Growers' association will culminate
tomorrow, when J. J. Hill, of St. Paul,

will deliver an address upon the Orient
as a market for the cereals of the North-
west. There was a rumor today that Mr.

11111 could not be present, but this was

set at rest by a telegram from Mr. Hill,

at St. Paul, stating that he would be

in attendance tomorrow to deliver the
promised address.

The convention has proved successful to

a degree surprising even to those in

charge. The attendance has grown from

day to day, and the popular interest in

the programmes presented has shown no

abatement.
The session this morning was to have

had for its feature an address by Senator
Hansbrough upon the development of

trade in the Orient. Senator Hansbrough

was, however, detained in Washington.

He telegraphed his regrets to the conven-
tion and his paper was read by Mayor

Johnson. In part it was as follows:
, The subject which was assigned to me
for discussion at this meeting involves the
question of legislative encouragement in
behalf of trade expansion in the Orient.
No man can correctly predict what con-
gress will do in this direction. We can
only reason from, analogy. During the
past four years there has been consider-
able discussion in the "A'estern states on
the question of the profitable disposal ot
our surplus products. The .subject has not
been thoroughly understood because it is

a new question.
Why should we not have our justpro-

portion of the trade of the Orient? The
great Pacific ocean is the highway over
which we may reach and do our share in
supplying one-half of the people of the
world. China is no longer a distant land.
Australia and India are reached in a
month's sail. Japan is less than fifteen
days away. This question of new mar-
kets is one which has come upon us as
the natural consequence of the industrial
growth of our own country. It is not the
result of accident. I am a believer in na-
tional destiny. We find ourselves upon
the threshold of an era that was not
dreamed of by the early patriots and
statesmen. Some small-ealibeped indi-
viduals will find fault and complain and
scold their bitter moments away like fish-
wives on a dull Monday, but the com-
merce of this country will continue to ex-
pand, and now markets for our surplus
products will be found.

What will congress do to facilitate the
mode of progress? Everything that it is
necessary to do. We propose to extend I
our trade to every part of the globe. The
proposition to divide the trade of China
by equal subdivisions has bsen abandoned,
and there is a unanimous agreement that
all nations shall be given an opportunity
of seeking legitimate trade privileges
throughout the Ch'nese empire. Such a
thing could not have hapDened two years
ago. So it must be conceded that our gov-
ernment has made some progress with re-
soect to Oriental trade. Wo prevented
the commercial division of China among
our trade rivals. . through thn intelligent
action of the Washington government,
which at the proner time insisted upon
our just part'c'nqtion In the trade of a
great and friendly nation.

The morning was further j?iven up- to
question box discussions and to addresses
by E. D. Childs, of Crookston, on corn-
raising for fodder, and by M. P. Moran,
of Gracevllle, Minn., president of the Na-
tional Grain Growers' association.

The committee on resolutions introduced
one extending to the National Farmers'
congrees, which meets this year at Colora-
do Springs, an invitation to hold its 1901
convention in Fargo. The resolution was
seconded by delegates from Minnesota
and South Dakota, and adopted unan-
imously.

Dr. H. J. Webber, of the United States
agricultural department, was not able to
be present, and in the letter of regret read
to the convention by J. H. Worst the ex-
planation was made that the department
was so short of funds that even the small
matter of expense of sending a man toFargo could not be borne. Mr. Webber
sent a paper, however, upon "Recent De-
velopment of Grain Cereals," which was
ordered published in the proceedingsIt was not planned to hold an "after-noon session, but, the weather being cold
and many important questions still re-maining unanswered relating to the pro-
duction of grain, it was decided to hold
short afternoon and evening sessions.
There was no formal programme; but
questions were drawn from the question
box and discussed by those present. Thiswas decided upon for the afternoon ses-
sion, and the result was so popular that
the question box was made the feature
for the evening as well.

Tonight, outside the convention, the ad-
dress of Senator Hansbrough is being
generally discussed. Much of it was po-
litical in its nature and a defense of
the policy of the administration. Before
the convention opened It was decided that
It should be entirely non-political. For, this reason it Is possible that there" will
be a motion tomorrow to expunge the
address from the printed record. All
present express the belief that this is thegreatest convention of practical farmers
ever held in ths United States, and every-
body is deeply interested in the questions
discussed. Tomorrow is the last day of
the session.

