In so doing I had occasion to
examine Book No. 46, and as I opened
the book the missing leaf fell to the floor.
On picking it up I saw that it was the
Ivaj about which there has been so much
talk, and I reported the find to Mr. Met-
c-.Uf."

J. C. Haynes, who represents Gov.
Lind in the investigation, asked if coun-
sel for the defense would admit, the for-
mal statement of facts as set up in the
complaint, which was consented to by
Mr. Welch, so far as they related to Mr.
Metcalf's connection with the office.

Reinhold Zeglin testified that he resid-
ed at 2119 Ninth avenue south, and had
removed to Minneapolis last September
from Waconla, Carver county, where he
had been engaged in the mercantile busi-
ness. He then narrated the fact of his
having entered into a contract with C. A.
Quist for the purchase of the property
lor which the deed was given from
Clara M. and James McNair.

Witness had afterwards proceeded to
secure a Warrinty deed of the property,
which was handed to H. J. Gjertsen, his
attorney, between April' 10 and 14. The
latter was to examine the title, and if
found all right to place it on record.

head of the stairs. The man was Will
Grcenleaf, of Dcs Moines, an elocutionist,
with the National Theater company.
Greenleaf was hit in the le^', the bullet
sinking below the knee and glancing
upwards. It has rot yet been found,
and the wound is considered very danger-

ous-.
Young then returned to the office and

fired point blank at a man sitting at the
desk, who looked like Mr. Chase. He
then began shooting promiscuously about
the room until his revolver was emptied,

and then, using it as a club, resisted ar-
rest until he was overpowered.

The office was filled at the time of th«
shooting, and it i-3 a miracle that no
one was killed. Young has been boui.d
ever to the grand jury under $1,000 bonds.

ATTEMPTED MURDER.

Charge Against h Man Who Sent an
Inferiii!! Machine.

CEDAR FALLS, 10., Jan. 29.—Sheriff
Law left Saturday night for New Or-
leans in answer to a telegram announc-
ing that Jerome AY. Hoot, wanted in
Waterloo for attempted murder, was in
custody In the Southern city. It was
wilh considerable satisfaction that the
sheriff read the announcement, and It
was not unexpected news, as he has been
close on the trail of the man for some
time. Several times have the officers
thought their man within their clutches.
but when they put their hands on him
he was not there. His capture was ef-
fected through the aid of a business firm
oL' this state, to whom he wrote a letter,
and told them to address him a-t Algiers,
Aia., a suburb of New Orleans. The let-
ter was placed in the hands of officers
of this county and the sheriff wired the
New Orleans authorities a description ot
Hoot and outlined,the crime for which he
was wanted, with the result as given
above. When captured he denied his
Identity, but claimed to be a brother of
the man wanted. The infernal machine
which was received by his wife in Water-
loo, Oct. 26 last, has been traced to him
beyond a doubt. The package when re-
ceived was addressed to himself, evi-
dently by a lady. An envelope arrived
through the mail bearing the same ad-
dress and containing the following note-.

"Jerome. My Dear: I return all your
presents to me by express today. You

will know the reason why. Good-bye.
—"Tab."

The express package when opened re
vealed a handsome piece of cabinet work
about 12 by S by 5 inches in size. At the
ends were small hand-holds apparently

for assistance in opening. When pulled

upon the mysterious box began to open

like a bureau drawer, but suddenly an
explosion like the snapping of a cap was
heard. This frightened the intended vic-
tim and the box was turned over to the
police department, who took it to the

river bank, out of town, and exploded It
by the use of a string, the shock being

felt for miles. There was enough dyna-

mUe in the machine to wreck any busi-
ness block in the city had it been proper-
ly placed.

The investigation began at once, and
the maker of the machine located in

Kansas City, and Hoot traced from one
place to another until the time of his

capture. His apparent, motive for the at-
tempted murder was to secure the pro-
ceeds of a life insurance policy held by

his wife, payable to him at her death.

The Rev. George Edmond Soper came to
this oldest church of our order in St. Paul
in a time of hesitation, discouragement
and doubt; his ministry of ttvo years has
been marked by courageous faith, indomit-
able energy and a quiet persistence that
have changed doubt to hope, discourage-
ment to expectation and hesitation to a
firm purpose of cr.esrful prosecution of the
work of^the church.

In all this endeavor Mrs. Soper has been
the worthy helpmeet of her husband,
and the fruit of their work is apparent in
the present attitude of the church.
In the large interests of our work in the

state and in those forms of service in
which all Christians are united their con-
tribution of counsel and effort have been
generous and most valuable.

We commend Mr. Soper to the churches

ROLLiiW MlHORROR
TERRIFIC EXPLOSION OF. BOILERS

RESULTS I.\ TERRIBLE IX-
JIRY OF 3IAXV MEN

LOSS WILL BE ENORMOUS

Five of the Injured Were .Mutilated
Almost Beyond Recognition, Me-
»l»ite the Fact That They Were
Vet Alive When Taken Out of the
Hnhi.s—Women und Children
Find Loved Ones at the Scene.

