REPUBLICANS ORGANIZE.
New Congressional Committee Meets

and Selee.tst Oifioers.
WASHINGTON, Feb. 5.—The newly

organized Republican national congres-
sional committee held, its initial meeting

I today for the election of officers and
adoption of general plans. Representa-tiye
Babcock, of Wisconsin, was elected chair-
man for the third time, with Represen-
tative Sherman, of New York, as vice
chairman; Representative Overstreet, of
Indiana, secretary, and W. B. Thompson,
treasurer.

Mr. Babcock was empowered to name
the executive committee, which was given
authority to carry on the work in the
absence of the full committee. For pur-
poses of general conference, however, the
full committee will assemble once a
month during the session of congress*

A resolution was adopted asking that
early conventions may be held in vari-
ous districts in order that the new com-
mittee may learn the nominees and of-
ficers, and bring about general co-opera-
tion. The resolution as to early conven-
tions is as follows:

"Whereas, In past years the committee
has been embarrassed in many sections of
the country by late conventions, having
no regular organizations to dear with in
such sections until it was too late to or-
ganize an effective campaign, be it

"Resolved, That in the interest of an
effective and successful campaign the
early nomination of candidates for con-
gress is earnestly re.commended."

MR. BRYAN'S TRIP.

Delivered Speeches at Points in

Ma«»nelinMetts Monday.

PITTSFIELD, Mass., Feb. s.—William
J. Bryan this afternoon addressed a mass
meeting in the Casino, attended by peo-
ple from all parts of Western Massa-
chusetts. Mr. J. M. Crosby presided. Mr.
Bryan was introduced as a private citi-
zen first and then as the next president
of the United States. After the cheering
subsided Mr. Bryan, in a rather husky
voice, responded that he was rather em-
barrassed by the introduction, which he
declared had been too nattering. His ob-
servation has always been, he said, that
the only difference between public men
and ordinary citizens is in their hands.
Public men don't work too hard. The gen-
erals never do; it is the privates who do
all the work.

MR. BARD SAFE.

He Will Be Elected Senator by Cali-
fornia Legislature.

SACRAMENTO, Cal., Feb. s.—Today's

session of the legislature was devoted to
routine'business. A secret meeting of
the Burns forces was held for the pur-
pose of discussing the senatorial situa-
tion. It was decided to throw the entire
Republican support for the senatorship

to Thomas R. Bard, who received the
caucus nomination. Eighty-three of the
eighty-five Republican members of the
legislature are now pledged to vote for
Mr. Bard tomorrow.

After today's meeting Col. Burns' fol-
lowers submitted a statement to the pub-
lic, in which they claim to have been
unfairly dealt -with by those who nomi-
nated Mr. Bard. However, to promote
harmony, and for the good of the party,
Col. Burns withdrew from the contest.
Mr. Bard's election tomorrow is thus as-
sured.

Col. W. J. Bryan Declined to Dis-
cuss It.

PITTSFIELD, Mass., Feb. 5.—W. J.
Bryan today declined to discuss the In-
terview with Arthur Sewall, candidate
for vice president with Mr. Bryan four
years ago, in which Mr. Sewall said that
Mr. Bryan would be the candidate again,
but could not be elected.

SENDS AN OPES LETTER TO
WASHINGTON

DISCRIMINATION IS CHARGED

I In- Minnesota M»n A»ked io Resist
the Proponed l;n(airnei« to North-

western Flonr Involved in the
Proposed Twenty-Five Per Cent

of the Existing Tariff—Move In

the Interest of Sugar Trnat.

CHICAGO, 111., Feb. s.—(Special.)—The
following open letter was telegraphed to-
day to Hon. Knute Nelson, senator from

Minnesota, by Herbert Myrick, chair-
man of the League of Domestic Produc-
ers, Marquette building, Chicago:

