AQUARIUM CAFE LOOTED.

Expert Burglars Tap Cash Register
for the Fourth Time.

For the fourth time within three months
a mysterious burglar has looted the cash
registers at the Aquarium cafe, 387 Rob-
ert street. Kach time the burglar has
been substantially rewarded, having se-
cured from $5 to $25 in cash. As often as
the robberies have been reported the po-
lice have investigated, but no clue to the
burglar has ever been found.

The !ast visit of the burglar was made
some time early vesterday morning. He
did not break into the place, but when
the rear door was found unbolted from
the inside it appeared that he had es-
caped in this direction. Officer Zacher
found the door open shortly before 3
o'clock yesterday morning. There was no
evidence of force having been used, and
it was thought the door had been careless-
ly left unlocked. Charles Brenck, who
recently purchased the Aquarium, was
notifted and went to his place of bdusi-
ness. Remembering the mysterlous rob-
beries that occurred while Sulllvan &
Feise conducted the place, Mr. Brenck
at once examined the two cash registers
and discovered that the money in them,
aggregating $10, had been stolen. The
liquor decanters on the bar had been
disturbed, but so far as Mr. Brenck could
tell only one bottle of whisky had been
stolen. The cigars are locked up, so that
the burglar could not get at this part of
the stock.

From the investigation of the police it
is believed that the burglar that robbed
the place yesterday morning was the
same that so successfully got away with
the money on other occasions. In the
past the police were unable to discover
how the burglar got into the cafe, but
there was always a broken lock or win-
dow to show how he escaped, and it
was believed the burglar secreted himself
in the place while it was open for busl-
ness, remaining in hiding until every one
had gone. This Is also believed to have
been the means employed by the burglar
yesterday. Mr. Brenck thinks he hid in
the baicony dining rooms until after the
saloon was closed for the night. When
Mr. Brenck assumed charge of the Aqua-
rium he had all of the locks changed,
mindful of the former robberies, but this
precaution seems to have availed little
as a precaution against the continuation
of the mysterious robberies.

MADE A FAIR HATUL.

Thrifty Burglars Get Busy With Ma-
Abel Devon's Property.

Expeditious burglars went through the
apartments of Mabel Devon, at the Port-
land hotel, 228 East Seventh street, dur-
ing a brief absence of the occupant early
last evening, and carried off property
valued at $300, a _pair of diamond ear-
rings, a gold watch chain, two gold rings,
a gold heart with a small dlamond set-
ting and §16 in cash.

The robbery was committed shortly af-
ter 8 o’clock.

I have to inform you that, after careful
consideration of the controversles be-
tween the 1ogging and steamboat interests
on the St. Croix river, Wisconsin and
Minnesota, between Taylor’'s Falls, Min-
nesota and Stillwater, Minn., I have con-
cluded that the logging and fumber inter-
ests are fairly entitled to the use of the
St. Croix river during the season of 1900,
except upon Decoration day, Independence
day, and during the month of August,
and that the steamboats are fairly en-
titled to the sole use of the river on
Decoration day, Independence day, and
during every day in the month of August,
1900; also that the steambeats are fairly
entitled to have the river free from jams
of logs from the opening of navigation to
the first day of September, 1900, in order
that they may run if there is sufficient
water to accommodate both interests.

I will therefore vigorously push suilts
against any parties infringing the pro-
visions of sections. 10 and 15 of the act of
congress approved March 3, 1899; provided
gaid Infringement consists of jams of
logs previous to Sept. 1, or affects the
navigability of the river on Decoration
day, Independence day, or during any day
in }mgust, 1900; provided complaint sup-
ported by proper evidence is made to me
of alleged infringement affecting the river
in the manner or on the day or days
above mentioned.

After Sept. 1, the loggers are fairly en-
titled to conduct their operations in such
manner as may best sult their needs, even
if jams are thereby caused.

Maj. Abbot stated yesterday that hls de-
sire in formulating the order was to give
all the conflicting interests as much of a
show for their money as possible. He
considered that by glving steamboat men
the month of August and allowing log-
ging operations along the river for the
rest of the season, jams being barred,
both interests could gain their ends. Aft-
er Sept. 1, the loggers are given full
swing, affording them a chance to clean
up thelr drives before cold weather.
