FORCED ON GETCHELL

HE WANTED ;1‘0 DECLINE THE
TENDER OF CHIEF OF
POLICE

MAYOR, HOWEVER, INSISTED

Told the West Side Captaln, So the
Story Goes, That It Was a Case
.0of Mugt—Now the Chief Proposes
to Take the Chief Executive at
His Word Whenever He Speaks—
Gambling Cases Digsmissed.

It is said on the authority of an officer
of the police force close to Chief Getchell
that when the proposition was flrst mada
to him by Mayor Kiefer about accepting
Goss’ place, Getchell declined. While h2
had long been ambitious to become chief
of police, he didn’t care for-the ninety
days’ sentence which Mayor Klefer want-
ed him to take. Getchell saw a double
chance for his po’ice career to come (o a
close in that time; the possibiiity of the
Republicans turning Kiefer down for the
nomination, and, if that did not result,
the other possibility of his being de-
feated. In elther case Getchell gaw his
finish. So he declined. But the mayor
refused to take no for an answer, and
even went so far as to tell Geich:ll that
if he refused to accept the place he could
also consider his days numbered on the
force. With that alternative he accepted.

Now Getchell is having his inning. Hav-
ing been forced into the place, the story
goes, he proposes to carry out every or-
der that the mayor glves, even to the
point of making enemies for the chief cx-
ecutive. When the mayor ordered tha
saloons closed at midnight, instcad of fol-
lowing out the old custom of enforcing
the order long ecnough to decelve the
sleeping part of the community into be-
lieving that such a course was being pur-
sued, and then allowing the saloons to
keep open, Getchell proposes to keep them
closed. He does mot intend to do any
guessing about the mayor's wishes. He
understands English as she is spoken in
the mayor's office, and will follow out an
order until he receives another one just
as explicit to let up. The same way
about gambling. It is said that not more
than ten or fifteen poker rooms are run-
ning now since the mayor gave orders to
suppress gambling. Getchell is waliting
for an order on the wholesale licensing of
women, which the administration points
at with pride because it has brought $10,-
000 in fines into the eity treasury, while
it has permitted between 200 and 400
women to locate any place they desired
in any part of the city, so long as the
landlords raised no objections. But when
an crder touching that question comes it
will receive the same treatment from
Getchell.

“When the time comes that I cannot com-
ment on the action of the court freely
and in accordance with what I believe to
be my duty as a representative of the
city, I will resign and never expect to
appear in this court again.”

AS TO SHARES IN CROPS.

Supreme Court Adjusts an Agricul-
tural Dispute.

Judge Brown, of the supreme court,
vesterday handed down a decision un-
tangling a controversy between parties
contracting for farm cultivation on
shares. The syllabus is as follows:
Harriet McNeal, respondent, vs. H. A.

Ryder, as sheriff of Morrison county, et

al., appellants.

Syilabus—I1. A contract for the cultiva-
tion of a farm on shares in and by the
terms of which the land owner reserves
the title to the cropper’s share of the crop
raised as security for advances made to
him is, in legal effect, a chattel mort-
gage in so far as it operates as security
for the payment of such advances, and,
to be valid as against subsequent bona
fide. purchaser, must be flled in accord-
ance with section 4129, G. S. 1894.

2. Under such a contract the parties
thereto are, until division, tenants in com-
mon of the crops. Order reversed.

BANTAM WEIGHT OHARIIPIOKSBIP
AT POULTRY SHOW IN REVERSE
OF USUAL ORDER

POULTRY SHOW A SUCCESS

Although the Attendance Has Not
Been as Large as in Some For-
mer Years, the Birds Exhibited
Have Ranked Wonderfully High,
and the Prizes Awarded Were in
Close Competition

Bad colds are quite in fashion at the
poultry show, and any member of the elite
chicken soclety not possessing one is, in-
deed, not in the swim. Each rooster seems
determined to outdo his nelghbor in mak-
ing the most hoarse cackle. Of course
these high bred fowls, the aristocracy of
the barnyard, are used to their patent
ventilated hen houses, and, when a stray
draft catches them away from home, a
bad cold is invariably the result.

Today is the last day of the cackling, as
the show will close tonight, after what
has been in some respects the most suc-
cessful exhibition held in the history of
the organization, under whose auspices
the display has been’ given. Everything
went off smoothly yesterday, barring an
occasional ruction in the bantam quarter,
and -frequent indignant protests from
some fashiorable henhouse occupant who
is being ‘‘scored.” 1Indeed the scoring
was about completed yesterday. With a
few miscellaneous entries, and the buft
bantams, the judges’ work will be com-
plete.

The weather has In a measure Kkept
down the daily attendance, although the
gate recelpts thus far have exceeded the
record of last year. The attendance,
however, has not been up to that of three
years ago, when all records were broken.
Those who have visited the show, how-
ever, are, in a large degree, fowl fan-
clers, and have a real interest in the
cholcer varieties.

The scoring done by Messrs. Butter-
fleld and Holden has been very satisfac-
tory to the exhibitors. Some very nice
sales have resulted from the exhiblt, and
the public generally is better informed
upon the subject of fine poultry.

BLAZE WAS FIERCE

FORMEli. SUPREME COUR’I‘ JUSTICE
MITCHELL BADLY BURNED
YESTERDAY MORNING

ABERDEEN ROUSED EARLY

Fashionable Hotel Was the Scene of
a Rapid but Well Controlled Fire
Yesterday Moriding, in Which the
Jurist Had His Hands Badly
Burned in Attempting to Extin-
guish the Flames.

Willlam Mitchell, associate justice of the
supreme court until last month, had a
narrow escape from death by burning at
the Aberdeen hotel yesterday morning
about 4 o'clock. Taken ill during the
night, the judge had arisen and lit a
match, which he placed, or intended to
place on a brass server on a table near
his bed. A few minutes later he was
again aroused by intense heat, and
vestigating discovered the under -portion
of his bed on fire -and blazing flercely.
Trying to extinguish the flames, the
judge burned his hands badly, and failing
left the room in search of help. A tele-
phone message was sent to fire headquar-
ters, and Assistant Chief Irvine respond-
ed with a section of the department.
Meanwhile the fire had spread to prac-
tically all the furriture and draperies in
the room, and was rapidly scorching the
woodwork, but, fortunately, Justice Mit-
chell had closed the door behind him
when going out into the hall, and many
of the guests in the hotel did not know
anything about the fire until breakfast
time, so quietly did the firemen work on
their arrival.

Justice Mitchell’s apartments were
cleaned out by the fire, and his personal
pelongings practically destroyed, but
the fire did not spread into any other
of the apartments in the building. Man-
ager Lindsley says the fact supports what
has always been claimed for the hotel
by its builders, that it is as near abso-
Jutely fireproof as a tenantable building

can be made. -
