ROLLED OVER* THE BLUFF.

Killed.

THREE SERVICES TO BE HELD

Special Musical Number* Form a

l'axt of Bach-Rev. Dr. Weidner,

the Eminent Lntheron Theolo-
gian, to Preach the Dedicatory

Sermon — Prof. E. G. Lund Also
Among the Speaker*.

The dedication services of the newly

finished Memorial English Lutheran
church will take place today. Three serv-
ices will be held today. The dedication
sermon will be delivered at 8:30 p. m., by

Prof. R. F. Weidner, D. D., LL. D., pres-
ident of the Chicago Lutheran Theologi-

cal seminary. In the forenoon, at 10:30,

Rev. Alexander J. Haupt, pastor, will
preach on "I Was Glad When They Said
Unto Me." In the evening Prof. E. Q.

Lund, D. D., of the Lutheran Theological

seminary, Minneapolis, will speak, taking

as his topic, "Onward." Special musical
numbers will form a part of the three

services. The beautiful musical service
by Knauff will be sung in the morning,

with a responsory anthem by Carl Pflue-

ger, and the solo, "Be Still, Then, and
Know That He Is God," from Dudley

Buck's Forty-sixth Psalm, for offertory.

At the dedication service in the after-

noon Gounod's "Send Out Thy Light"

will be sung, and, for offertory, "The

-Lord Is King." The vesper service will

include in its music the anthem, "In
Heavenly Love Abiding," by A. J. Hol-
den, and the offertory solo, "Thou, Lord,

Art My Hope»," by Millard.

Rev. Dr. Weidner, who will preach the
dedication sermon, is one of the most
scholarly Lutheran clergymen, occupy-
ing a high place in the councils of the
church. He was born in Center Valley,

near Allentown, Pa., Nov. 22, 1851. Dur-
ing his academical course at Muhlenberg
college he was noted for proficiency in

mathematics. Before his graduation as
honor man of the second class of 1869,
and during his attendance at the Phila-
delphia Theological seminary, 1870-1873, he
developed those linguistic traits which
have shaped his career and marked him
out as a scholar and educator. Succeed-
ing Prof. Richards as pastor of the Grace
English church, Philllpsburg, N. J., 1873
to 1878, he prosecuted the study of Anglo-

Saxon under the celebrated Dr. March,
of Lafayette college. Later he became
pastor of St. Luke's, Philadelphia. He
was called to the theological chair in the
Augustana Swedish-English Theological
seminary at Rock Island, 111., in 1881.

His specific chair was that of Hebrew
and Biblical exegesis of the Old and New
Testaments. He was active in summer
school work in the '80s, lecturing on dog-

matics and ethics, all in the English lan-
guage. He has written a large number
of books on theological subjects. He has
not been infected with the "new theolo-
gy," but opposes positive truth to nega-
tive criticism. As a teacher he stands
very high, and many clergymen all over
the country have reason to feel grateful
for their association "with Dr. Weidner.
In 1885 Carthage college (Illinois) made
him a. doctor of divinty. He is a mem-
ber of the American Oriental society and
of the Society of Biblical Literature and
Exegesis.

Dr. Weidner is a large man physically,
with jet black hair and eyes, black beard
and ruddy cheeks. In 1873 he married
Miss Emma Jones, of Philadelphia..

TRIBUTE TO MISS AUSTIN

Reference* of High Honor Are Made

to the Work of the Dead Teacher,
Preceding the General Discussion
of the Topic for the Day, "E*»en.
tials of a System of Public Edu-

cation for a City."

A general teachers" meeting was held
yesterday "forenoon in Assembly hall of

the Central high school, attended by over
500 teachers. Supt. Smith delivered an
address upon "Xhe Essentials of a Sys-

tem of Public Education for a City."

As a preliminary to his address he
spoke briefly of the death of Miss Flora

L. Austin, for so many years a member
of the teaching staff of the Central high

school. He said In part:

Her work stood for consistency—a
consistency founded upon principles of

Justice and kindness, influenced by no
severe tests or demands for an, austere
standard of conduct on the one hand,
nor a weak and hesitating forbearance
on the other—a consistency that appre-

ciated earnest effort and serious atten-
tion to perious matters, but rejoiced In
the happiness and youth of those about
her, and she had the courage and pa-

tience to maintain always this consistent
attitude.

Her work will stand for a faithful ad-
herence to the highest principles of duty,

the brightest ideal of life.
She was the guide, the leader of her pu-

pils; serious, tender, considerate, hope-

ful. The path of duty along which she
led them was overshadowed by no gloom,
or darkness, or sadness. Like the roads
of the Southland, it was hedged with
everbloom, pure and white as snow, but
requiring preseverance, energy and fidel-
ity.

