Ash Wednesday, the first day of the

penetential season of Lent, is past again

The fashion of the world, though not con-
cern. -\1 about its religious significance,

recognises it in the tlorist's display of
cinerarias, the gorgeous Ash Wednesday
flower, with Its ash-tipped leaves, and in
the unusual crowding of social distrac-
tions. In the Southern countries the wild
re wiry of the carnival and the feasting

Of ih v' Mardl Grus rejgn supreme.
early Christian fathers, wise in

their way and generation, found a place
for pagan customs in the church ritual,

and these, losing their original meaning,

Were adopted and read into sacred and
symbolic meanings. The Italian carnival
—from the Latin "caro" Ule«sh) and
"vale" (farewell)—"farewell to the Besh"
ut one time began with the feast of the
Epiphany, twelve days after Christmas,
»n»l continued until Ash Wednesday, a
period of about six weeks. Many of the
customs of this extraordinary time of un-
restrained sport and feasting may be
traced directly to the pagnn Lupercalia
ami Bacchanalia of Southern Europe.

According to a papal order the feasting

of tli." clergy began two days before that
of the 1 laity, probably to compensate for
the hours of rigid fasting soon to come
with the Lenten season. The rich began
festivities on Three Kings' day, or Epi-
phany, while the middle classes were al-
lowed but one week and the poor but a
few days. Tuesday preceding Ash Wed-
nesday was the greatest day of the carni-
val. Then all preparations for a Lenten
last were suppressed to be completed, and
the liberty and license of unrestiaiued
feasting, musu,ueradin& and buffoonery

were Indulged to the utmost limit of the
law, only to come to an end when the
last toil of the midnight bell ushered in
the penitence and contrition of the long

last before Easter.
This Tuesday Is known to us as ftfardl

Gras, or Green Tuesday, a season of
dancing and masked balls. Among the
Germans, the Chicago Post says, it id
"Fastnacht," and pre^ei-.ts of green nose-
gays are exchanged, and in thy rural dis-
tricts little fir trees are planted before
tho doorway, decorated with garlands.
This custom, the wiseacres say, is a pos-
itive Inheritance from the old-time Bac-
chanals, and a reflection of Yule.ide In
the far North. In England tho few days
before Lent were called Shrovtide. Sin-
ners went to confession, were shriven,
received absolution, and gayly celebrated
the event Shrove Tuesday. It became
Collop Monday and Pancake Tuesday,
with fritters and pancakes in such lib Ta.l
profusion that it was only befitting, for
the stomach's sake, a season of fasting
should set in. Moreover, the faithful were
permitted to indulge in the maniy sports
of football, cock-fighting and bull-bait-
ing.

Ash Wednesday brought a revulsion of
feeling with it. Gregory the Great intro-
duced the custom into the church services
at the close of the sixth century. 'I he
palms of the pnctdiig Palm Sunday wer.;

burned. Before mass the ashes were con-
Becrated on the altar, sprinkled with holy
water and signed three times with the
sign of the cross, while the priest sol raii-
ly recited the words: "Memento quod cl-
nta <'3, et in cinerem reverteris" ("Re-
member thou that thou art du.-^t and must

return to dust"). The ashes were strewn
on the heads of the offiicating prits'.s and
clergy and the essembled people. At the
same time, while the penitents were hum-
bled to the dust, those unfortunates out-
side the pale were not forgotten. Ear-
nest prayers were offered for the conver-
sion of "Jews, Turks and infidels," and
the "commlnation," a series of denuncia-
tions against impenitent offenders, was
read.

The word Lent is of Anglo-Saxon de-
rivlation, "lenten" meaning spring. It is
the period of forty fast days, not in-
cluding Sundays before the Eastertide.
The time commemorates the forty days*
fast of Muses, Elijah and Ohiist. Roman
Catholics are most rigid in their observ-
ance, the Episcopal church advising the
observance, but not commanding It. Ab-
stinence from food on certain days and
from meats and the social pleasures
forms part of the L?nten exercises. Fast-
ing seasons are customary among all
sects and have been among all nations,
even the most primitive.

The salutary effect on the health of
self-imposed restraints upon the appetites
has found due recognition among wild
trlbnes as well as cultured peoples.
Hence the part of the Christian world fol-
lowing the customs of Lent is again using-
a pagan custom, though reading Into It
a higher spiritual significance. The Mo-
hammedans fast during the entire month
of Ramadan, in which the prophet
brought the Koran from heaven. Curi-
ously enough, eating, drinking, smoking
and smelling perfumes are strictly for-
bidden from daybreak till sunset, but the
historian saith not what is done between
sunset and daybreak.

Easter, Dominica gaudil, or Sunday of
J'»y, la the festival after the closing of
the austerities of Lent, when the resur-
rectfon of Christ is celebrated. The Teu-
tonic tribes of the North celebrated to
the goddess Ostara, the personification
of the morning, at this season, and also
to the opening of the year or spring. Th»
policy of the church gave Christian sig-
nificance to such rites as could not be
rooted out, and thus conversion was madeeasy for the heathen. The bonfires ofpagan rites gave way to the great pascal
tapers, sometimes weighing 300 pounds,
which were lighted in the churches Easter
eve.

Easter eggs are symbolical of the re-

vivlng life In spring, and were present-
ed as gifts by the Persian tire worship,
ers on the solar New Year. The Jews,
too, used eggs in the feast of the Pass-
over. These eggs were colored and
stained with dye woods and herbs and
sometimes were kept aa amulets and
sometimes were eaten. Various games
of egg rolling and egg knocking were
played.

