Gen. E. M. Pope, public examiner, re*

ceived a message over the telephone last
evening from Deputy Examiner Henry
Koerner at St. Cloud, stating that a good
start had been made upon the books of
County Treasurer Charles Dueber, and
that the examination would be complete!

within a few days. Dueber's bondsmen
filed an application with Gov. Llnd and
the county auditor, asking to be relieved
from further responsibility on the bond.

Mr. Dueber acknowledged a shortage of
about $800 which he has already made
good so neither the county or bondsmen
will lose* anything If the discrepancy
proves to be no more than that. Mr.
Koerner spent yesterday checking up the
various funds, with the balances secured
from the county depository and the cash
on hand. A large amount of taxes have
been collected since the first of the year,
and until these collections have been
footed and checked nothing further can
be determined.

Mr. Koerner expects to have the taxes
footed some time today when It will ba
known just where the county treasurer
stands.

The examination now being made Is the
fourth that his been conducted during
the iast year, to say nothing of two ex-
aminations that have been made by the
board of audit. Last summer Mr. Dueber
was found short and he made the amountgood. He has repeated the performance
for a second time and his bondsmen
would rather not be on his bond. They
have no recourse however, as the bond is
in effect during the term of Mr. Dueb-
er's office, unless he is able to secure
other bondsmen and give a different bond.
The governor's action in the premises
will be determined by what Mr. Koerner
finds as a result of the examination. Tha
governor has full authority to remove a
county treasurer from oflice when it ap~
years to him that the affairs of the of*
lice are not being properly administered.

It would not be surprising if the gov->
ernor took heroic action In the matter.

Gov. Lind has instituted an Investiga-

tion of the charges of dishonesty which
have been made against one of the ei.unty
superintendouta in, Southern Mmm s >ta.
The charges we^e J(rst submitted to State
Superintendent Lewis, who, after giving
careful consideration to the matter, doem-
ed it of sufficient importance for a viry
dose investigation. Day before yesterday
Supt. Lewis and the governor held a con-
ference, which resulted in the determina-
tion to submit the charges to the closest
scrutiny, and in the meantime withhold
the name of the (superintendent involved
until the charges could either be veriiied
or disproved.

Two commissioners were appointed by

the governor Tuesday evening to go to
the county seat where the examinations
were held, and make a full report to the
governor of what information they might

be able to collect. Word was received
yesterday from the town stating that the
charges of dishonesty were common talk
on the street; and: that the governor's
action in the matter created considerable
excitement locally, but was not a sur-

- prise.

Specifically the charges are to the effect
that the county superintendent allowed
those laTcTng the examination for teach-
ers' certificates to 'peek"lnto the ques-
tions and ascertain beforehand the na-
ture of the queries. The ne\*» law chang-
ing the system of giving these examina-
tions was calculated to prevent dishon-
esty, and except where the officials are
corrupt there is no chance for the persons
taking the examination to obtain a cer-
tificate fraudulently.
If the charges against the county super-

intendent are proven he will doubiless be
removed from office and a new examina-
tion ordered. It is in the charges
that have been ftbed with the governor
that the county superintendent left the
room while the examination was in prog-
ress for a sufficient, length of time to en-
able those taking the examinations to
read up on the questions which they se-
cured -from the superintendent's drawer,
which was left unlocked. The superin-
tendent, on the other hand, claims he did
not leave the room. The matter lies be-
tween him ahd those taking the exam-
inations. Tlrere is, however, evidence of
fraud, as neatly all the answers ore iden-
tically the same. the superintendent
did not leave the room, It Is quite evident
that the candidates were allowed to look
up the subjects while he was In the room.

lis assessment companies. Since
making: the application, however,
a compromise has been^ effected with the
officers and to obviate the necessity of an
expensive receivership, the understanding
being that the pollcyholders shall be pro-
tected by the two companies having all
Insurance in force rewritten in another
company.

After an examination of the two com-
panies by Thomas Martin it was found
that neither had assets to exceed $11, and
no self-respecting receiver could be per-
suaded to wind up the affairs of a com-
pany that had principally liabilities.
Both companies are run by practically
the same officers, and while Mr.
O'Shaughnesay believes those most in-
terested In the company are honest, the
officers are wholly incompetent, and their
system of keeping books is a little bet-
ter than no system at all. In fact about
all that could be found was a bank book
with a balance of about 11 cents.

Both concerns are what Is known as
"open" assessment companies and repre-
sent a class of organizations that are
not particularly desirable. Mr.
O'Shaughnessy has weeded out several
other companies of this character In
Minneapolis within the last year and he
now has several in view elsewhere that
are about due to have their affairs wound
up. In the future Mr. O'Shaughnessy

will satisfy himself that projectors of
this class of insurance concerns know the
first principles of the Insurance business.
He Is, he says, tired of being annoyed
by "cheap skate" concerns,, and In the
future more rigid restrictions will be
adopted In th matter of admitting those
companies to the state.

The first concern was organized and
run for some time at Plpestone. but later
the office was moved to Minneapolis.

Not satisfied with one flimsy company
the "Napoleons" of insurance launched
another bark in the race for business.
Commissioner O'Shaughnessy will In the
future see that the organizers of mu-

tuals know a little about the business.

Stein says that he did not examine th»
weapon with a crlticaj eye, but as Mil-
ton advanced in a threatening: attitude,
prepared to defend himself. Milton
said:

"Are you here yet, —you!" and struck
at Stein's head with the club.

Raising his hands to protect hlg head
from the blow, the club struck the pen-
cil that Stein held in his right hand and
drove It Into the hand between the
thumb and forefinger.

The blow was not entirely broken, for
the club reached Stein's head and raisedquite a bump.

The men clinched, and in the rou^h
and tumble that followed Stein had b th
eyes blacked.

Ha Insists that Milton gouged his eyes
while the fight was at close quarters.

"There was no cause for Mr. Milton's
jealousy," said young Stein yesterday.
"Our family has been friendly with the
Mlltons, and when I called to take the
Milton order, I did sometimes stop to
talk with Mrs. Milton. I consider the
assault made upon me this morning as
entirely without provocation or reason,
and I propose to prosecute Milton. I be-

-lieve that he intended to kill me. There
has been some trouble in the Milton fam-
ily, and I consider that I merely hap-
pened to be present at a time when Mil-
ton had determined to give vent to hU
feelings."

Mr. Milton claims that the assault was
Justified by Stein's conduct.
