Correspondence of the Associated Press.
TiONDON, Feb. 27.-The aftermath of

Bpion Kop brings countless criticisms
from itorrespondentfl at the lront. Ben-
net Burleljgh, of the Telegraph, writes:

"You can rely upon it that no on« more
than CJen. Buller deplores the mistake
that led to the foolish evacuation ot that
key of the Boer position. When the gen-
eral retreat was ordered Huller waited
by the single, scant pontoon, part trt9»le.
bridge, until everybody was got safely
across. The day previous he had criilcal-
ly re-examined the position held by Ihe
h-ft. and v.ita repeatedly under the fire
of the snipers. Jndeed, at la3t the gen-
eral's staff had to get him to retire be-
hind cover, as they said he was unneces-
sarily risking himself."

The Globe's correspondent Is par.l ular-
ly bitter about Splon Kop'.

"No one knows," he writes, "who gave
the order to retire. The whole biislnesa
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Is Inexplicable. \V> met a staff offic ron
the way. He asked us what we were do-
ing. He knew nothing of the order, but
presumed we had b?t:er keep on our road
And so ended seventeen hours of fight.
We gnve the enemy a victory. The whol;
of Warren's division had retired. Call It
whal you like, it was a sad and deplora-
ble business. There la no explanation, no
one was more surprised at our action
than the Boers themselves; indeed, ther
officers openly expressed their suipr.se to
our doctors. If, owing to some unknown
reason, it was really necessary to take
Spion Kop (although it was said to t>a
decided weeks ago that It would b.» an
act of folly to attempt to do so), why give
It ap after sacrificing so many lives to
take it? It is a question which will have
to be answered soon. A well-planned
strategical movement was to be carried
out, and every one felt satisfied ihat it
would be successful. In the middle of it
the whole plan was abandoned, and to p;
are detailed from all sides to perform a
herculanean- task, fraught with danger
and disastrous in result."

Bennet Burleigh relates this gruesome
incident, which included a serious Insin-
uation against the Bneis:

"The Colonial Imperial light infantry \
went into action upon Spion Kop it 9
a. m., and remained upon the mountain
until 8 p. m. Out of BCO men they had
thirty-nine killed and ninety wounded.
Most of these volunteers were outlan<k:rs,
and at least six of them, whose bodies
were afterwards discovered, had been
clubbed to death by the Boeis."

DESPAIR IN LADYSMITH,
All the correspondents with Duller,

writing in the beginning of February, ott-
er the defeat of Spion Kop had become a
matter of history, aver that, io a man,
the British troops are confident, ar.d want
to push on to Ladysmith. From that be-
leagured camp there come several maled
dispatches sneaked out by Kaffirs, of
great interest. Writing on Jan. 22, while
Buller was trying to fight his way
through the Boers, the Time3 correspond-
ent says:

"The weary state of siege still drags on.
One day Is so similar to another that we
have begun to lose all account of time.
A week ago a flutter of excitement roused
the garrison. The distant rumbling of
artillery, heavy and continued, foretold
relief. Already we knew that the south-
ern column was in the vicinity of Pot-
gieter's Drift, the heliograph had told us
this. But the booming of the heavy guns
was the first substantial evidence of re-
lief. Would it be a day, or two days, be-
fore Buller was here. Excitement spread
through the town. Some hurried to the
postofflee with three months' collected
correspondence. Others seizing binocu-
lars climbed to the highest points and
swept the horizon. Women, who for
weeks had forgotten how to smile, stood
laughing on the river banks, holding their
babes that they, too, might hear the muf-
fled sounds which meant so much. Buller
is coming. These magic words were in
every mouth. But as hours grew into
days, and days into weeks, they lost their
charm, and the garrison sank back into
its previous state of apathy, the sounds
of distant artillery were accepted as a
sidelight in the three months' dream.

"On occasions a disturbance among th«
pickets will precipitate an artillery duel.
The apathy for a moment breaks, and the
garrison strains for some more definite
'sound of the pipes' than the monotonous
rolling of the siege train twenty miles
away. Hitherto such hopes have been dis-
pelled as soon as they have arisen, and the
garrison subsides to snatch a frugal mealduring the intervals in the practice of
the enemy's six-Inch guns. Then came
the sad realization that Buller had once
more failed."

FELL FIFTEEN FEET.

HOT SPRINGS. Ark., March L-Scores
of women wore in the big crowd today
which saw Mrs. Shattuck, of Minneap-
olis, champion woman trap shot of the
world, shoot with G. E. Delong, the
Arkansas champion, after Delong had
just defeated Capt. A. H. Bogardus. who
held the world's championship for seven-
teen years. In the shoot of 20 single tar-
gets Delong- broke 20 straight to Bogar-
dus' IS. In the double target event, ten
paces each, Delong smashed 13 to 19 for
Bogardus. Delong then killed 1G live
birds out of 20, while Bogardus settled
15. Mrs. Shattuck shattered 16 out of
20 single targets to Delongs's 17. The
ten paces event resulted in 11 for Mrs.
Shattuck and 13 for Mr. Delong. Mrs.
Shattuck killed 16 out of her 20 live birds.
Deiong- scored 19 dead pigeons and won
the triangular contest.
