WIPED OUT BY FLAMES

LEAD, 8. D, VISITED YESTERDAY
BY HALF-MILLION-DOLLAR
i CONFLAGRATION

FORTY BUILDINGS BURNED

Flames Start in an Upper Main
Street Saloon at 1 0'Clock In the
Morning, and Despite the Use of
Dynamite and Work of Firemen,
Lay Waste Large Portion of Busi-
ness District.

LEAD, 8. D. March 8-—(Special.)—
Fire that started in the Dalkenberg sa-
loon, on upper Main street, at 1:30 o'clock
this morning, resisted all efforts to ex-
tinguish it until twelve hours later, dur-
ing which time the principal business por-
tlon of upper Main street was destroyed,
forty buildings belng swept away and &
property damage of $500,000.

There was a high wind, and water in
the street mains was scarce and at low
pressure. The local fire department, aid-
ed by five companies from surrounding
towns, made no headway against the
sweep of the flames. In half a dozen
places dynamite was used to check the
fire, as it approached valuable property,
and in this way some good was accom-
plished. i

The J. N. Searle meat market and the
Millie Kemp photograph gallery, adjoin-
ing on the east, caught and were par-
tially consumed. P. A. Gushurt's grocery,
in a brick building, was skipped.

Fire caught -on three wooden buildings
east of Gushurt’s store, occupied by &
meat market by Marcoux, furniture, and
L.. D. Jacobs, stalonery; the Miners’
union hall, at the rear of these buildings,
caught next, and, at the same time, the
fire jumped across Bleeker streest and
destroyed W. R. Dickinson's pharmacy,
W. B. Perkins' stationery store, Curon’s
real estate office, L. P. Jenkins’' phar-
macy, and gutted two saloons and gents’
furnishing stores.

The fire from the Miners' union hall
spread north, soon having the cheap
boarding houses and ‘‘tenderloin district’”
surrounded. The conflagration then
spread to the rear of some wooden build-
ings on Main street, and everything was
soon ablaze. Commencing with the Abe
Fink Cigar Manufacturing company, the
fire destroped the Black Hills Telephone
company’s office, Henry Jacobs’ hardware
store, the stores of Knesler Bros., con-
fectionery; Wolff Fink, jewelry; Fawecett
& Delhant, groceries; J. 1. Cranson, tai-
lor; Bargelet, jewelry; American Express
office, and a saloon.

Across Pine street the fire consumed
Cotton & Andrews’ saloon, O. Berg’s jew-
elry store, 8. W. Bower's office, the
Western Union telegraph office, Keystone
tailor shop, Andrews’ barber shop and
the Homestake lodging house.

For a time there seemed to be no
chance of saving the entire business por-
tlon of the city. ‘Al of the glass in the
buildings on the east side of Mill street
and the south side of Main street was
broken, and, for a time, it was feared
that the Homestake brick store, Hearst
free library and stamp mills would be de-
stroyed.

Fire companies came from Deadwood,
Terraville and Central City. The esti-
mated loss of forty buildings is placed
at $500,000, which is covered by about $150,-
0000 insurance. Most of the business
blocks burned were wooden, and they will
be replaced immediately by stone and
brick structures, including a three-story
hotel. Lead has been cleared of the
bawdy houses and a number of saloons.
Plans are already being made for- tem-
porary shelter for the burned-out mer-
chants,

HERMAN’'S VOICE RAISED.

Mass Meeting Condemns the British
for Waging the Present War.
HERMAN, Minn., March 8.—(Special.)—
At a pro-Boer meeting held here Satur-
day, with W. T, Ziebarth, chairman, and
E. W. Lee, secretary, the following res-

olutions were unanimously adopted:
‘Whereas, An unjustifiable war is being

_waged against two sister republics of

South Africa by an unscrupulous, greedy
and powerful nation, and

‘Whereas, Said powerful nation refused
to arbitrate, and, according to authentic
reports of proceedings during and pre-
vious to the controversy, has shown that
it wished, and had determined to subju-
gate the people of said republics, thereby
gaining control of and practically conﬁ's-
cating the rich gold mines situated with-
in the Transvaal republic, ostensibly to
enable the already wealthy English mine
owners to practically escape taxation
and increase their dividends. And

Whereas, The claim of the English rul-
ers that the property of the English citi-
zens was being unjustly taxed, and that
English citizens were being unjustly
treated by unjust laws, is not borne out
by facts, but is contradicted by acts and
testimony of citizens of other nations
living under the same laws. And

Whereas, The English are using so-
called lyddite shells, whose barbarous
effect can be classed with the poisonous
arrows used long ago by the savages
of North America, thus taking a mean
advantage of a foeman worthy of their
steel. Now, therefore, be it

