A BLOW AT CORRUPTION.

While the cntire American people of
this generation have been stirred deep'y
from time to time regarding the miscon-
duct of corrupt politicians In the city of
New York, and reform movements hive
sprung up like mushrooms in that com-
munity year after year, in the endeavor
to overturn the rule of corruptionists, it
has remained true that, on the basis of
sheer political and public robbary, the
big city could never be compared with
the town on the Schuylkill which we have
always identified with the peaceful and
stald ways of the Quakers. Philadclphia
has been for twenty years and over the
most consistently and uniformly corrupt
city in the Union. It has been always
under Republican control, and the dom-
inating influence in its political 'i‘e has
been the gentleman whose title t) a sea*
by executive appointment {n the United
States senate has already been virtually
decided in his favor. Senator Quay is
easily the foremost citizen of the state of
Pennsylvania; but in the city of Phi'a-
delphia his sway is as ab:olute as if h>
held a commission from its people to
govern it at his will.

Around electlon time the press of the
country gives some attention to the pol-
Itics of Philadelphia. This Is so because
a reform movement more or less se.ious
comes to the front on such occasions. Of
late years Mr. John Wanamaker has
played the chief part in the Philadelphia
reform movements. But, in every case,
the great administration statesman, Sen-
ator Quay, emerges from the fray a3
completely master of himself and his city
as he had been at any time before. Tho
effort to put him in jail, or to excude
him from the senate,or in anywise tomin-
imize his Influence, has always resulted
in the same way. He has always come
férth stronger and more secure in his
control than ever before.

The latest reform movement in Phila-
delphia presents at least a shadow of
success. It has been effective in at least
a small way in breaking Quay's egrip on
the community. The small end of the
wedge has been inserted a very brief als-
tance, but far enough to indicate that
the huge block of popular insens bility
may be parted before another generation
comes on the scene.

The Philadelphia politlclans do not pPay
much heed to party divisions when they
are in pursuit of the spoils, and hence
it is said that Mr. Quay has been able
to find quite a few lieutenants amcng
the ward politicians who profess to b2
Democrats. These men have been electad
to office more than once In political di-
vistons where, were votes not a mer-
chantable commodity, no Democrat could
secure a majority of the votes cast.
There {8 danger that these gentry are
about to lose their occupations. Dem-
ocrats have in the election just closed
shown very clearly that they will not ba
parties to the conspiracies which have
Kept their city a very stronghold of cor-
rupt Republicanism. They united th-ir
votes with decent Republicans, with the
result that four magistrates, all of whom
had been refused nomination by the ma-
chine politicians, were elected by ggced
round majorities, while the old-time ma-
chine Republican vote was pretty badly
split up.

This result is due to an organization of
business and laboring men, known as
the Municipal league, which has never
ceased, even ‘under the most dispiriting
conditions, to strive for the reltef of the
community. The importance of the re-
sult will be seen when it Is understocd
that in Philadelphia local elections have
been in great measure so many pub’ic
farces enacted to humbug the voters int»
the belfef that they were malntaining
party principles by thelr votes; whereas,
in New York, the elections are fought out
vear after year with spirit and deter-
mination by both sides.

The happlest feature of the recent Phil-
adelphia electlon is, after all, that the
citadel of the power of that monster cor-
ruptionist, Matthew Stanley Quay, is li-
able soon to pass into the hands of his
enemies—the decent people of the city of
Philadelphia.

Washington Gossip, Palitical and
Otherwise, for the Readers
of the Globe.
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WASHINGTON, March 9.—(Special.)—
President McKinley is going to make a
good many enemies by the course he is
pursuing in dgnoring prominent men in
his party regarding the selection of .dele-
gates to the Philadelphia convention. It
is said to be the purpose of Maj. McKin-
ley to endeavbr to have every delegate
in attendance hig'personal friend. [n-
ltke Benjamin Harrison in 1892, Maj. Mc-
Kir@ley is anxious that professional pol-
iticians or federal officeholders shall
not be sent to the national convention at
which he will be renominated for the
presidency.

