MOSTLY SIX-KOTJND BOUTS

Hus Become a Feuture of the l'hy»-

lcal igxerclMe* in Some of tlie

l'ubllo School*—V. \V. It>dor Dlm-

cuNsei Some of the Fighter*—

McUovern the Cireatext of Them

All.

he has accomplished this not particularly
as a patron of the "manly art," but It
has come from the successful result of
an effort to regulate the sport.

Right at this time Chicago Is the great

fistic center of the country, and so many
good boxers are at hand to fill up a box-
ing programme* that promoters of pugilis-
tic events are frequently obliged to turn
down requests from topnotchers in the-
various classes who desire engagements
before local clubs. In Jten years residence
here I have never known a time when
the sport was in higher favor. This is
somewhat surprising when It is remem-
bered that the legislature only a few
years ago passed a very severe law
against prizefighting in Illinois.

SIX-ROFND BOUTS ALLOWED.
When this law was passed basement

and barn "scrappers" came Into great
prominence, and, under previous mayors,
prizefights, largely for stakes and among
men unfit for such contests, were of fre-
quent occurrence. The police could notstop them, and the nature of the sport,
by the way in which it was promoted,
drew to it the moat disreputable in a
great? city. When Mayor Harrison came
into office he was urged to permit six-
round public contests, and realizing that
such permission mig-ht be advantageous
gave his consent.
I have not heard of a fight in private

for a year, and do not think such a con-
test would draw a corporal"s guard. Pub- j
lie bouts draw only when the best men I
are engaged, the bout between Terry Me-
Govern and Eddie Santry, In this city a
few weeks ago, showing gate receipts of
slightly over $16,000. In this contest the
boxers divided ?8,000, and this sum. was
larger than the gross receipts at any pre-
vious boxing show ever given In Chicago,
and the gross receipts were larger than atany of the big fights in New York, not
excepting the Jeffries-Sharkey contest.

There are other points in connection with
the six-round bouts In c.-cago which are
full of interest. New York has had the
supposed advantage of the Ilorton law,
which permitted bouts of twenty-five
rounds, yet you of the Northwest know
that more scandal and various sorts of
trouble have grown out of one or two of
these contests than all i..at have been
held in Chicago for a year. In fact It is
an exception when a light given in New
York these days Is free from scandal. The
result has been to urge the repeal of the
Horton law and provide a new (Lewis)
bill, which limits the bouts to twelve
rounds, and I quote from the New Yoik I
World the statement that the new bill
Is receiving the indorsement of Al Smith,
Phil Dwyer and the best patrons of tha
sport.

Terry mi^ut «et a jub or two coming in,
bur he takes such punishment gamely,
ami, refusing to clinch, stays close to his
man. His blows are simply nihiiafure
Sullivan Jolt.s, but equally effective. Sel-
dom does McGovern move his hand? more
than eighteen inches, but in that distance
his blows acquire terrible speed and pow-
er. In his style he wastes no force in
wild swings- indeed, he seldom swings—

and in moving directly at the object and
through the shortest journey for his fists,

he gets to the point far more quickly and
effectively than the swinger, or even the
jabber.

out that the table T was using, was a
brand new one, and that the varnish on
it was a ve.ritab'.e mirror. The preach-
er had seen the reflection of t-ho cupped
cards in th:s mirror, and, of course, had
no difficulty in picking out the card I
called. After that I never played on a
new table without putting a handker-
chief under the cards.'

"I do not recall any especially big
faro games on the river, but I remember
one that was in progress at Fifth and
Market streets about !StJ2. Anyhow, It
was during the war. That was a no.
limit game. It was run by men who had
come in with the army, and they an-
nounced that they would play for any
sum that any one wanted to bet. I have
seen hundreds of thousands of dollars
on that table; for the players would start
Into the game with fifty, one hundred,
five hundred and one thousand dollar
bills, and most of the winners would leav*
the money on the board in the hope of
doubling It..

"One of the most noted of the men
that played big faro gamesx in those
days was George Fagley. Fagley was
at one time the keeper of a coffee house,

but he got to gambling, and in a short
while got so rich at the game that he
abandoned his coffee house. Fagley ac-
quired a national reputation as a furo
player, and his luck seemed to be un-
ending. His fame came to be so great

that a noted gambler from the South—it
was from New Orleans. 1 think—made up
his mind that ho would see if he could
not put a stop to Fagleys run of liu-k.
So ho came up here and opened up a

faro game, with the expressed lnten~

tlon of showing Fagley that there was
one faro dealer that had as much lurk

at the game as Fagley ever had. Now,

it was not any trick at all -to get Fag-

ley into a faro game. Tie was always
ready to play, and the game could not
be too stiff for him. So he and i.h<»
man from the South got together in

short order.
"Fagley had better luck that night

than even he had ever had, and in half
an hour ne had won the whole $50,000

that the Southern gambler had brought

up with him. The Southern .man kep»

the money in a cigar box. When it was
empty, he crushed it. threw it Into th©
tire, and swore he would never deal faro
again.

"But Fagley went the way of all gam-
blers. After awhile his luck left him and
he died a poor man."
