STATE AUDITOR RECEIVES AB-
STRACT OF TAX LISTS LEVIED
FOR THE YEAR 1599

LESS THAN THE YEAR BEFORE

Ramsey Hasx o Lower Rate on Iis

Taxable Properiy in Mills Than
Hennepin County, While the Lat-
ter Has a Valuation of Twently
Millions in Excess of Ramsey—
State Valuation Higher,

State Auditor Dunn has received ab-
stracts of lists of the tax levied in 1899
and due the first of the year from every
county in the state and completed a
compilation of thé figures showing the
rate valuation on and of all classes of
property. The totals are as follows:

Total valuation, all classes, $585,083,328;
total taxes levied, $14,539,285.

Of the total amount levied the state
will receive $2,026,774, which 1s somewhat
less than the year before., With the ex-
ception of the year 1870 the total levy
in mills is a fraction higher than ever
before. The total tax levied for all
purposes averages for the whole state
2485 wills. This, however, varies from
17 t. 30 mills, according to the locality.
Ramsey has a rate of 22.58, while Henne-
pin county pays 2891 mills on all its
taxable property, with a valuation of
$20,000,000 in excess of Ramsey county.

State Auditor Dunn’s own county has
the distinction of paying the highest rate
of taxation, that of 48.47 mills, while
Carver county gets off with 17 mills, or
very nearly two-thirds less. Carver
county, however, is one of the older and
settied localities in the state and
its internal improvements were paid for
years ago. On the other hand, Mille
Lacs is one of the new counties, in set-

{ tlement at least, and is paying for many

local improvements.

The vaiuation list of all the taxable
property in the state, while higher last
yvear than 1856 and 1897, is lower than at
any time since 1892, when it was about
$50,000,000 more than this year and re-
mained high until 1896, when it dropped
about $60,000,000. With a decrease in the
valuation ‘ast year and an increase in
the rate of levy it is very apparent that
either the assessor’s figures last year
were not nigh enough or that they were
excessive up to 1896,

The tables give the total number of
acres of land subject to taxation in Min-
nesota, exclusive of town lots, as 35,-
946,834, valued according to the returns at
$252,180,126. The average value of acre
property is placed at $7.02, running all
the way from $1.42 to $40. Hennepin
county heads the list in the matter of
value, while Aitken acres can be bought

for 20 cents, but usually the price is
1 $1.42, Comparatively farm property is
assessed about where it was in 1898,

i

there being but $2,000,000 increase in the
valuation.

The value of town and city lots Is
placed at $240,095,048. This item includes
structures, and is an increase of less
than $1,000 060 over the figures of the pre-
ceding year, but not any ways near as
high as before the hard times. Personal
property held in Minnesota Is assessed
at 392,808,154, which is approximately
$3,000,000 increase over the year before.
The total tax levied, amounting to $i4,-
1,295, is distributed to the credit of the

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HANLINE HAS A PLAN

WILL ASK FOR A NEW FIFTEBN-
MINUTE STREET CAR
SERVICE

MEANS A NEW SINGLE TRACK

From the Corner of University and
Minnehaha Along the Last Named
Street to Prior Avenue—The com-
pany Seems Inclined to Do Any-
thing Reasonable for the Ham-
line Residents in the Matter.

The street car qucstion wasg qulte lib-
erally discussed at a meeting of Hamline
citizens, held ar the engine house last
evening, resulting in a plan being adopied
which will be satisfactory to all inter-
ested. A committee comsisting of R. C.
Dunu, Thos. Montgomery, L. J. Hill,
£rof. A. Z. Drew and J. R. Rossman was
appointed to present resolutions to the
street car company embodying the vizws
of those present at the meeting.

The city railway company will be ask-
ed to put on a fifteen-minute service to
Snelling avenue and Minnehaha street,
each alternate car going up Snelling

connect with the Cemo Interurban. Kv-
ery other car will run west on Minneha-
ha to Prior down to University. "he
plan will necessitate the construction of
a new single track line from the corner
of University and Minnehaha along the
last named street to Prior.

