At the moment, however, the money mar- j
ket Is chiefly under the Influence of the I
expected refunding operations*, which will I
liM'viUibl., .in.-.- temporary derangement. .
The recenl unusual expansion in bank j

The National Zeitung
says it has trustworthy information that
no Prussian loan will be Issued in 1900,
and that an imperial loan is Improbable, j
Official circles are said to be much con-
cerned over the fall.

Several issues of Industrials last week
were heavily oversubscribed at high
premiums. The Berlin society of elec-
trical undertakings will offer next Tues-
day 15,000,000 marks of 4% per cent ob iga-
tions for subscription at 101.

The Helios company at Cologne haa
secured the contracts for supplying elec-
tric lighting plant to Jiio Janeiro. for
which Ki.OOO.OuO francs of 5 per cent ob-
ligations will be issued:

Speculation in industrials was more
quiet throughout the week, but Prince
Hoheniohe's declaration against the meat
Inspection bill strengthened the market
yesterday. Iron shares continue firm
upon renewed price advances by the
trusts.

mute and others blind, but most of themwhole and sound-to the number of 184were plunged Into a tank of water andbrought out of It gasping and breathless
in the Mount Olivet Baptist church todayThis is the largest number of persons
ever baptized in one Christian church "exclaimed the pastor. Rev. C. T Walker
M he led the last of the dripping proces-
sion from the font to a pew, where thewomen knelt in prayer, and then, shiver-ing, went to a room in the rear of the
church to join others who were changingtheir clothes and preparing to go outinto the chill March wind.

Tho church was crowded with coloredpersons. It was to "please God," the pas-
tor explained, that the ordeal of baptism
must be undergone. All who endured thetrial would be saved, he said, and theirsouls would enjoy eternal and celestialhappines* When invitation was extendedthe congregation moaned with emotion.Men and women arose and shrieked intheir excitement. Several women fainted.The church was so crowded, and thestreet without was so packed with per-sons unable to squeeze their way withinthat five policemen were hurriedly calledto preserve order. An ambulance was
summoned from the Roosevelt hospitaland three old colored women, who hadfainted because of the shock of immer-sion combined with the poor ventilation
of the church, were carried to theirhomes.

The extraordinniary scene was the culmination of a series of revival services

than M persons to take communion be-side the 184 who were Immersed today
The preacher has gained the title of the"Colored John the Baptist."

"The judging of dogs is upon a basisof comparison," he continued. "No dogis perfect. Each has his weak spots and
the matter of passing upon entries
amounts to comparing the dogs as you
might two bolts of silk. This general
subject is a fairly deep one, and would
stand a lot of explanation, but it would
be interesting chiefly to dog fanciers asagainst gentlemen owning dogs It ishard to judge local dogs in many casesand give satisfaction In all cases for thereason that every man, and every womanfor that matter, thinks he or she has the
best animal. This is as it should be. orelse there would be no rivalry and pos-sibly no dog shows. Some women are
keen judges of good dogs, seeming in-
tuitively to pick out and recognize the
animal's good points. In several of theEastern .shows women are selected asjudges in several of the breeds such as
St. Bernards, Great Danes, pugs, etcThey are well judged, too.

"Judges have odd experiences. A judge
whose reputation is national told me hewas passing upon the merits of two dogs
owned and shown by neighbors. Whenthe decision was made and the award an-
nounced the loser protested that hisneighbors dog was blind of an eye

CHINA TO OPEN TKE BOOR
TERRITORIAL SPHRKKS OF IX-

FUBX(K TO RE AROLISHKD.

SAN FRANCISCO. Cal., March 11.—
President Benjamin lde Wheeler, of the
University of California, in an address
last night to the B^ontloello club, gave
the details of the negotiations which Sec-
retary of State Hay,has .had under way
for some time relative ; to the China
"open door." President Whee-ler learned
the negotiations while in conversation
with Secretary Hay, during his recent
visit to Washington. President Wheeler
said:

"In the course of the week Secretary

of State Hay will announce to the peo-
ple a victory not of war—call it diplo-
macy, if you pleas - In thai the doors of
China will be opened to the commerce of

I the world. H<> has reached an under-
standing with Great Britain, France,
Russia and Germany, which does away
with territorial sphered of influence. Ac-
cording to the terms of the agreement
there will be no longer any sphere of in-
fluence in the Flowery Kingdom. Cus-
toms tariffs will be abolished, as well as
other Imposts upon shipping. The idea
Is to make the ports free to Hie world's
commerce and Rive all nations a free
hand in the exporting markets. Tt is
the consummation of the British idea of
the 'open door," which found so strong
an advocate in Lord Boresford."

El Diarlo de la Marina, discussing agri-
cultural developments, says today:

Fall-
ing this, the law should take its course,
so that the land may come Into the hands
of those having sufficient money to work
it.

SBARRETTI PROTEST.
Comparatively few people attended to-

day's meeting to protest against the ap-
pointment of Mgr. Sbarretti td the bis-h-
--oprlc of Havana. A committee of four,
including Gen. Maximo Gomez, was ap-
pointed to visit the bishop and to inform
him respectfully of the wishes of the
Cuban people. It was argued that It

-would be better to tak& this course on
the chance that Mgr. Sbarretti would
express a willingness to resign and thus
to save the work of organizing some
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forty subcommittees of protest from the
various parts of the diocese, as was orig-
inally proposed.

A resolution was offered, advocating
that a protest be sent direct to the pope,
and that nothing further be done until
his answer had been received, but this
was negatived by a large majority, it
being argued that the movement might
grow cold were the agitation to be
dropped for six weeks, the time it w.js es-
timated would be required to get a reply
from Rome.

A representative of the popular commit-
tee of protest, who was present, said
that general manifestations in opposition
to the appointment were about to be
made in the provinces of Matanzas and
Santa Clara on the day afver the land-
ing of Mgr. Sbarretti, but that tbe letter
which Gen. Gomez published in the Ha-
vana papers was telegraphed to many
towns and had the effect of deterring
the intending demonstrators.

WATCHING FOR THE PLAGt'K.
The marine hospital service is keeping

a special lookout for cases of bubonic
plague which might reach Havana on
incoming steamers. All vessels from Mex-
ico are rigidly Inspected. As yet there is
no confirmation of the report of a case
of the plague on the steamer Yucatan,
from Vera Cruz.
