RESEMBLES BANQUO'S GHOST

Council Once Passed a Resolution to
Pay It, but the City Comp-
troller Refused to
Do Se.

Prior to the spring and fall campaigns
every two years the claim of Charles H.
Bandeen for $3,427 is presented to the
council for approval. This being election
year the claim is again before the council,
Sandeen graded Lawson street in 1889, and
after he had commenced the work it was
found the board of public works had fall-
ed to condemn an easement for the slope
along the street. By the time this over-
look had been remedied it was June, 1890,
and the price of labor had risen from
$1.256 to $1.95 per day. Sandeen claims
that the city engineer and board of pub-
lilc works ordered him to go ahead, and
promised to make it right with him as
to the amount he would lose by reason
of not being able to go ahead with the
work as soon as the contract was let.

Ever since then Sandeen has sought to
collect the amount he lost on the con-
tract, but without success. The council
Just before the election of 1892 passed a
resolution ordering the payment of $3,-
427 to Sandeen to settle the claim, but
the comptroller refused to pay it. The
corporation attorney handed an opinion
to the ways and means committee of the
assembly yesterday which was a reitera-
tion of one glven in September, 1896, and
was to the effect that the city was not
liable for the payment of the clialm. The
legal department holds the claim is barred
by the statutes of limitations, and also
by 8 judgment which Sandeen obtained,
and which was paid by the city in No-
vember, 1893. The law which was passed
at the last session of the legisiature to
meet the case, the corporation attorney
says, does not authorize the council to
settle a claim which has been judicially
settled. H. W. Phlillips, attorney for
Sandeen, admitted that there was no
legal clailm against the city, but he in-
sisted that there was a moral and equi-
table claim, and it should be pald. As-
semblyman Thompson declared he was in
favor of settling on the moral obligation
plan, and the matier was lald over in
order that there might be a full {nves-
tigation of the facts in the case.

TRUNK THIEVES ESCAPE

HOTEL CLERK THREW OFFICER
SMITH OFF FROM A HOT TRAIL.

If it had not been for the assurance of
the clerk at the Glenwood hotel, Eighth
and Minnesota streets, Officer Pat Smith
would have captured two burglars at an
early hour yesterday morning. The po-
liceman saw the thieves boldly carrying
a trunk and satchel out of the hotel, and,
suspecting something wrong, interviewed
the clerk. The clerk informed him that
the removai of the trunk and grip was
all right, as It was expected that the
husband of the woman who owned the
property would take it away. Officer
Smith watched the thleves with suspi-
cion even after this statement, -but final-
ly concluded they were acting with au-
thority, and went- about covering his
beat. Within a short time, however, the
clerk ran down the street and informed
Officer Smith that the persons who had
taken the trunk had no claim to it, and
were, in fact, thieves, who had boldly
entered the hotel hallway and carried
off the property. Search for the thieves
was at once made, but no trace of them
could be found. Later Officer Smith found
the trunk and vallse In an alley back of-
the hotel. The trunk had been broken
open and searched, but contained nothing
of value. The valise had been cut open
with a knife and its contents thrown
about the alley. The police are again
looking for the thieves.

THE MEMBERS OF 'THE COMMIS-
BION ADOPT A FEW MORE
CHAPTERS

SCHOOL FINANCES ON DECK

On Motion of Mr. Ambrose Tighe
All Provisions for Per Capita
Taxation Scheme Were
Eliminated.

The ten members of the charter com-
mission who attended the sesslon  last
evening decided Informally that it would
be Dbest to have the new charter sub-
mittéd to.the voters at -the coming city
election. The chapters already adopted
will be turned over to the 1evision com-
mittee next week und it 1s the expecta-
tion that the cntire charter will be ready
for submission to the maycr the first
week in April. The revislon committee
will, as it passes the several chapters,
make notations of the changes and when
the charter is submiited to the mayor
the commission will issue an authorita-
tive synopsis statemenr to the public.

The question of school filnances was
brought up at the meeting last night and
there was a lengthy discussion as to
whether the chapter providing for a per
capita ussessment of not mcre than $25
on the average attendance should be
eliminated. This provision was inserted
in the new charter previous to the de-
cislon of the supreme court which held
the law of 1899, allowing an additional tax
of one and one-half mills, valid. Com-
missioners McNalr and Zimmerman, who
are also merabers of the school board,
favored the new charter allowing the per
capita provision to remain, Both gentle-
men argued that while the law of 1831
and "the law of 139 would allow a tax
of four mills on the assessed valuatlon
in the city, and this, together with the
one mill county tax. and the apportion-
ment from the state, would give $543,000
per year, there would come a time when
the $256 per capita tax on the average at-
tendance would raise more money than
the tax on the assessed valuation, The
school attendance was increasing and, as
Mr. McNair expressed it, there would be
no objection to the:council having two
strings to the bow and the charter should
glve the council the option of either tax-
ing on the assessed valuation or on the
per capita attendance. The motion of
Mr. Tighe to have all provisions for the
per capita taxation scheme ellmminatcd
and base the amount to be raised for
gchool purposes on the laws of 1891 and
1899, together with . what. would be re-
ceived frcm the county one miil tax and
the state apportionment was carried and
the chapter will be amended s¢ as to
conform io this ldea. A

