plaintiff in rebuttal rested. As the West-
ern Union Telegraph company has no
surrebuttal to offer, the jury in the $50,000 j
libel case was dismissed until 9:30 this
morning, when counsel will sum up i
on the merits, and the court deliver his
charge.

He stopped at the Planters' hotel with
his brother, the county attorney of Clay
county, and W. W. Erwin, who occupied ,
the adjoining room. After the conven-
tion had been in session for a while, Mr.
Nye was convinced, he said, that the
spirit that possessed it boded ill for the J
count] y.

So Mr. Nye, as he testified, came back j
to Minneapolis depressed and disturbed, j
His conscience told him the safe thing !
to do was to halt, to stop where he was.
That plank in the Chicago convention de-
nouncing the federal courts, as well as
certain other utterances of that docu-
ment, struck him as having an an-
archistic flavor and he couldn't stand for '
them.

Mr. Nye then recounted how, after his
return home, and his determination not
to work any longer against the Republi- j
cans, E. S. Corser and John Day Smith
waited upon him. He frankly told them >
he was no longer with them, but did !
not commit himself as to what his further !
course would be. That little conference, j
Mr. Nye admitted, was "friendly, but ;
rather stiff and formal."

Finally, along in September, Mr. Nye
thought, the conviction possessed him i
that the welfare of the country demanded j
the election of Mr. McKinley. so he de-
cided to work for the Republican party,
to which, he declared, he had always
belonged.

He admitted that he had a conversa-
tion with Charles A. Plllsbury about
compensation for stumping for the party,
and that he had remarked that he ex-
pected to be paid a reasonable sum for
any political speeches made outside of

"Yesterday Bloemfonteln was occuj<ied
by the British after the burghers had re-
tired In a northern direction. The seat of
the government of tht, Free State has
been already transferred to Kroonstadt."

SALISBURY ANSWERED.

Reply of State Sex-rotary Reltx, of
the Transvaal Republic.

PRETORIA, Wednesday, March 14.—
State Secretary Reitz's refutation of
Lord Salisbury's arguments in the reply
to the Bloemfonteln joint note was is-
sued today. Mr. Reitz gays:

"The British government, after the
Bloemfonteln conference, endeavored to
enforce by threats certain changes in the
internal government of the Transvaal
Republic, contrary to the London conven-
tion; They also imported troops in great
numbers, and broke off negotiations with
a threat to take their own means to re-
move the grievances of their subjects.

"After waiting a fortnight, while an
army corps was prepared and the re-
serves were being called out by the Brit-
ish, President Steyn asked the reason of
these proceedings. Sir Alfred Milner
refused to reply.

"Meanwhile Mr. Chamberlain, In his
speeches, showed the world that Eng-
land had decided on war. Accordingly
the Transvaal Republic addressed to the
British government a demand for the i
withdrawal of their troops, as otherwise !
jit would accept the presence of the 'troops as a declaration of war. That
was not necessarily intended as a mes- I
sage of war."

Concerning the armaments, Mr. Reitz
\u25a0 says:

"These were bought openly in England
and in Europe, and the high commission-
er boasted full knowledge of them at Ihe
Bloemfontein conference and also full
descriptions of those armaments were
found among the officers' papers at Dun-
dee.

"Both the army and the ultimatum
were protective measures, subsequent to
the raid and to the discovery, through
concealed cables, that British cabinet
ministers were implicated In the attempt

, to filch away the independence of the re-
public. Now all doubt is removed by
Lord Salisbury's telegram. The burgh-
ers must fight for their national exist-
ence, trusting that God will defend the
right."

LONDON, March 16.—The Pretoria cor-
respondent of the Daily Mail, telegraph-

| ing Wednesday, Bays:
"Mr. Reitz's statement has been pub-

j lished throughout the republic, but will
not be forwarded to Lord Salisbury.

"Conversations I have had with the
i highest state officer show that the re-
i public was prepared to grant substantial

reforms and concessions, until the receipt

of Lord Salisbury's telegram. As one
of the highest statesmen remarked: 'Bet-
ter half an egg than none, but better

REQUEST FOR MEDIATION.

Correspondence With View to Peace
In South Africa.

WASHINGTON, March 15.—Tn response

j to a resolution the president today sent
! to the senate the correspondence relating

to the requests for mediation in South
Africa. The first document is a dispatch
from Pretoria, dated March 10, which
states:
"I am officially requested by the gov-

ernments of the republics to urge your
Intervention with a view to cessation of
hostilities; similar request made to rep-

j resentatives of European powers. An-
swer, confirm receipt.

—"American Consul."
Mr. Hay responded:
"Your telegram asking offices of United

States to bring about cessation of hostil-
ities has been made subject of friendly
communication to British government
with expression of president's earnest
hope for peace. -'"Hay."

Secretary Hay telegraphed Mr. White
secretary of American embassy at Lon-
don:

"By way of friendly good offices, you
will inform British minister for foreign
affairs that I am today in receipt of a
telegram from itip i nit**d States consul
at Pretoria, reporting that the govern-
ments of the two African republics re-
quest, president's intervention with a
view to cessation of hostilities, and that
a similar" 1 request is made to the repre-
sentatives of European powers. In com-
municating this request, I am directed
by the president to express his earnest
hope that a way to bring about peace
may be found, and to say that he would
be glad to aid In any friendly manner to
promote so happy a result. --"Hay."

Mr. White replied to Secretary Hay,
under date of March 13:

"I communicated yesterday to the un-
der secretary for foreign affairs, having
been unable to see Lord Salisbury, the
contents of your telegram dated 10th
inst. today. I have had an interview
with his lordship, who requested me to
thank the president for the friendly in-
terest shown by him, and added that hermajesty's government cannot accept vh.'-
intervention of any power. —"White.

Mr. Hay telegraphed to the consul at

Pretoria, under date of March 14, the
following:

"Your communication of request of re-
publics for intervention of president to
causo cessation of hostilities was at once
conveyed to British government with ex-
pression of president's gratification could
he aid to promote peace. Our embassy
at London replies that Lord Salisbury
thanks president for friendly interest
shown, and adds her majesty's govern-
ment cannot accept the intervention ofany other power. —"Hay."

The president's message is simply one
of transmittal.
