CHICAGO, March 20.—A bulge* of 50<i in
the price of May pork, the result of a
small panic among shorts in that article,
was the feature of trading on 'change
today. The advance was due to fear of a
corner and the short stock, and the mar-
ket reacted quicker than it had risen
when the stuff once began to come on
the market. May pork closed 2%c low-
er. Lard and ribs, 5&7% c lower. Wheat
was dull, but fairly steady, helped by a
better foreign demand, and closed Wti'Kv
higher. Corn declined »4e and oats closed
a shade lower. A belief was prevalent
that all the markets were being manipu-
lated by a clique of scalpers.

Early trading in wheat was marked
by considerable liquidation. Cables were
lower at the opening, and continued to
decline, which, with the continued large
large receipts in the Northwest and the
absence of foreign demand, left the mar-
ket practically without support. May
opened unchanged at 68%<a68%c. Pres-
Hiire to liquidate, which soon became
quite general, forced the price back to
G6%c. Below this price, however, the
bears could not force the market, and
shortly before 11 o'clock a good demand
sprang up, local shorts and outsiders giv-
ing support to the market and advancing
the price to 66%c. This demand satisfied,
the market again relapsed Into a condi-
tion of heaviness, with the price fluctuat-
ing within a narrow range.

During the last hours of trading
strength again developed. The visible
decreased 1,328,000 bushels, which was
more than expected. This stiffened the
market appreciably, and when the sea-
board reported an improved foreign de-
mand, buying became quite brisk, the
May price reaching the best point of the
day, 66%c. Tile market closed steady at
that price. Chicago receipts were sixty-
four cars. MinneajMMis and Duluth re-
ceipts were 761 cars, compared with 932
last week and 363 a year ago. Total pri-
mary receipts were 511,000 bushes. Clear-
ances from Atlantic and C?ulf ports
amounted to 414,000 bushels. The seaboard
reported thirty loads taken for export,
whiie 170,000 bushels were sold here for
shipment. Chicago contract stocks de-
creased 94,000 bushels for the week.

Corn was dull and inclined to weakness,
prices ruling a little lower all day. Newswas not of a character to materially in-
fluence prices, and the market was ap-
parently controlled by scalpers. Country
offerings were reported a little more lib-
eral. The shipping demand was only
moderate. Receipts were 603 cars May
ranged from 37%0 to 37%@37%c, ami clos-
ed %c lower at 37Hc

Trading in oats showed no indications
of recovering from its present condition
of almost utter stagnation. Speculative
business was insignificant and prices
kept within the usual narrow range. The
feeling was rather heavy, in sympathy
with corn. Receipts were 315 cars May
ranged from 24c to 24@24%c, and closed
a shade lower at 24c.

Provisions were active, the market at
times being in a semi-pa nleky conditionso far as pork was concerned, and theprice of that commodity covered a widerange. Small stocks of pork, the con-
tinued advance in the price of ho<?s andfear that a corner might be attempted
brought a strong buying- movement short-ly after the opening-, and as the price
went skyward, shorts tumbled over them-
selves in their eagerness to cover. Theprice advanced 50c in a very few min-
utes. Then offerings became liberal, andthe market fell a erreat deal fa.ster thanit had advanced, 30c being clipped off the
advance In about two minutes. I^atpr
another selling flurry chopped off 30cmore, but before the close confidence hadbeen restored, and the price had again
advanced to about yesterday's closing fig-ures. Late In the session there was con-
siderable selling pressure put on lard andrlb.s. and these commodities suffered inconsequence, pork also weakening some-what. The close was rather nervous
with May pork 2%c lower at $11.40: May
lard 7%c lower at $6.05 and May ribs 5®7%c lower at $6.10.
