ELOQUENT LECTURE DELIVERED
BY THE SCHOLARLY DR. HAM-
ILTON MABIE

AUDIENCE WAS FASCINATED

Those Who Make Us See Human
Nature ns It Is and Five
the Page With
Life.

High up on some mourtain top there
starts a tiny lmpld stream. Clear as
crystal, eddying here and there into deep,
still pools; its path forever through green
fields, thick woods or untrodden valleys;
its journey taking it, perhaps, past here
and there a clump c¢f biue violets, a
golden cowslip or a rare arbutus, it in-
dulges in no deep descents, never broad-
ens int> anything like a river, but always
the tiny stream it bligthely travels to the
sea. Those who love good literature must
have enjoyed Dr. Hamilton . Mabie's
lecture gdelivered.last night at the Peo-
ple’s church, But those who love human-
ity, who have a sneaking faith in the
ideals in spite of the trend of modern
thought and who are glad to be, at least,
on the road that leads to them, must
have taken a deep delight in what the
speaker said.

A man of.average size, with the face of
a scholar—an alive scholar—and a man-
ner that impresses you at once with its
gentleness and its strength ' Dr. Mabie
fascinates his audience from the begiv-
ning. He neither reads nor gestures, but
he talks to his- hearers and it seems a*
firsi-very familiar conversation until you
realize that it is very beautiful English.
“Literature and Its Resources” was the
subject of the lecture and under this gen-
eral head were clustered pen'pictures ot
some Americart men of lettérs who have
lately died, bits of delightful humor, al;
the more delightful because it did not
pretend to be wit, some wise sifting of
the literature tkat is chaff {rom the lit-
erature that is wheat and a peroration
that claimed for the book that would live
and the writer that would be immortal a
strenuous vitality, a soul-youth. as it
were. ‘The same impressfon that the
mountain stream might make on a weary
traveler, Dr. Mable makes on his hear-
ers and what he says is so0 fine and his
voice, not -oratorical, but human, speaks
so well his sentimnents that what the poet
said of the stream one is tempted to say
of the speaker, that he go on undefinitely,

Homer, Shakespeare, Goethe, Emerson,
they are immortals, sald the lecturer, but
not so much because of their own great-
ness, but because they were able to sece
human nature as it 1s ‘and make it live
Its complex life on the written page.
Therefore, though the speaker in pictur-
esque phraseology, 'it seemed easier to
fancy Shakespeare going out some dewy
morning te pluck some of those rare
phrases that are the finality of human
speech and that grow with other growing
things than to think of him puiting them
down with & prosaic pen on prosaic paper.
Morbiduess was the alloy that concealed
the gold in modern literature. Instead of
natural, normal human life we have
pictured a sort of moral dissecting room,
A high tribute was pald to Seotland's
litarature.
