RIDICULES THE STORY.

Conadian Pacific Is Not in Belliger-
ent Mood.

MONTREAL, March 26.—Assistant Gen-
eral Manager McNicoll, of the Canadian
Pacific railway, ridicules the stories of a
rate war. According to Mr. McNicoll,
: Western people wanted the Canadian
to enter Into an agreement upon
terms to which the latter could not as-
gent. There was a proposition to abolish
commissions upon all business done, but
then it was understood that these would
be put in the form of salaries, which was
simply carrying on the evil complained of.
Besides, scalping is always possible in the
United States, while in the dominion it
is against the law. What the Canadian
Pacific desired was a straight-forward
agreement, which had no loopholes nor
entangiements. So far the Western lineg
have not conceded the ports offered by the
Canadian Pacific, of which the chief is in
regard to the abolltion of commissions,
and the company 1s simply going on with-
out any formal adhesion to a new ar-
rangement.

“The Canadian Facific has no quarrel
with any of the roads concerned. It is
doing its business in its own way, and will
continue to do so, while at the same time
willing to enter into any straightiforward
arrangement,’”’
