Whereas, The uniting with this society
in no \va\ detracts from fealty and de-
votion, fust, 10 ihe land of our adop-
tion, be it resolved, etc.

EAU CLAIRE, Wis., Ifarch 30.—(Spe-
ohil.)—The remains of Mrs. Jennie Lee,
divorced wife of an ex-alderman of this
city, who sued a brother alderman for
alienation of his wife's affections, ar-
rived here yesterday, and the funeral «an
held at 2 o'clock this afternoon from the
First Baptist church. The first news of
Mrs. Lee's death, to the effect that she
had died suddenly at Dayton, Fla., was
misleading In that the woman committed
suicide by shooting' herself once In the
si.l.- and twice in the head. Her body
was found in a field a mile from the
house at which she had lived. After her
husband secured a divorce, Mrs. Lee went
South at the suggestion of her physician,
but the trouble strain of the trial had
done its work, and it was said she was
slowly dying of a broken heart. Mrs. Lee
was only thirty-two years old, and was
for many years one of the leaders in Eau
Claire society.

CANNOT RAISK THE DEAD.

Faith Mciii.Ts Work a Week Trying
to Revive ii Corpuc.

REDWOOD FALLS, Minn., March 30.—
(Special.)— Considerable excitement pre-
vails here over an attempt of John Croft
and J. L. Coppock, two divine healers, to
bring t> life a farmer who has been dead
nearly a week. They unoint the body and
cjtll upon God to give the breath of life
to the departed brother. They have been
praying three days and as yet have ob-
tained no results.

<'roft came here a year ago and held a
series of meeting, securing a number of
followers, many of whom believe they are
called upon to go out into the world andpreach. Croft thinks he is appointed to
heal, while Coppock claims the power to
oast out devils. The first notable attempt
at healing: occurred last winter, wlieo
Croft and Kibby tried to cure a man who
had been bed-rlddcn for years. They
prayed over him until he became so ex-
cited that lie arose and walked across
the room. A cure was not effected, how-
ever, and the man died a month later.
No explanation was offered. The baud,
as they call themselves, next held meet-
ings In the township of New Avon, where
so many people joined them that a church
was founded. ]t is here thai the present
attempt to restore a dead man to life la
being made.

RICH LEAD IX COPPER.

Indiana Man Suspected of Cattle
Si»-!tlliiK Arreatvd.

WEST SUPERIOR, Wis.. March 2!) -(Special.)—The Chippewa Copper Mining
company people here believe that theyhave struck a lead in the shaft on their
property which meaus something rich. A
contract was let some time ago for the
sinking of the mine to a depth of 200 feet
and at 175 feet quarts rock has been
struck, it being filled with copper amy-
gdulos. It is claimed that the rock will
run about 3 per cent copper. The quartz
vein, it is thought, will cany at a widthof eight feet.

James Ifaynes, who has been residing
in this city for some time past, has been
arrested, being charged with cattle steal-
ing In the state of Indiana. He Is being
held here for those authorities now. The
police are after his brother also, who Is
wanted in the same state, but who has
been able to keep out of the officers'
clutches so far.

DEPOSITORS ARE XOT PAID.

Proprietor of Hitchcock, S. D., Bank
Trylnjrto Knim- Money.

HURON, S. D., March 30.—(Special.)-
The burning and robbery of the Etheral
Wilson bank at Hitchcock, twenty miles
north of this city, nearly a month ago,
is as much of a mystery today as when
it occurred. The safe was robbed of near-
ly $12,000, two-thirds of which belonged
to depositor?, Borne of whom are becom-
ing anxious about their money. Mr.
Wilson assured them that he would be
able to make good their deposits In a
few days and he is in Ohio trying to raise
money on property there with which .to
meet these obligations. The people of the
village have abiding faith in Mr. Wilson,
and believe he will keep faith with them.
What was supposed to be clues to the
perpetrators of the crime have failed and
there now seems little probability of ap-
prehending the guilty parties.

Gov. Scofleld, of Wiaconttln, Honors
Phlletos Sawyer's Memory.

MADISON, Wls., March 30.-Gov. Sco-field today issued the following proclama-
tion on the death of former United States
Senator Philetus Sawyer:

In the death of Mr. Sawyer the stateand nation lost a citizen of eminence anda man of great usefulness In a business
and public career extending over a period
of more than a half century. Mr. Saw-yer did much to develop the commercial
Interests of this state and to shape its
public affairs. As a mark of respect to
his memory the governor directs that the
flag of the capitol be hung at half-mast
until sunset on the day of the. funeral.