African republic by the following pow-
ers: Russia, Germany, France, Hol-
land, Belgium and Portugal. The South
African republic was represented at dif-
ferent courts in Europe and on the con-
tinent for many years past by Dr.
Ledys' predecessor, the late Jonkheer,
Beelaerts Van Blockland, who had also
been indirectly recognized by Great Brit-
ain. The suzerainty was created by the
convention of 18S1, but was abolished by
the convention of 1884. In 1897 it was
suddenly revived by Mr. Chamberlain.
The government of the South African re*
public strenuously repudiated the claim,
and they have been supported in this
way by every international lawyer of
note on the continent, as well as by
such eminent authorities as the president
of Wesley, Sir Edward Clark and Sir
William Haroourt in Great Britain. The
International status of the South African
republic is moreover recognized by Great
Britain, as the following extract from
the official quoted letter of Lord Der-
by, dated Feb. 15, 1884, will show:

" 'Your government will be left free
to govern the country without interfer-
ence, and to conduct its diplomatic in-
tercourse and shape its foreign policy,
subject only to the requirements embod-
ied in the fourth article of the new
treaty, namely, that any treaty with any
foreign state shall not be effective with-
out the approval of the queen.' "

TRANSVAALREPRESENTATION.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 25.—The president

today sent a response to the senate reso-
lution requesting information as to the
representation of the South- African re-
public. He simply transmitted a report
of Secretary Hay, who cays that "in Oc-
tober last Gen. James R. O'Beirne, a dis-
tinguished citizen of New York, visited
the department of state, intimating that
he wag the accredited representative of
the South African republic. He was
courteously received and informed that it
was not the practice of the department
of state to recognize a citizen of the
United States as a representative of a
foreign power. No government or repre-
sentative of any government objected to
recognition by the government of the
United States of Gen. O'Beirne or of any-
one else as the representative of the
South African republic."

DRAGOONS GREET KAISER.

BERLIN, Jan. 25.—The North German
Gazette this evening publishes the follow-
ing:

"The commander of the British First
(Royal) dragoons has sent a telegram to
the emperor from Spearman's Camp as
follows: 'The Royal dragoons send their
respectful greetings on the anniversary
of the birthday of their colonel-in-
chief.' "

The emperor replied: "The colonel-in-
chief sends the Royal dragoons his best
thanks for their wishes. Wilhelm L, R."

GERMANY AND ENGLAND.

Relational Are Novr by No Mean's tit
:i Tension.

BERLIN, "Jan. 25.—A German gentle-
man of high political and social stand-
ing, who is fully empowered to express
the views of Count yon Buelow, the for-
eign secretary upon Anglo-German rela-
tions, made the following statement to
the correspondent of the Associated
Press today:

"The British do not .hold a single Ger-
man vessel, and no negotiations are now
in progress, since Germany has rot yet
formulated her claims for indemnity.
Investigation is first necessary, and this
is now proceeding.

"The feeling between Great Britain and
Germany is growing better, despite the
efforts of the jingoes of both countriea
to the contrary- Recent remarks must

not be understood as meaning that Ger-
many is alining at convening a confer-
ence for -the international settlement of
the sea rights of neutrals before the end
of the wai.

"As for all the talk about Interven-
tion, it is baseless. No such intention
exists anywhere."

It Is reliably asserted that Dr. Leyds
will come to Berlin at the end of the
present week.

Discussing the latest news from the
seat of war, most of the German papers
ridicule the British victory; The Vos-
sische Zeitung says:

"Probably this British success, like all
prior successes, will dwindle with the
receipt of further news."

The foreign office is still pushing its
endeavors to secure the release of Rev.
Mr. Harmes. whom the British arrested
in Natal last month, on the charge of
aiding the Boers. The Durban authori-
ties have informed London—so the for-
eign office here understands—that Mr.
Harmes rendered himself ar, object of
suspicion and that a thorough Investi-
gation is necessary, which will take
considSKTble time.

JAPAS WITH BRITONS.

"Wants to Send an Army to Fisrlit the
Boers.