FITTSBURG, Jan. 29.—The steel depart-
ment of Phillips;" NSmiek& Co.'s mill, 01

West Carson street, was completely
wracked and a-dozen mea were injured
by the explosion of-a battery of four
large boilers. The shock of the bursting
boilers was heard throughout the lower
end of the city, . and several thousand
people were attracted to the scene of thj
accident. The loss to the plant will be
enormous.

AU the injured men were quickly re-
moved from the ruins. Five were mutilat-
ed almost beyond recognition, and one or
two deaths may result. The injured Wera
taken to a temporary hospital, hastily
provided, and local physicians were sum-
moned to relieve their suffering's. A res-
cuing party then went to work searching
the wreckage, which, it is supposed, en-
tombs others of the workmen. Following
is the list of the most serious casualties:

EXPLOSION WAS TERRIFIC.
The explosion was one of the most ter-

rific that ever occurred in a Pittsburg
mill. The roof of the boiler room was
completely lifted from the buililir.g, and
flying iron and steel fell in all direc-
tions. Heavy beams and portions of the
masonry were thrown from the founda-
tions. The men were crushed to the
ground on the spot where they were
attending to the rolls, and .those besidi
the boilers were scalded by the escaping
steam. The bodies of the men were so
burned and begrimed that they were
scarcely recognizable.

The families of the workmen who liva
in the neighborhood realized the extent
of the accident the moment the thunder
of the explosion was heard, and women
and children rushed at once to the mill,
crying for their loved on??, who Were bs-
lieved to be buried bsneath the ruin«.
It was impossible for the coder heads t:>
keep back the torrent of humanity that
surged up to the gates, and for a time
the frantic women interfered with the
work of the rescuers.

The mill had been stopped over Sunday,

and the boilers had been cleaned prepar-
atory to starting the mills again. More
than 100 men were standing about ready

to begin their work when the explosion

occurred. One of the boilers rose on end,
and a sheet of flame shot out of the fur-
nace door, completely enveloping Hol-
land.

PROBLEM OF DISTRIBUTION.
Its Solution, Gov. l.lutl Sayß, Will

End Labor's DiOlcnUieM.

Gov. Lind spoke before a large audience
of the Ketail Salesmen s association an(J
other labor boaies last nignt ju Aior^uh
tost hall, Minneapolis. The subject 01 his
aadress was '•Should Organized Labor
iiave the Same Kignts Deiore the Courts
or Law as .Organized Capital?"

In lecturing on the question, Gov. Lind
also suggested a metnud >.nerd.v tney
couJd be secured, ana gave to tne retail
saJc-smen a plan, that, judging from the
applause it received, wilt, De well Investt-
gaied by them.

1p substance Gov. Lind said: "The groat
question of today i3.not that of produc-
tion. The world has outdone itseii in ihe
matter oi producing 1 food, clothing and
all the necessities and luxurious ol life.
Of these we have the facility of produc-,
ing untold quantities* Tne. ifieaX qu,eKt.'jn.
that arises now is that 6t distribution,
and tnat is the one. mat Lhe wo.Mtl is
now called upon to solve.

"The reason for the higher'^ageg' that
prevail in this country i.i not the result-of
better-hearted capitalists, but is due to
the fact that the American laboring rk.ii,

when he has completed his .day's work,
has more results and better ones.

"1 have been a protectionist In the pat-rt,
but I am one no longer, and the reason
for my change of sentiments is ihe same
as that which makes me oppose tnj
trusts. I never defended protection <_."
the grounds that it benefited the laboring
man to the extent of the duty tnat v.aj

placed upon the goods, but because it en-
larged tne field of the laboring man's
operations.

"Wages are the result of three things,
labor, capital and the natural agents.' The
whole labor question simmers down to
the question what shall be the division be-
tween labor and capital. If labor is get-
ting a fair share, then there is nothing
to be done. ,

"But is labor getting Its share? On
the whole I do not think that It is, for
the reason that I see around me Immense
fortunes of millions and millions of dol-
lars accumulated in the short space of
one man's life. If there was a fair di-
vision this would not be.

"The tendency of the age is that of as-
sociation. That is the apparent end of
civilization, or at \eu.-ii it is a result. So-
ciety, as it now exists, i« entirely differ-
ent from 100 >ear.i ago. A man does not
sit do'w i In thosi days and eat a meal
that is the prccuct of his own labor, as
his grandfather did. On the contrary,
the fjod that he eats has probably pass-
ed through a dozen hands before coming

to his. It is the s;ime with all products.
"As it has been with the necessities of

life so. has it been with capital. The
law has very wisely allowed capital to
combine and work as a unit. It has also
granted it the privilege of coming into a
court as an individual and securing rights "
as an animate person. Labor is as im-
portant in the production of commodities
as capital, and why should it not have the
right to appear before a court in the
like manner as a corporation?

"There is always one objection made, to
this by the capitalists, and that is that
labor will not be bound by the edict of
the court. To a certain extent that is so.
If the law said that a man should work
so long for so much he would virtually
be a slave. \u25a0 -. •

"I have a crude plan, and that is that
labor unions coulu stand before the
courts on the same grounds as corpora-
tions if they should agree to abide by the
decision of the courc on the penalty of
the loss of their charter, and individuals
on the penalty of being expelled from the
union. If only organized labor were rec-
ognized. I think that this plan might be
worthy of some thought. Think this pan
over and I will be glad to discuss it with
you again."