"In behalf of the farmers of the North-
west, permit us to call your attention

to - the fourfold discrimination against

Northwestern breadstuffs exported to

Puerto Rico, which is involved In the
proposed 25 per cent of the existing tariff.
Coffee being admitted free, that plan Im-
poses reduced duties on only one quar-
ter of the Island's exports, making the
average duty on all Puerto Rico's ex-
ports to this country only 3 per cent ad

valorem. But Northwestern breadstuffs
and other American merchandise export-

ed to Puerto Rico paying one-fourth of
Dlngley rates, which average 50 per cent
ad valorem, would be taxed 12^ per

cent, or four times what Puerto Rico
pays to get into this market. Now, If
you admit Puerto Rican coffee free and
impose full duties against her other ex-

ports to this country, it figures out 12»2
per cent ad valorem, the same as our
breadstuffs and merchandise must pay
to get into Puerto Rico. This would be

fair on both sides. Surely, you will hotly-

resist the proposed discrimination against

Northwestern flour and other exports, es-
pecially when such discrimination is for
the benefit of sugar refiners' trusts,
tropical fruit trust, etc."

KEHR MURDER TRIAL.

Prosecution Springs Unexpected

Witness on Hie Defense.

LA CROSSE, Wis., Feb. s.—The sec-
ond week of the Kehr murder trial open-

ed this morning. Theodore Galster, who
was with William Kehr the night Kehr

was fatally stabbed, was on the stand.
Galster is not especially bright mentally

and the night of the fighting was so
badly scared that he had no distinct

recollection of what happened, who at-
tacked Kehr or who did the stabbing.

He was cross-examined by six attorneys

for the defense. Galster's testimony was
soon badly mixed and knocked into a
cocked hat.

The defense thought the prosecution
was completely annihilated, as it was
supposed that besides the four defend-
ants Galster was the only person who
saw the stabbing, but District Attorney
Morris here sprung a surprise. He in-
troduced Henry Haller, porkpacker, who
witnessed the whole affair, but did not
interfere as he was unarmed. Pie heard
the talking and cursing, and had no dif-
ficulty in identifying the defendants now
on trial. The stabbing occurred down in
the-tenderloin district. A number of wo-
men inmates have identified the 'defend-
ants, and they will testify that Miller
and his three associates were in several
houses of ill-fame before and after the
stabbing.

ANOTHEE BIG DEAL.

St. Panl Directly Interested if State-

ment Be True.
CHICAGO, Feb. s.—Another movement

is about to be made by the syndicates
that are attempting to control all of the
important railroads in the country. The
Harriman-Vanderbilt-Morgan - Pennsyl-
vania combination, having about finished
it work of consolidation in tha territory
east of Chicago, has turned Its weapons
upon the Western field of transporta-
tion. The managers of the controlling
pool are trying to corral the only inde-
pendent roads between Chicago and St.
Paul—the Wisconsin 1 Cerltral and the
Chicago Great Western—ln order to ob-
tain absolute control of the Chicago-

St. Paul district.
President Hill, of the Great Northern,

who is a prominent member of the Balti-
more & Ohio end of the syndicate, is
negotiating for the purchase of the Wis-
consin Central; In fact, ifIs the prevail-
ing opinion in financial and railroad cir-
cles that the syndicate already has ob-
tained control of this line.

TESTIMONY IX THE MONTANA SEN-

ATORIAL. CONTEST OF THE
SPICY SORT

FGIY ALLEGATIONS AXE MADE

Wiliicsscs A»kcil That They Were
Offered Money to Vm»lk< In Keep-
Ing Mr. Clark From Taking Him

Seat In the Senate—Speaker Stiff's
Statements Are Flatly Disputed—

Some Strange Stories Told.

WASHINGTON, Feb. s.—The two most
Important witnesses before the Clark in-
vestigating committee of the senate to-
day were Representative Jaqueth, of the
Montana legislature, and A. H. Cook, '
ex-state auditor. Mr. Jaqueth is one of
the members in whose name Mr. White-
side claimed to have received $5,000 for
voting for Mr. Clark for the senate, and
Mr. Cook had been represented by
Speaker Stiff, of the Montana house, a«
hrving tried to induce him to vote for
Clark for a money consideration. Both
df.nied this charge. Mr. Jaqueth said he
had never before seen the envelope in
which the $5,000 said to have been in-
tended for him had been placed. Mr.
Cook declared that he had never but
once talked with Mr. Stiff concerning

the contest for the United States senate,
and that then Mr. Stiff had brought up
the subject, suggesting that he might

cast hi& vote for Mr. Clark for the sen*

ate for $50,000, but that he (Cook) had
said that he was not interested in the
senatorial contest to this extent.