In her nature the aspiration after per-
fection and the longing after repose seem-
ed to harmonize, and we believe that
after this accident or episode that we
call earth had run its course, -that' thespiritual reality became clear; that with
an awe that was not fear, and with no
consciousness of demerit excluding hope,
she entered upon higher duties in a higher
life. But in years to come, boys andgirls, grown to be men and women, will
hold strong, clear remembrance of this
right educating teacher, whose kindness
controlled and whose wisdom guided
them.

Supt. Smith then read a paper on "The
Essentials of a System of Public Edu-
cation for a City," in which he said in
part:

"It Is not inappropriate, at this time, to
make a very brief reference to the es-
sentials of a general arrangement, con-tenting myself with an unreasoned state-
ment, from lack of time to discuss ade-quately any of the several subjects orquestions. Let us assume, then, thatthe order of arrangement, in so far as
It applies to grades one to eight, In-
clusive, is in the main correct, so far as
it goes. What other essential depart-
ments belong to the system? We havein St. Paul twenty-seven kindergartens,
first inaugurated here in 1891. There are
1,700 pupils in actual attendance, the
number evidently being somewht dimin-
ished by the severity of the weather,
but the maximum average attendancefor any month-scarcely reaches 2,000. The
cost of this instruction is not so great
as for an equal numbtr in other grades
of the system, and is, indeed, so rea-
sonable that the most economical could
make no objection to it. Having but re-
cently been made a part of our system,
it Is quite natural, perhaps, that there
should be. some discussion of its value,
and yet I have not heard it called in
question. Neither upon financial nor
pedagogical grounds have the members
of the board, at any time since I have

been superintendent, discussed a propo-
sition to discontinue them, but at all
times have accorded them the heartiest
support.

I grounds were needed, and expressed the

FOE BE FEARED OVERTOOK HIM
JOHN P. STAJfTON DIES IN THE

THROBS OF AN EPILEP-
TIC FIT

He Had Suffered From Sneh Attacks
and Had Made Provision for the
Disposition of His Body in a Let-
ter Found In Ills Pocket.

John F. Btanton, living at 546 Slbley
street, was found dead in his room short-
ly after 2 o'clock yesterday afternoon.
Death is believed to have been due to an
attack of epilepsy, probably, as Stanton
was about to retire Friday night. No in-dication of a struggle in his room was
heard about the house, however, nhd it
was not known that Stanton was dead
until yesterday afternoon.

For some years Stanton was a victim ofepilepsy. Several times the police have
been calted upon to remove him to his
home when a fit seized him on th© street.
About a month ago he was taken from
Third and Jackson streets to the central
station, but there recovered sufficiently to
go home unattended. Stanton roomed at
the home of F. G. Phillips. He went to
his room shortly after 8 o'clock Friday
evening and was not again heard from.
When Stanton did not appear by noon

yesterday itwas remarked as unusual, but-
suspicion that anything might be wrong
did not arise until Mr. Phillips went home
in the afternoon. He determined to In-
vestigate, and found Stanton's door lock-
ed. Looking over the transom Mr. Phil-
lips saw Stanton lying dead on the bed.
The body lay as though Stanton had faW-
en across the bed while standing beside
it. He had on an undershirt and his
trousers, as though preparing to retire.
The face was buried in the bed clothes,
while the neck and face were black, as
though from suffocation. The lamp was
still burning.

Coroner Nelson investigated the case
and decided that Stanton had died while
in a fit. That Stanton expected the mal-
ady with which he was afflicted to cause
his death was shown by a letter found in
his trunk. The letter was written last
November, and on the outside of the en-
velope were instructions that it was not

to be opened except in case of the writ- -
er's death. The letter Bet forth that
Stanton had been a sufferer from epilepsy

for some years and expected to die from

the disease. It related that the writer
had a sum of money in a safety deposit
vault and gave instructions for hia
burial. Stanton wrote that he wished a

modest burial and directed that all bills
presented be paid. He gave his mother's
address, in Chicago, but requested that
she be not notified of his death until his
body had been buried. Respecting this
request Coroner Nelson has not yet noti-
fied the mother.

Stanton had been a resident of this
city for seven or eight years, having-

come here from Chicago. For nearly

three years he was bookkeeper for the

music firm of Howard & Parwell. Two
years ago, owing to his physical condi-
tion, he gave up this position. Since that
time he has been conducting a shoe pollßh

manufactory on Isabel street, West Bt.
Paul. Stanton is highly spoken of by

those who knew him. His friends say

he was a man of exemplary habits, but

brooded considerably on account of his

health. He was regarded as in comfort-
able financial circumstances.

The body was removed to Nagel s un-
dertaking room, 322 Wabasha street, from

where the funeral will probably be held

either today or tomorrow.—Nowhere Is more active business evi-