In some* moorland districts of Scotland
the young people went abroad early on
Pasch Sunday and Marched for wild
fowls' eggs for breakfast, for tt wa»
thought lucky to llnd them. The rabbit
seems to have become associated with
Easter, but I find no trace of it In a<*.

In the state
of Maryland the children nuiko nests In
the young; grass under the clumps Ot
building Easter lilies Easter eve and the
following Easter dawn find them tilled
with spotted and gayly stained eggs.— « • •

The Christian world adorn* the Easter
service with a gorgeous wealth of cere-
monial and song. The secular world
blossoms* in spring bonnets and gar«
ments new and wonderful, for has not
springtide arrived? The business world
recognizes the carnival season with early
sales of linen, underwear and summer
gauze**, which the worldly woman trans,
forms into marvelous decorations when
she may emerge from her Lenten season
of sewing and contriving as splendid as
the first spring butterfly from its ehrys-
alL". The fashionable woman either flees
southward or, piously garbed in somber
attire, attends a daily service, fasts at a
Lenten luncheon or listens to expositions
of the deeper poets.

Occasionally one meets a family that

preserves traditions and superstitions and
celebrates all holidays, both pagan and
Christian. Such people have inherited a
blessed birthright. They have an interest
in the passing year not dependent on
change of fashion, on rumors of war or
on stocks and bonds. To watch with joy
the signs of the year, the events of the
equinox, the changes of the moon, and
even to place faith in the ground hog,

which holds its own until St. Mathias'
day, Feb. 24, when, if the good saint
came and found ice, he would break it
and usher in an early spring, or if he
saw no ice deemed wise to make it to
protect the tender herbs and tree buds
from too early a start and warn the
sparows against untimely nesting—all this
adds spice to the variety of life.

It is a happiness to think that as we
celebrate Easter, so, from times far dis-
tant, before the Christian era, the peo-
ples celebrated the return of the sun and
the awakening of spring, and that grati-
tude toward the source of light and heat
turned the altars of pagan temples to-
ward the East and bowed the Parsce fire
worshipper in adoration, while the glad-
some doctrines of Christianity have found
a place for the aspirations of the nations
that walked in spiritual darkness and
have turned the sun worship into love and
faith in the Sun of Righteousness.

To those fortunate
enough to hay« hedrd this groat singer
the mere mention of hia name would bo
a sufficient recommendation; to others his
seven consecutive appearances at the
Worcester festivals and his rendition of
the "Meaiah" on three different occasions
before the New York Oratorio society
commend him. For those who have not
heard him an excellent opportunity will
be offered next Thursday evening. Dr.
Dufft Immediately impresses his audi-
ences with a st>n»e of the dignity of
his art, his head, heart and voice com-
bining to reveal hlg concepf?".n of the
eompostion of some great master. Years
have been devoted to the study of hia
art, under the direction oil such instruct-
ors as Shakespeare and Walker, of Lon-
don; Mme. Capplaril, James Sauvage
and others of the great masters of Amer-
ica and Europe.

Ranking with the above artist is Miss
Louise Clary, the contralto, from Ken-
tucky. Upon her flrst appearance in New
York, when she made her debut with
Walter Damrosch before the Oratorio
society, she was at once proclaimed by
the critics to be the possessor of the
finest contralto voice heard in this coun-
try since the days of Anna Louise Cary.
Her voice is one of those strong, heavy-
bodied contraltos, which seems to nil and
overflow the largest auditorium, and yet
is capable of the most dellcate.effects.

Not least among these great artists 13
Edward C. Towne. the tenor. Some
years ago Mr. Towne gained considerable
local reputation in his native state, but
believing himself capable of greater de-velopment sailed for Italy and placed
himself under the care of Vlnnuccinf,
who prophesied a great future for iii.s
pupil. After graduating at the Royal
academy, in London, he returned to New
York. Ever since then Mr. Towne has
been fulfillinghis Italian master's proph-
ecy; his sweet, strong, clear, ringing
voice having been heard again and again
as leading tenor in many of the great mu-
sical organizations of this country and in
Europe as well.

Added to these Is the name of Eleanor
Meredith, the soprano soloist, whose fame
is familiar to a large percentage of mu-
sic lovers in the East. The art of this
singer covers a wide range, but, through-
out, her talent and training arc well man-
ifested by the manner in which she ex-
ecutes some difficult aria of Mozart, or
by the graceful ease of her interpretation
of some showy bird song.

All audiences are delighted under thespell of her wide-ranging, clear-cut
charming voice.

Such an aggregation of vocal talent
demands an accompanist of much talent.Such is Misa Georgia Kober, the young
pianist, from the faculty of the Sher-
wood school. Under her magnetic touch
the inert piano secraa to become imbuedwith life. The soul of the artist seems
to pass out through her finger tips intoth© instrument and throughout the au-
dience.

To give variety to the entertainmentcomes the famous young German violin-ist, Miss Helen yon Fursch. Like manyother musicians destined to become fa-mous in the w.orld of art, she is a nativeof Berlin. After winning the highest
honors at the Royal Academy of Mu-
sic, in London, she made her first ap-
pearance in her native city, where she
received an ovation from such an audi-ence of musical critics as only Berlin canproduce. Her fame was at once estab-lished.