Resolved by the citizens of Herman,
Minn., in mass meeting assembled, That
we extend our sincere and heartfelt sym-
pathy for the brave people of the South
African republics in this their just but
unequal struggle for liberty, and hope
that they may be able to maintain their
independence against the aggressors. Be
it further

Resolved, That we condemn the English
statesman whose mean and exasperating
diplomacy precipitated this unjust and
wholly unnecessary war. Be it further

Resolved, That we condemn the state-
ment made by certain people, that the
war on the part of England is just,
civilizing and Christianizing, as such
statements are misleading, and not sub-
stantiated by facts and circumstances
leading up to this Satanic conflict,

‘“Everywhere I seem to see him and
wherever he happens to be pecple stop
and turn rcund for another look. Where.
ever he goes, with his alert step and ls
grave, strong look, confident opinion and
spirit seems to spread around. He looks
so thoughtful, o determined, that every
move seems part of a definite scheme,

“I gét a glimpse at him alone in a big
office room. ~1t is a very small matter to
him, which I want to put before him, 1
am thinking. But he does not seem to
think so. To him no detail seems unim-
portant. He considers it rapidly but
thoughtfully, gives a decision and a
reason for it and then that subject dis-
missed remembers to say something of a
subject that is very close to the heart
of every Daily Mail writer and every
Dally Mail reader, too.

“Lord Roberts is the man with the plan,
the man who knows what he is going to
do and is taking every step for it. And
the colonists, who were getting very
anxious, are since he has been among
them, fuller of enthusiasm, qulicter and
more resolute. Seeing him they have
confidence in him.

ANTI-BRITISH DEMONSTRATION,

French Stundents Offer Iusuits to
English Consul.

BORDEAUX, March 8.—Late yesterday
evening a number of students and others,
issuing from a pro-Boer meeting, marcheq
to the British consulate, battered down
the door, shattered the windows with
stones and then proceeded to the con-
sul's private residence, where they in-
dulged in a similar demonstration.

The police dispersed the mob and ar-
rested several of the disturbers. The
prefect of the Gironde, the mayor of

Bordeaux, and the commissary of police,

called on the consul today and expressed
their regret at the occurrences.

PARIS, March 8.—M. Del Casse, minis-
ter of foreign affairs, i{s sald to have
written a private letter to Sir Edmund
Monson expressing deep regret at the
Bordeaux demonstration on Wednesday,
and saying that measures will be taken
to punish the offenders and prevent a re-
currence.

SIGNALED TO BOERS,

Alleged Amerelan in Kimberley Is
Given Term in Prison.

LONDON, March 9.—The Daily Mail
has the following from Kimberley, dated
Wednesday:

‘““Benjamin Silpent, born in Russfa, and
alleged to be an American citizen, has
been sentenced to three vears’ imprison-
ment at hard labor for signaling to the
enemy during the siege.”

Expert Wilson's Comments.

LONDON, March 9.—Mr, Spencer Wil-
kinson, commenting in the Morning Post
today upon the ‘‘difficulty in quite under-
standing I.ord Roberts’ operations in de-
tail,” says:

‘‘Probably Lord Roberts intends to
strike the rallway some distance north of
Bloemfontein, compeliing the retreating
Boers to make their way north by a
circuitous route, and they may after all
be intercepted. The government should
be warned by his dispatches of the ur-
gency of sending remounts.

““The news from Mafeking makes one
wonder as to its chances of relief, for,
even with a mounted force, Mafeking is
three weeks’ march from Kimberley.”

George White has cabled the surveyor
general as follows:

“Ladysmith, March 7, 1900.—T thank
your excelléncy, and through you, Can-
ada, for congratulations in name of self
and Ladysmith garrison.

BIG REWARD IS OFFERED

FIVE THOUSAND DOLLARS FOIL
SLAYER OF WILLIAM GOEBEL.

FRANKFCRT, Ky., March S.—The re-
ward commission recently created by the
bill passed through the present legisla-
ture, held its initial meeting today, and
among other things adopted the follow-
ing resolutions.

Resolved, That $5,000 out of the sum
appropriated creating a commission for
the purpose of apprehending and bring-
Ing to justice the murderers of Gov. Will-
iam Gecebel, and appropriating $100,000
thereof, be paid as a reward for the ap-
prehension, arrest and conviction, as
principal or accessory, of each person en-
gaged in the murder of Gov. Willlam
Goebel. In the event the number of con.
victions exceeds ten, then the rward paid
will be pro rata, as the whole number
of such convictions is to $50,000.”