In taking the course that the president
is, he is compelled, as before stated,
to ignore the advice of some of the
shrewdest politicians in his party. To
do this means that these men will not
be enthusiastically in favor of his re-
nomination or re-election. President
Harrison discovered to his cost, when he
was put up for re-election, that he was
impolitic in not consulting the so-called
professional politicians. Mr. Harrison
was defeated for a second term by Grover
Cleveland, and it has since been charged
by men who knew the situation then ex-
isting, that had Mr. Harrison catered
somewhat to the so-called professional
politicians in his party;, that his defeat
1woulc:l not have been so overwhelm-
ng.

Mr. McKinley, in taking a somewhat
different step, s, however, certain (o
anger some of the political leaders, and
they may, as a result, give his candidacy
lukewarm support this fall. He is, how=
ever, a much cleverer pollticlan than
was Mr., Harrison, and in conducting his
own campaign, so far as the election
of national delegates favorable to him
is concerned, may realize exactly what
he is doing, and therefore manage his
own affairs successfully. In giving the
professional politiclans the “go-by,” so
to speak, Maj. McKinley may strengthen
himself with the people, and the result
will be a bigger vote for him at the
polis next November than he otherwise
would secure,

Col. Bryan is also pursuing rather a
radical course in managing his own can-
vass to secure his own nomination at the
Kansas City convention. He is also en-
deavoring to have sent as delegates to
this convention his strong personal fol-
lowers from every state in the Union. In
attempting to_do this he is naturally fail-
ing to glve dye consideration to the ad-
vice glven him by some of the old Demo-
cratic leaders. They will undoubtedly re-
sent Col. Brygn's course, bui, 'as the Ne-
braska statesman will be in supreme con-
trol at the Kansas (ity convention, these
old warhorses will. probauiy consider it
wise to keep their disappointment to
themselves. :

Col. Bryan, it is also stated, still pro-
poses, notwithstanding that he has been
advised against it, to take charge of the
Democratic campaign after the Kansas
City convention completes its work. It
will matter little to him, so it is said,
who is the national committee's figure-
head. It will be  Bryan's instructions
which will be followed until the polls
close on election day in November, 1300.

It is generauy understood by politicians
of alil parties in Washington that the
mails in the coming campaign will not
be burdened with such a flood of cam-
paign documents as has been the case in
previous presidential and national con-
gressional elections. The Republican na-
tional campaign committee has already
determined to put hundreds of the best
speakers in the party on the stump in
every state as soon as the national ¢am-
paign opens, which will be shortly after
the Philadelphia convention completes its
work. In this big list of speakers will be
found men such as Dolliver, of Iowa; Lit-
tlefield, of Maine; Grosvenor, of Ohio; T.
E. Byrnes, of Minnesota; Representative
Cushman, of Washingtoh state; Payne, of
New York; Lorimer, of Chicago; Spooner,
of Wisconsin; Wolcott, of Colorado;
Beveridge, of Indfana; Metcalf, of Cali-
fornia, and others of equal prominence.

In the Democratic list, for the Demo-
crats will follow the same course in-
augurated by the Republicans, will be
Richardson, of Tennessee; Balley, of
Texas; McClellan, of New York; Sulzer,
of New York; Fitzgerald, of Massa-
chusetts,and this list of Democrats will be
headed by such star orators as Col. Bryan
and Col. James Hamilton Lewis, of Wash-
ington state. :

While it is not possible that congress
will enact a law providing for the elec-
tion of senators by direct vote of the
people, the opinlon is gaining ground
among public men in the national capital
that within the near future a bill mak-
ing provision of this kind will pass.

ITS FIRST YEAR'S WORK.
Is Renewed by White Bear Im-
provement Asociation.

The work of {ts first year was reviewed
at a meeting of the White Bear Im- |
provement association held last night at
the Commercial club. The annual elec-
tion of officers occurred and plans were |
formulated looking towards speedy In-|
corporation. !

The election of officers resulted in the |
cholce of Judge Clark, of White Bear, as |
president, vice H. T. Drake, who by
reason of the demands upon him fclt him-
self unable to accept the offer of an-
other term. M. E. Kost was prevailed
upon to act for another year as secre-
tary, and David Hanna was re-elected
treasurer, J. M. Goldsmith was chosen
a9 vice president of the associatlon.