There is every probability that the re-
sult of last night’s meeting will settle
the street car question, for the tline be-
ing, at least. The street car company has
given assurances in the past of its will-
ingness to give Hamline any reasonable
service, whenever the people could unan-
imously agree upon a plan, It is expect-
ed that the bridge over the Great North-
ern tracks will be completed within a
short time, when the line through to
Langford avenue can be opened again.
However, this branch is of comparauvely
little importance, as there are but few
houses beyond the bridge. The new
branch running west to Prior on Minne-
haha will be a great convenience for peo-
ple living along that route. It was stated
by representatives from that section cf
Hamline that fully 138 houses were locat-
ed along the proposed new route.

There was but little opposition to the
plan, and a show of hands showed less
than a half dozen opposad to Lhe plan.
Prof. Geo. 8. Innis was chalrmana of the
meeting and Willlam Brink acted as sec-
retary. The committee will eall upon tha
officials of the city raillway company somsa
time during the week.

ASKS CONGRESSIONAL AID

The Gentleman Has Devoted Ten
Years to the Study of the Prop-
osition of Reclaiming Vast Tracts
Throughgut .the West Not Now
Available for Agricultural Pu:--
poses,

Before a joint session at the Chamber
of Commerce yesterday afternoon, at
which .all ‘the commercial bodles of the
city were ‘represented, George H. Max-
well, secretary of the National.drrigation
association, made an éxecellent address,
in which he outlined the movement
which he represents. The greater part
of his remarks dealt with the ‘possibili-
ties of reclaiming, Eovernmeht lands in
Montana ~ with the‘-eo-operation of the
federal gavernment,

Mr, Maxwell has devoted ten years
study to .the proposition of reclaiming
the vast tracts throughout the Wes:,
which are not available for agricultural

purposes through lack of ade-
quate water supply. In speak-
Ing of the work of the irrfgation

assoclation, he explained that the organ-
ization does not seek to establish an ir-
rigation system In Montana and Western
states through private enterprise, 'but
devotes its attention to organizing a
movement to bring pressure to bear upon
the government looking towards appro-
priations for the work, and the estab-
lishment of a system adequate to the
needs of the country, at government cost.
He referred particularly to Montana,
since the state offers the best advantage
for this work and has the largest area
of avallable waorthless government lands.

“Such an enterprise as this is too great
for private -corporations,” said Mr. Max-
well. “The.government only can take it
up and carry it through successfully.
Montana ha€” tremendous tracts of land
which shouldbe available for cultivation,
which are worth nothing because of ths
lack of water. The plan of the associa-
tion is to secure action from the gov-
ernment, by whick the necessary works
shall be established, the cost to be added
to the price”of government lands. In
this way “the government would lose
nothing and. the .state and the entire
Northwest would receive tremendous
benefit from ‘the rush of settlers to take
up farms in the new districts. From
the St. Mary’s lakes, m the Northwest-
ern part of the state, there is a natural
watershed extending east and west, east
as far as the Milk river, admirably
adapted to irrigation purposes. The
south-central part of the state, where
millions of acres of good land could be
reclaimed, could be irrigated from the
Missouri and Yellowstone rivers at smail
cost.

“From the present congress, the most
we are seeking is an increase in the
appropriation to the hydrographic bu-
reau of from $50,000 to $250,000, the addl-
tional funds to be expended in securing
accurate and reliable surveys of the arid
lands, and In securing plans of an irri-
gation system, with estimates of cost,
covering the tracts which we desire to Ir-
rigate.

“The reclalming of these lands would
prove a sourse of vast benefit to the en-
tire Northwest, and to the cities as
well.”

Mr. Maxwell explained the methods of
frrigation successfully used in California
and advocated the establishment of res-
ervoirs at the headwaters of Montana
rivers, to be used to aid navigation and
preserve supplies of water for 1rrlg§tmn.
At the close of his address a vote of
thanks was' extended. - The local coms.
merclal bodies will conslder the matters
brought  up. by Mr. Maxwell at their
individual sions.