The chapter providing for the beard of
public works was adopted. 1t allows the
members of the board to- serve until the
second Monday in March, 1901, on which
date the mayor is to appoint one member
for a term of on€é year. In March, 1902,
the mayor is to appoint three mewbers
for three years each. In March, 1902, the
mayor js also to appoint a commissioner
of public works for a term of three
vears. The commissioner is to be a duly
qualified civil engineer for five years
previous to appointruent. He is to have
the appointment of a first assistant who
is also to be a civil engineer and the
appointment of other assistants and em-
ployes and is also to fix all salaries. The
commissioner of public works is to have
charge of all engineering work as. well
as the cleaning of the streets and the
removal of wasle and garbage. Until
January, 1901, however, the health coasn
missioner ig to have charge of the re-
moval of garbage and after that date the
clity engineer is to take charge of this
branch. The commissiener of public
works is al¢o to he building inspector
after the term of the present incumbent
has explired.

The commission deeclded that the chap-
ter relating to street sprinkling should
be so drafted that after Jan. 1, 1901, the
street sprinkling shculd be pald from the
general taxation rather than by special
assessment and that under the new plan
the water department should not charge

for the water used in sprinkling the
streets.

FATEN NEW - WARDENS

EXECUTIVE AGENT BEUTNER IS
DETERMINED TO PROTECT
FRATHERED GAMEBE

SPRING SHOOTING ILLEGAL

New Officials Will Be Scattered
Throughout the State on the
Breeding Grounds of
the Game.

Executive Agent Beutner has an-
nounced the appointment of fifteen &ad-
ditlonal wardens, to serve during the
gpring to supplement the regular war-
dens in the protection of feathered game
against spring shooting. Ten additional
wardens will be appointed during the
next ten days, which wiil glve ihe state
game commission the services of twenty-
five speclal wardens during the spring.

For the rirst time in the history of the
state spring shooting will be illegal and
any one shooting any variety of aquatic
fowl between now and September first
will bz llable to prosecution,

Mr. Beutner stated yesterday that the
commission at a recent meeting had de-
cided to vigorously enforce the law, anQ
to this end the extra deputy wardens
have been appointed. The new wardens
will be scattered all over the state, par-
ticularly in sections that would likely be
inhabited by feathered game as breeding
grounds. Mr. Beutner regards ihe new
law a very meritorious one that should
have been spread upon the statute books
vears ago. He believes if ducks, geese,
brandt, etc., find localities in thizs neigh-
borhood where they are not disturbed,
they will, instead of flying way North,
build thelr nests in Minnesota lakes and
rivers and then the future ganie supply
will be practically assured. Mallards and
teal breed very extensively in Minnesota
in sections where they arve not lable to
be disturbed, while the other varieties of
duck usually fly north into Canada be-
fore selecting a place to nest,

Last spring the Wisconsin law went
Into eifect and Mr. Beutner states that
ducks were more plentiful last fall in
that state than for a number of years.
Heretofore In Minnesota there has, to all
practical purposes, been no closed season
for ducks, and at the time when no trua
sportsman would disturb them, thousands
have been slaughtered for the market.
This practice in the past not only
destroyed the visible supply of the game,
but reduced the possibility of a future
supply. Mr. . Beutner anticipates mno
trouble from sportsmen and states that
he will enforce the law rigorously against
any who may attempt to hunt for the
market this spring. ,

The northern flight of acquatic fowl
has not commenced as yet, but a few
warm days will start the birds North,
Mr. Beutner reports a flock of ducks
seen In a field of stubble south of Hinck-
ley, but believes they were a stray flock
of Lake Superior ducks that hang around
all winter, or perhaps an early fiock of
ducks that wintered in the South,

The names of the new wardens Just
appointed have not been made public by
Mr. Beutner, as it is net desirable that
very wide publicity be given either local-
ly or otherwise of the persons who are
to serve the state in thls capacity.

There is, however, an evident disposi-
tlon on the part of the commission men
to disregard the new law prohibiting
spring shooting, and it has been sald
that notices have been sent out stating
that the law is invalid, Mr, Beutner was
asked yesterday regarding the matter
and he stated that section 10 of the game
laws provided that no acquatic fowl
should be caught, taken or killed between
Jan. 1 and Sept. 1. The last part of the
section says that the sale of fowl shall
be prohibited between Jan. 1 and April
16. The claim is made by the commis.
sion men that they will be re¢leased from
responeibility for selling ducks, ete., after
April 15, although it may bhe f{llegal to
kill. This discrepancy evidently crept in
when the bill was enrolled and was dis-
covered by Mr. Beutner when he printeq
the game laws In pamphlet form. The
matter has been submitted to Stan Don-
nelly, attorney for the commission, and
a policy decided upon by the commis-
sion. Sufiicient 1t {8, however, that
the commission will keep a close watch
and prosecute all violators of the law,
and the commission men, where the law
is ignored, will be prosecuted for selling
illegally Kkilled game under the general
laws.