A special train, which will carry Gov.
Scofleld and most of the state officers, as
well as many private citizens, to attend
the funeral, will leave Madison at 8
o'clock Sunday morning over the North-
-Western, going by way of Milwaukee,
and reaching Oslikosh at noon.

ALBERT LEA. Minn., March 30.—(Spe-

cial, i—ln accordance with the petition
the council has submitted the proposi-
tion of levying a tax of one mill fur a
public library, and It will be voted upon
next Tuesday. All women of twenty-one
or over being qualified to-vote upon the
question and they being unanimously In
favor of it, there seems to be no d<»ibt
about Us being carried by the requisite
two-thirds vote. Last year U only lacked
a few votes, and many who then opposed
to It, through a misapprehension, now are
warm supporters of it. All hold-over city
officials as well as candidates 1 for city of-
fices have declared in favor of the one
mill tax levy and no opposition will be
exerted from that direction. There is no
intention of establishing the library in
the present or a new city hall. Such a
building, with its city JallJ tire depart-
ment, police courts and city offices, Ik no
place for a library, and besides, it Is like-
ly to be several years before Albert Lea
can afford to erect a city hall suitable to
Its needs. The present library with its
1,.W0 volumes is to be donated free to the
city by the existing association, without
conditions, and it will become city prop-
erty, for the free use and benefit of till
the people, as are the privileges of the
city schools.

COAL. FOIXD AT TORAH.

Long I>en*eM Mnde by Sueonln-iorti
Covering: Over ,SOO Acres.

TORAH, Minn., March 30. — There Is
great excitement here over the discovery
of rich coal deposits. The fact has found
its way into the Steams county court
house in the shape of mining leases for
tracts of land aggregating 820 acres In
the townships cv Munson and Farming.
The lessors are business men of Torah, to
the number of six, and the grantors are
seven owners of farms. The leases cover
a period of forty years and give the own-
ers of the lands 2 per cent of all soft coal
and 4 per cent of all hard coal taken
from the lands. Torah is a short distance
west of St. Cloud, on the Willmar branch
of the Great Northern railroad.

Declares He Made State-
ment n» to Mr. Taylor.

FRANKFORT, Ky., March 30.-Tn ref-
erence to the report that he proposed
to give Henry Youtzey, secretary to
Auditor Sweeney, a part of the $100,030
reward if Youtzey would confess what
he knew about the Goebel assassination,
Col. James Andrews Scott gave out the
following tonight:

"My hands are tied and I cannot talk
for fear of seeming to betray the con-
fidence of friends. The statement that
Youtzey made to me was that of a
client to attorney. He came to me and
Invited me to the rear room of my of-
fice and besought me to go to Winches-
ter and see his brother-in-lawv At the
close of our Interview, which lasted ex-
actly two hours, I had only time to
catch a train. No human soul except
my wife knew where I was going. I
went to Winchester, where, at the solici-
tation of this brother-in-law and after
solemn promise to secrecy, I revealed to
him all that Youtzey had told me, as
Youtzey had required me to do. What
this was no mortal will ever know from
me. He did say before he asked me
to act as his attorney that if he told
what he knew it would cause an explo-
Bion that would blow the Republican
parly out of existence and hang Taylor,
and that he would become an outcast,
with every man's hand against him.
with no chance to earn a living, and
that on that account he ought to share
in the reward.

"I have never been interested, direct-
ly or indirectly, In any reward. I have
refused employment with promises of
fees in the case of two defendants. As
I told Mr. Youtzey's brother-inlaw. in
the presence of Mr. Crawford, I believe
there is more in this life than money,
and more happiness in the possession of
my self-respect than in the possession
of mere money; that I considered the
assassination of Gov. Goebel a blow at
the very vitals of the state, and to pos-
terity. There had not yet been money
enough coined to secure my services in a
cape so infamous.
"I have not been employed In the pros-

ecution. In the absence- of both the
county attorney and the commonwea'th's
attorney I was requested by Mr. Justus
Goebel to investigate the case of Mr.
Taul, and did so, and advised his re-
lease.

"I could not be induced to take a fee
to piosecute Youtzey after what has
passed between us. He is my youngest
son's most intimate friend and compan-
ion. T respect that friendship, and sin-
cerely hope that it will turn out that he
ie more sinned against than sinning."

FIiBBIXG TO INDIANA.