OTTAWA, Ont., Jan. 25.—X. Hirata, re-
cently connected With the Japanese war

'department, and now traveling to become
acquainted with the English-speaking
countries, made some highly significant
statements today regarding the relations
of Japan to current events. Mr. Hirata,
in reply to questions, said:
."The Japanese people-are strongly In

sympathy with Great Britain, and the
soldiers of Japan want to be sent to South
Africa to fight for the British. Russia,
France and Germany are at the back of
the Boers, and in a measure waging war
today against. Great Britain, through the
Boers. What they are driving at is clear
to well Informed Asiatics. Japan can
manage -the transportation herself. She
can land her troops in South Africa with-
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out aid, and without a hitch, and they
will be found the right men to handle the
Boers, establish supremacy in Africa for-ever, and leave Great Britain free for herstruggle in India.

"Japan's military strength is sufficient
to deal with Russia in China, and per-
manently keep her in a position of in-
feriority, and maintain Anglo-Japanese
supremacy throughout China. There will
be no more Russia dictation over Chinese
affairs after Japan takes up arms against
Russia in China.

"All Japan asks of Great Britain in a
war against Russia is to employ part of
her fleet in assisting the Japanese fleet to
protect the ports of Japan against the
fleets of Russia and Prance, and thus en-
able Japan's entire military strength to be
used for the recovery of Port Arthur, the
occupation of Manchuria and the 'over-
throw of Russia's power in China. But
the first thing to be done Is to free the
hands of Great Britain In Africa to takd
up her work in India."

BULLETS UKK BEES.

How Tommy Atkins Faced Death at
Cclenao.

Correspondence of the Associated Press.
' LONDON, Jan. 17.—The following ac-

count of the battle of Colenso was re-
ceived today by mail:

"After that most terrible and one-sided
battle of Colenso last Friday, I fainted
when I got to camp, from sunstroke, and
on Saturday morning I found I had dys-
entery. How any one escaped on Friday
is a marvel to me. We were nine and a
half hours under fire, and it was like a
severe hail storm on a tin roof. I could
not put my glasses up without hearing
'Phlt, phit, phit.' From the very first I
saw it would be no go. Directly after we
got under fire a corporal said to me: 'I
wonder how many Boers there are hid-
den in the wood opposite, along the Tu-
gela?' I said: 'Iexpect it Is full of them,
as Buller had never shelled them at all.'
I was right. Two companies of the Twen-
ty-third went in and jollysoon came out
through us and exposed our four com-
panies to a downpour, and I do not see
how we escaped at all. Then I saw three
companies of the Seventh fusileers go in
to the left of the lost guns, but they soon
came out. Then we were told off as es-
corts to the lost guns, with the result
that we returned (when ordered to, and
Tommy did not like the word at all), and
had six officers taken and over 100 men
killed, wounded, missing or prisoners,
out of a total of 13 officers and 372 men,
with which we started at 4 a. m.

"I never was in such a veritable fix,
and hope I never shall be again, and then
to add to it they peppered us with shot,
shell, and those beastly 1-pound Maxtm-
NoFdenfeldt shells and Mausers until
we had retired well out of range. But
poor 'Tommy' was simply grand, and the
troops went through it altr They never
hesitated one moment, never flinched.
On they went, with destruction and death
and agony all around hem. I shall never
forget' the sight. A man was hit, on the
line went; a shell felled two men at
six paces; on they went. A shell blew
a poor captain of the Connaught rangers
to bits. A subaltern of the Enniskillens
close by looked back, but could see ab-
solutely no trace of his comrade left, and
I could see he is reported as missing, a3

they could not find him; yet on went the
lines. My own company was most light-
hearted. One old soldier, who used to be
the quartermaster's store room assistant
at Chatham, was in front of me when wa
were ordered to turn Into file at the left
and wheel in to flank the guns, and when
the bullets were very close to him he be-
gan to play antics, skip about, laughing

and cracking jokes the while. The bullets
were as thick as bees, and I had several
mighty close up to my head. Directly we
halted and lay down. Showers of bullets
came. It was truly a one-sided game, as
we could see no one to aim at at all.
Just before we lay down a private behind
me said: 'Sir, I don't know how we got
through all that without every one of us
getting hit. I think God must be good to
us today.' I was much impressed by what
this man said."

Dropped Dead.
WINONA, Minn., Jan. 25.—(Special.)—

Ernest Kratz, a German citizen, dropped
dead last evening while engaged in cut-
ting ice. Death was due to heart disease.
He was fifty-four years of age.