A half-dozen ether witnesses were ex~
amlned, all by the defense, and each in
refutation of some testimony offered by

the prosecution.
George Casey, of Eutte, was the first

witness of the afternoon session. He
stated that he had spent last winter in
Helena in Mr. Clark's interest, and that
Mr. McDermott had paid part of his ex-
penses. He denied ever having made
promises of pecuniary assistance to Rep-

resentative Murray, of his state. Mr.
Casey testified to the purchase of $7,000
worth of sheep by himself and. Represen-

tative Lockhart, of the Montana legis-
lature, which had been paid for I>lth
money borrowed by Mr. Lockhart at the
bank of Clark and taken to Butte.

FIGHT ON CLARK.
James M. Rhoades, receiver of the land

office at Miles City, told of a proposition
•which he said had been made to him
in Helena last winter by John R. Toole,
a member of the Montana house of repre-
sentatives, to assist in preparing for the
contest of Mr. Clark's seat. He had
asked Mr. Toole's assistance. Toole hajd
told him that he would grant the help,
but In return he wanted his (witness")
help. Mr. Toole had said to him that he
and his friends had just been beaten by
Mr. Clark in the contest for the United
States senate; that Mr. Clark's right to
the seat would be attacked; that for this
purpose the testimony would be wanted;
that he (the witness 1) was wanted for
this purpose because it was believed that
he could help; that money would be fur-
nished for his services; that he must
know men who had been connected with
the senatorial contest, and whose votes
could be secured for a consideration, and
that Mr. Clark must be prevented from
taking his seat "by fair means, if pos«
sible, and if not, by foul means."

"Did you understand," asked Senator
Turley, "that you were to go to witnesses
and offer them money to testify falsely
here?"
"I did," was the reply.
""Did you become indignant?"
"No, sir; I feared that to do so would

lose support in the Rosebud bill."
Mr. Toole had told him that he wanted

a Republican for this work, because hb
feared he could not trust a Democrat.

SPEAKER STIFF DISPUTED.

A. B. Cook, a railroad contractor, of
Helena, was introduced to impeach the
testimony of Speaker Stiff, of the Mon-
tana house of representatives. He con-
tradicted Mr. Stiff's testimony flat. He
had not offered Mr. Stiff $20,000, nor had
he tried later to get him to accept the
proposition, nor held out inducements to
believe that he could get $60,000 for his
vote. He admitted that he had Invited
Mr. Stiff to visit the Montana club, but
denied that after getting Mr. Stiff into
the building he had taken him to a
quiet room and opened up a conversation
on the senatorial question, pressing Mr.
Stiff to vote for Mr. Clark for a consid-
eration.

State Representative C. F. Ingersoll, of
Custer county, Montana, said he had not
received any consideration for_ his vote
for Mr. Clark for the senate, and that he
had never told any one that he was to

get $10,000 for his vote for that gentle-
man. He is a Republican, and he had
only voted for Mr. Clark upon the peti-

tion of the leading members of his party

In his own county.

PLANS FOR PEACE
Continued From First I'age.

that time very satisfactory progress had
been made, considering the bitter es-
trangement of the factions, and the
seemingly irreconcilible differences In
their contentions of the most important
points at issue..

It soon became evident that the meet<
ing could not deal with the question of a
transfer of state offices, or even with the
respective claims to these positions. All
it could hope to accomplish was the re-
moval of some of the obstacles which

stand in the way of securing an ad-
judication of these questions by some
tribunal upon which the principals can
agree. The Democrats at first were in-
clined to press their demands to the
limit, requiring the withdrawal of troops
from the. state building at Frankfort, the
recognition of Beckham as governor
without any further action by the legis-

lature on reports of the contest board by

which Goebel and Beckham were de-

clared to have been elected; after which

the main points in controversy were to
be adjudicated by due process of law.
Something of sentiment moved the Dem-
ocrats to make the claim for the recogni-

tion of .the legality of the actions of the
legislature since Gov. Taylor issued .his
proclamation adjourning that body to
meet at London, Ky., the wish to es-
tablish the title of William Goebel as
governor at the time of his death.