The secretary’s report showed that the
assoclation was organized March 10 last.
By its efforts an appropriation of $3,000
per year for a period of two years was
secured from the”legislature, the money
to be expended ir improvement of White |
Bear lake. During the year $342 was ex<
pended in removing weeds from the

shores and repairing washouts.: The seec-
retary reported that the board of county
commissioners had made a survey of the
thoroughfare around the lake for a
boulevard. A survey was also made for
a flume to tap the overflow of Pine Tree
lake, with. the idea of maintairing the
height of White Bear. /

The matter of maintaining a good water
level on the lake received considerable
attentlon. The proposed method of se-
curing additional water from Pine Tree
lake received commendation, and the
members expressed the hope that the
flume be constructed soon.

President Drake reported that the case
against the ice companies was progress-
ing well. He also reported that he haa
learned that the street rallway com-
pany was drawing water from the lake]
through a six-inch intake pipe to cool
the dynamos at the Wildwood power

house. This water was not returned
again, but emptied into a swamp. He
had threatened an action unless the

cured a promise that as soon as the frost
leves the ground the company will not
only build works to return the water,
but at their own expense will drain tr.:e
swamp Into White Bear.

YOU CAN HELP THE CENSUS.

Supervisor Yanish Makes a Valun-
ble Suggestion to Cltlzens.

St. Paul, as well as Minneapolis, can
glve employment to census enumerators.
This was the statement made yesterday
at the office of Supervisor Yanish, Pio-
neer Press building. So far none have
been decisively named, but the applica-
tions are not yet up to the required num-
ber and some will necessarily have td be
rejected. There are 156 enumerators
to be named by Mr. Yanish. Of these
98 will be in St. Paul.

There is an impresslon existing that
an application to become a census enus
merator binds the applicant to work for
the government. This {s erroneous. Un-
til the man is commissioned he is still
at liberty to choose some other employ~
ment. The commissions will be made
out between March 25 and April 1. It is
expected that the work will be completed |
by June 1,

Of the ninety-one test schedules sent
out three have been returned. Five daya
are allowed in which to make returns of
these schedules. To enumerators in |
sparsely settled territory a per diem sal- |
ary will be pald, ranging from $3 to $5. |
When the work actually begins, the force |
at census headquarters in the clty will
be considerably augmented. Aside from
those employed in the rooms there will
be extra or speclal men to go over the
rcutes of enumerators, correct up thelr‘
work, help them out and pick up loose |
ends of the business. Each enumerator
will be expected to make a daily report
by postal card of his work. At its |
conclusion he will make a report on
blanks for that purpose. These reports
are shipped direct to the bureau at |
Wshington, D. C., where an Immense |
force of clerks will do the tabulating
and preparing ‘‘copy” for the printer.

It is suggested by Supervisor Yanlish
that persons likely to leave St. Paul be-
tween now and June 1 call at the office
of the local bureau and leave their name
and such other information as they
may desire. By dolng so they will not
be missed In the final report of the popu-
lation of the city. There will not again
be an opportunity afforded to correct the
list for ten years for the government, or
five years for the state census.

MAIN ON WABASHA BRIDGE.
Addition to West Side Water Sup-
ply Facllities,

The board of water commissioners at a
meeting held yesterday declded to lay a
sixteen-inch main on the Wabasha street
bridge. For years the West side has been
dependent for its water supply on the
sixteen-inch main which is laid on the
river bottom below Robert street bridge.
Several times the entire water supply of
the Sixth ward has been cut off by
breaks in the main, which have taken
several days to repalr. The placing of a
sixteen-inch mdin on the Wabasha street
bridge will prevent any future trouble of
this kind, and there will be little If any
trouble in making repairs when needed.
The placing of the main will cost about
$6,000, there being about 1,100 feet of pipe
required on the bridge. The main on
Wabasha street will have to be extended
from Third street to the bridge, and on
the West side from the end of the bridge
to Indiana avenue.

Six-inch mains were ordered laid on
Stewart avenue, from Bay to Otto street,
and on Warsaw street, from Jefferson to
Palace, providing hall a dozen consumers
on each street would agree to use city
water. H. W. Davis, D. E. Elfenbein,
David Kribbs, Louis Grathwol and James
Mullaney were appointed hose inspectors,
the appointments to date from May 1, at
salaries of $1.50 per day.