Kentucky Reuuullcanjn Who Are
Fearful of Arrent.

TNDTANAPOLIS, March 80.-Charle-3 P.
Finley, of Kentucky, whose name has
been very prominently mentioned in con-
nection with the troubles in Kentucky
which resulted in the death of Senator
Goebel, is in this city and has been for a
week. He Is staying with Sheriff Clark,
at the county Jail. Other Kentucklans

are In the city who have been promi-
nent in Republican politics In Kentucky.

Gov. Mount has officially recognlzc-d Mr.
Taylor as governor of Kentucky, and has
said he will not honor any requisition
coming from Mr. Beckbam. It is said
the avowed position of the governor has
caused Kcntuckians who do not feel cafe
at home or who are wanted by the au-
thorities in connection with the Goebel
Investigation to come here, and some of
these have expressed themselves as feel-
ing perfectly wife from being' sent back
to Kentucky even should papers come
for their persons.

Mr. Finley arrived here nearly a week
ago, and his presence in the city was an-
nounced by one of the local morning pa-
pers, but was denied by the other papers.
It was not until today that his address
was known.

SENSATION SPOILED.

None of That $100,000 to Be Paid
for Confesitlonxi.

FRANKFORT, Ky., March 3 0.-Ex-
Chief Justice James H. Lewis, chairman
of the committee selected by the legisla-
ture to have charge of the Goebel re-
ward fund, today made the following
statement concerning the story sent out
from Winchester yesterday that Attor-
ney James Andrew Scott had proposed
to the relatives of H. E. Youtsey to give
him a portion of the reward money for a
confession of the details of the con-
spiracy to assassinate Gov. Goebel.

"The money appropriated by the leg-
islature," said he, "to be used in run-
ning dow-n the assassins of Gov. Goebel
and bringing them to justice will be dis-
tributed as provided at the first meet-
ing of the reward committee, so much
for the assassin and so much for the
conviction of each accessory.

"The preliminary work Is in the hands
of Commonwealth's Attorney Franklin,
and no private citizen has authority
from Mr. Franklin or from the commit-
tee to offer rewards for confessions of
alleged accessories. Not a cent of the
$100,000 has yet been spent, and T think
you can safely say that not a dollar of
it will be paid for confessions."

Ohio Governor Decline* to Honor
Kentucky Requisition.

COLUMBUS, 0.. March 30.—Gov. Nash
today refused to honor a requisition is-
sued by Gov. Taylor, of Kentucky, for
William Kreeg, under arrest at Cincin-
nati, charged with assaulting his wife
with intent to kill. Gov. Nash says:

"I cannot honor a requisition from
either Beckham or Taylor. If, however,
each gentleman Issues a requisition for
the same person, charged with the same
offense and designating the same agent
to receive the prisoner, T will, then, Issue
a warrant for the accused."

HASTINGS, Neb., March SO.—lt took
the lawyers several days to try the Hor-
locker poisoning case, but the jury only
required an hour and ten minutes to get
back into the court room with a verdict
after the case was submitted to them at
10:30 this forenoon.

County Attorney McCreary concluded
his argument, and Judge Adams Instruct-
ed the jury at considerable length.

When the defendant was summoned to
the court to hear the verdict, she was
accompanied by her two sisters. All thre«
were evidently decidedly anxious, but the
accused was the least affected of the
three. Sha was fairly well composed,
while her sisters sat wringing their hands
as the Jury riled In.

There was a crowd In th« court room
when the judge a.«ked the foreman of
the Jury if they had agreed upon a cer-
diet, and as the paper was handed up
there was a silence »o deep that it «v
oppressive.

SHRIEKED AND FAINTED.
Aa the Jury proceeded with the read-

Ing of the verdict and pronounced, the
words "not guilty," Viola Horlocker
arose, uttered a piercing shriek and fell
back in a faint.

Her sisters, who had been greatly agi-
tated before, with the assistance of others
in the court room, revived her, and aa
soon as she was able Miss Horlocker
made her way to the Jury box and thank-
ed each one of the Jurymen. The whole
scene was a most dramatic one, and ther*
were, many down whose chetks the team
trickled.

After the usual preliminaries the d«»
fendant was discharged from custody,

and went to the home of her ?ister.
Now that the strain of the trial is re-

laxed It is announced that she in com-
'etely prostrated. She will probably re-

.dm to the Jacksonville, 111., sanitarium.
Neither Mr. nor Mrs. Morey were prea-

ent in the court room when the verdict
wns returned.