REPUBLICAN POSITION.
The Republicans showed no disposition

to make such extreme concessions. They

have elected to stand on the legality of

Gov. Taylor's proclamation, though the

abatement to some extent of their bel-
ligerency at Frankfort was reflected in

their arguments. This had been expected

since the release of Alonzo Walker, after
Gov. Taylor's military officers had re-
fused to recognize a writ of habeas cor-
pus in his case, and the intimation
thrown out today that the military

guard placed upon the state building at

Frankfort Feb. 2 would not be so rigor-

ously enforced hereafter.
The re-establishment of the civil au-

thority and the suppression of the mil-
itary seemed the most promising ground

to work upon, and the efforts of the con-

ferees were turned in this direction.
When the recess was taken at 9 o'clock

all the participants were very reluctant
to talk about what had been done. The
negotiations, it was said, had not pro-
gTessed far enough to make expressions
of opinion as to their probable outcome
of value, while a public discussion of
the matters under consideration might
endanger the cause of the peacemaker.
That progress had been made, however,
was freely admitted, and the partici-
pants in the conference were all hopeful

that the object of th« meeting would be

attained.
CENTER OF INTEREST.

The meeting between the representa-

tives of the rival administrations of Gov-
ernors Taylor and Beckham was the cen-
ter of interest in the political situation
today. This conference, which was be-
gun last night at Frankfort, with such
promise of a peaceful result, began
shortly before 5 o'clock at the Gait house.

Lieut. Gov. John Marshall and Attor-
ney David Falrleigh came down from
Frankfort on an early train and spent

the morning in consultation with legal
advisers of the Republicans. Later they
were joined by Gen. Dan Llndsey and
T. H. Edelin, who came from Frankfort
about noon; Judge Robert Barr and
Postmaster T. H. Baker, of this city.
These six represented Gov. Taylor at the
conference.

For the Democrats there were present
Senator-elect Blackburn, ex-Gov. J. D.
McCreary, Judge Robert J. B. Breckln-
ridge, Democratic candidate for attor-
ney general, and Col. Phil Thompson.
Immediately upon arrival in Louisville
each delegation withdrew for private con-
ference. At noon Mr. Fairlelgh sent for
Col. Thompson and informed him that his
side would not be ready to submit propo-
sitions until 5 o'clock this afternoon.
The Republicans then left the hotel, and
the Democrats remained in conference
in their rooms.

BECKHAMS BUSY DAY.
The day was a busy one for Gov. Beok-

ham. Arising early, at his headquarters
at Zelbaeh's hotel, he spent the lirst
hours of the day with close personpj
friends in his apartments at the hotei.
Among these were Juuge Frank Dnug.h-
erty, of Bardstown; the governor's'"home;
W. B. Kniskern, of Chicago, general pas-
senger agent of the Chicago & North-
Western, the governor's brother-in-law,
and some twenty or more Nelson county
gentlemen.

At 10:30 o'clock he started for the resi-
dence of Col. James Fetter, to see his
mother, Mrs. Julia Beckham, who came
down from Chicago this morning. It was
the first meeting between mother and
son since the latter became governor.
Each was greatly affected.

After returning to his hotel numeroub
important conferences occupied the re-
mainder of the day. A large number of
telegrams and letters of congratulation
were received by the governor today.
Among them being the following:

NEW NATIONAL GUARD.

A good deal of interest centered about
Adjt. Gen. Castleman and his new nation-
al guard. The general was not at all
well, and was confined to his bed all
day. Recruiting for the battalion of the
First regiment, which it had been decided
to raise, was actively carried on, but be-
yond this there was not much doing in
this branch of the Democratic state gov-
ernment, the most peaceful trend of
events having checked preparations of
this kind. The general expressed a pur-
pose to avail himself, in case it should
become necessary, of the services of
separate troops which have been or are
being organized In a number of Ken-
tucky towns to support the Democratic
Btate officers. In addition arrangements

have been ninde to-utllize city police and
deputy sheriffs if they should be needed.

The Republican legislators who were
here yesterday had disappeared by morn-
ing. Some of the state officers, however,
were In town, among them Attorney Gen-

eral Clifton J. Pratt and Commissioner
of Agriculture Throckmorton. Neither
would talk about the political situation
