COMPARISON BETWEEN CANADIAN
AND TRANSVAAL CRE GREAT-
LY FAVORS FORMER

AREA HERE MUCH GREATER

The Average Value of Western On-
tario Ore BDouble That Found
in the African
Fields,

RAT PORTAGE, Ont., March 31.—(Spe-
clal.)—The address 'recently delivered by
Mr. F. H. Malcolm, late of Johannesburg,
before the Central Canadian chamber of
mines {s much appreciated by everyone
interested in the develecpment of the gold
fields of Western Ontario. The compari-
son between this district and the Rand
is much in our favor in many important
respects. While the area of goldsbearing
rock in the Rand is only seven miles wide
by fifty miles in length, this district Is
about 150 miles wide by over 300 miles in
length, although of course, only certain
fairly well defined belts are gold-bearing,
such as the Sultan Island Reef, the Wilch
Bay contract, the Big Bay or Mikado con-
the Seine river reefs, the Manitor
and Sawbill reefs, ete.

Comparing values, Mr. Malcolm states
that the average value in South Africa
is about ¥ per ton, whereas all the prin-
cipal properties now being operated and
under development here average about
$10 to §15 per ton. Then the mines in the
Rand require shafts of over 2,000 feet in
depth before the pay ore 1is reached,
whereas here veins carry values from the
surface doewnward. Then the means of
ace here is the easiest in the world, as
this district is reached by rallways and
from the rallways boats run to or within
a short distance of every camp where
operations are being carried on, while the
Rand is almost in the heart of Africa,and
in the early stages of development could
only be reachied by traveling some 1,400
miles over velt and mocuntain and under
tropic skies.

It is frequently suggested that if it was
as difiicult to reach the Lake of the

Voods as it was the Rand or the Klon-
dike, or Cape Nome, there would be a
stampede 10 get an interest of some Kind,

In the matter of water which 1{s so
scarce and costly in the Rand, it is the
most pientiful article here. And the same
comparison applies to fuel, cost of labor
and almost every other important consid-
eration.

Mr, Maleclm pointed cut that over £250,-
000,600 or $1,250,000,000 has been invested in
the Rand and that much of this invest-
nient has reaped handsome dividends, the
vield per month prior to the present war
being over 400,000 ounces of gold per
month, and this enormous result is due
largeiy to the great influence of the
chamber of mines of Johannesburg on
the lines of which the Central Canadian
chamber of mines is based.

WTH THE CUBANS

REPORT ON A THOROUGH INVES-
TIGATION MADE BY SOUTH-
ERN MERCHANTS

CONTAINS MUCH OF INTEREST

Clenrly Reveals Opportunities for
American Enterprise Which Are
Only Walting to Be Taken
Advantage Of.

Marion E. Taylor, who was president
of the committee of Southern Merchants
and Manufacturers’ assoclation, appointes
last month, sent March 24 his official re-
port to the Louisville Board of Trade.
| The report is a lengthy one and contains
much fresh and interesting matter, espe-
cially such as have a direct bearing on
possibilities of close trade relations be-
tween Cuba and this country. They spent
exactly one week in Havana, and came
back with a varied and interesting fund
of knowledge.

Mr. Taylor's report includes much that
has a purely local interest, but it also
touches on some toples of general value
and interest. From the latter class the
following passages are selected:

‘There seems to be a good opening for
! & brickmaking plant near Havana, one
that would, it seems to me, pay hand-
somely. This plant could be put up at a
{ little village named Ragla, where there is
| an abundance of fine fire clay that can be
! bought very cheap. Good bricks could be
| made from it and sold at $9 per 1,000,
! whereas imported brick now cost $30, and
! the native article, very brittle, rough and
l
|

inferior, cost $2) per 1,000

“From the
secure we learned
houses of Havana are not buying this
year as much as they would buy if the
political conditions of the island were not
80 unseitled. Mr. Gelats and others told
{ us that if the United States would only
i lay down a definite line of policy
| and give the Cubans a government suffi-
| clently strong and stable, p1d a favorable
tariff the probabliity is that in a very
short time capital would be forthcoming
to improve the city and business would
increase rapidly.

‘““The British seem to show more confl-
dence in the outlook of the island than we
do. One English syndicate, Messrs. Brock
& C., controls nearly all the cigar manu-
facturing industries of Havana, and an-
other English syndicate has bought up
all the rallroads.

“'So far as thelr own Internal methods
of trade are concerned, they are to a
large extent different from our own.- In-
stead of having salesmen to visit retall

best infermation we could

that the wholesale

houses in the city, they have a large
building which might -be termed thelr

Board of Trade. In that building all the
wholesale houses in Havana of any im-
portance have a stall, or booth, fitted up,
which constains samples of the goods
handled by each house. Each of these
booths has in attendance a competent
man who attends daily from 8 a. m. till
1 p. m, and who exhibits samples and
makes prices to retailers who come to
uy. ;

“These goods are delivered promptly the
same day, or the following morning, and
all settlement on accounts is made on
Saturday of each week, and in many cases
settlements are paid for right at the
booth when the purchase s made. There
is no banking system to amount to any-
thing in Havana. Everything is pald for
In cash. Spanish gold is discounted at
9 per cent for United States currency,
and Spanish silver 28 per cent.

‘‘There are many large and wealthy
concerns In Havana, especially In the
drug, dry goods, hardware an grocery
lines, doing a business of from $10,000,000
to $15,000,000 a year.

“Havana is a beautiful city of about
350,000 inhabitants, situated on Havana
bay. The buildings are all of limestone,
which is obtained in the city limits, and
is soft enough when quarried to be cut
with a knife in any shape desired, but
becomes hard after several days’ exposure
to the air.

‘“The sanitary condition of Havana is
100 per cent better than it was before, or
during the war, in fact, it is much clean-
er than many of our American cities.
The work of cleaning out the bay and
glving Havana underground sewerage
will sdon begin, and when completed will
make Havana as healthy as any city in
the world, and yellow fever wil}{ be un-
known. Already the death rate has ma-
terially decreased under the present ad-
ministration.

“‘Cuba is not as large as Kentucky in
area. Maj. Gen. Leonard Wood iIs gov-
ernor of the island. Previous to the
Spanish-American war each province, of
which there were five, had a capitol and
governor general, who Hved in as grand
style as any king. The ple of the pro-
vince were burdened with excessive taxes
to ll)ay the expenses.

‘‘The population of Cuba may be divid-
ed Into three classes. First, the Span-
fards, who own 75 per cent of the prop-
erty. and control and operate 90 per cent
of the business of the i{sland. T ey are,
as a class, a very high type of buslness
men, perfectly rellable and honorable in
all their dealings. The merchants, as a
rule, buy and sell for cash. I was relia-
bly informed that there was not a single
mercantile failure during the late war,
and only one failure of a Spanish firm
in the last forty years.

“‘Second, native Cubans, who have had
advantage of education and reflnement,
Many of this class are well bred and of
good blood. Thelr greatest desire and
ambition to to hold office, and nothing
else seems to interest them.

‘“Third, native Cubans, peasant class,
In all of my travels I have never seen
such a con§l omerated mixed race of peo-
ple; Spanish, American, Chinese and ne-
gro, making when thoroughly blended a
composite being curious to look at and
different from any living being to be
found anywhere else on earth. The warm
climate the year around, the abundance
of fruits indigenous to the soil, and the
fish that are so easily caught out of the
ocean and streams, doubtless accounts
for the utter distaste for work these peo-
ple possess and the amount of rest they
can stand. The majority spent most of
their time loafing in the ecafes, which
are numerous, eating, drinking and smok-
ing. Where they get their money is a
mystery. 1 was reliably informed that
three-fourths of the native population of
Cuba could not read and write.

“Gen. Wood told me that the salvation
of the island lay in the coming genera-
tion, and that the children both in the
country and city were anxious to learn
English, and that he had already estab-
lished over 100 schools, and was arrang-
Ing to start others as fast as possible,
| Compulsory education of six months an-
nually and an education qualification,
which requires that every voter »ail
know how to read and write, is now law.
Gen. Wood also informed me that there
were over $2,000,000 now in the treasury
obtained from custom duties over and
above running expenses, which they were
going to spend, and spending for the
betterment of the people generally. One
‘ sees this good work going on bv our gov-
ernment on_all sides under the careful
| direction of Gen. Wood, governor of
{ Cuba. and his able aids.”

YESTERDAY WAS THE BIG DAY

Story of Its Origin, So Far as the
Fox Sisters Were Concerned,
as Teold In Their Home
Town.

HYDESVILLE, March 31.—Spiritual.

The latter say that despite the toe-
joints the great truths and principles of
modern Spiritualism stand as firmly and
shine as brightly as ever.

joints, it is sald that genuine spiritual
phenomena were observed before the Fox
girls ever inhabited it. In 1847 the house
was occupled by Michael Weekman, a
poor, ignorant laborer, with no thought
beyond his daily toll for his daily bread.
He and his family were soon troubled by
mysterious raps heard in all parts of
thelr dwelling, especially at night, an an-
noyance that increased to such an extent
that sleep became impossible. During all
this time the Fox sisters, then mere chil-
dren, aged eleven and nine years, lived
with their parents several miles away,
80 that they could not possibly have haa
a hand—or a toe-joint—in the mysterious
rappings of Mr. Weekman’'s house. It
was this constantly increasing annovance
of loud raps which, though diligently in-
vestigated, coudl not be traced to any
human agency, and soon caused Mr.
Weekman to abandon his residence.

Then it was on March 1, 1848, John D.
Fox and his family became its occupants.
The mysterious raps still continued. The
neighbors were called in on several oc-
casions, and every possible effort made to
trace their origin, but in vain.

It was on the night of March 31 that the
mysterious rap first gave evidence of be-
ing directed by some controlling intelli-
gence. The family had retired during a
brief lull in the mysterivus rapping, when
suddenly it began again, occurring this
time near the bea occupied by the two
little daughters, Margaretta and Cather-
ine. The latter began to snap her fingers
in imitation of the sounds, which imme-
diately responded. “Now do as I do,”
she cried, “‘Count 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, at the
same time striking her hands together.
Mrs, Fox, the girl's mother, then desired
the unseen agency to count ten, and that
number of raps immediately followed.

“Tell us the age of Cathy"”—the young-
er daughter—‘by rapping once for each
year,” said the mother, and ten dis-
tinct raps were heard. Startled by
these manifestations, Mrs. Fox asked if
it was a human being who was rapping,
but no answering sound was heard. *“If
you are a spirit make two distinet
sounds,” she sald, and two loud raps re-
sponded.

Kate Fox, in her exposure of Spiritual-
ism, has declared that she and her sis-
ter were producing these mysterious
raps while lying in bed and almost chok-
ing with laughter at the clever imposi-
tion they were practicing on their
mother.

The power of cracking the toe-joints,
by which they produced their “spirit rap-
pings,”” they had discovered accidentally
and had practiced until they had ac-
quired great proficlency. Be that as it
may, these supposed manifestations of
spirit power created an intense excite-
ment. The family rose from their beds

i and searched every corner of the house

without result. The neighbors were
called in and many questions asked, to
which answers were received from the
mysterious raps. By sunrise the whoe
village was on the spot and the little
house was crowded in every part. Final-
ly the spirit was asked to spell out his
or her name by rapping at the correct
letters as the alphabet was repeated. As
a result the name of Charles B. Rosma
was obtained, and the spirit said he was
a peddler who had been murdered in that
house a few years before,

Soon afterward the Fox family re-
moved to Rochester, and the same spir-
itual manifestations continued in thelr
new home, but only when Catherine or
Margaretta were present. By using the
letters of the alphabet in the manner al-
ready indicated, the Fox sisters said that
they found a great number of departed
spirits who desired to talk with them
and to use them as a medium of com-
munication with their departed friends.

FIRST INVESTIGATION ON THE
STAGE.

At length the alleged spirits communi-
cated to the Fox girls their desire that
there should be held a public meeting, at
which a committee of investigation,
chosen by the audience, should deter-
mine whether they were genulne spirits,
and produced their go-called manifesta-
tions without human aid. Such a mecet-

ing accordingly was held in Corinthian
hall, Rochester, In November, 1849, The
Fox sisters appeared on the stage, and
the spiritual phenomena, being freely
manifested, were investigated by a com-
mittee of prominent men who, after
continuing their researches for several
days, reported their inability to trace
them to any human agency. The fame
of the Fox sisters was now national,
and when they appeared in New York
in the following May, announcing thems
selves as “Spiritual Mediums,"” a
phrase which originated with rhem, they
created an intense furore. These two
young girls had thus founded a new
faith, to which they gave the name of
Spiritualism. Humble as was its origin
and insignificant as was the character
of its origin and insignificant as was
the character of its flrst manifestations,
it soon found a multitude of believers In
both hemispheres. Spiritual mediums
soon sprang up all over the country, and
were soon multiplied by hundreds and
eevn by thousands. No better evidence
of the power of the new faith over the
minds of men and of its perpetuity
could possibly be desired than the fact
that even its denouncement as the shal-
lowest, flimiest humbuggery by those
who founded it, and their statement that
it is an out and out fraud >riginated
by two little girls solely in a spirit of
mischief, have been powerless to over-
throw or even to shake fit.

But believers in Spiritualism now go far
back beyond the Fox sisters for the origin
of their faith. So long ago as the seven-
teenth and eighteenth centuries there
were many persons who professed to be
under the direct guidance of the Divine
Spirit, and who may, in that sense, have
been called Spiritualists. Those same in-
dividuals also claimed to be in full and
open communication with the spiritual
world and to hold daily conversations of
the most familiar character with spirits
and with angels. Prominent among such
mystical thinkers were Jacob Bohme or
Boehman, Spencer, J. Godfrey Arnold,
John William Peterson, John Albert Ben-
gel, Heinrich Jung Stilling, Mme. Guyon,
Oetinger and Swedenborg. The last
named, when on his deathbed in 1772, pre-
dicted that in about elghty years from
that time there would be a general revela-
tion from the spirit world which would
bring his teachings into general notice
and confirm their truth, a prediction
which, it Is asserted, was fulfilled in 1848,
just seventy-six years after the death of
Swedenborg, by the manifestations of
spirit power which were made here in
Hydesville, and which §'un attracted gen-
eral attention throughout the world.

Besides the prediction of Swedenborg,
the birth of modern Spiritualism was
prophesied twice. In 1843 some members
of the Shaker communities in Yew Le-
banon and Watervliet, N. Y., seemed to
be under some strange psychological in-
fluence, which threw them into a trance,
While in that condition they delivered
long discourses In the names of eminent
men of bygone ages, by whose spirts they
sald they were posscssed. After these
manifestations had continued for nearly
a year, the spirits bade the brethren a
solemn adieu, tefling them to say nothing
to the world's people of what had passed,
but to treasure it in their hearts, and
promising that in a few years they would
return and show to the whole world the
same manifestations which they had re-
vealed to a chosen few of the plous
members of the Shaker communities. In
1843, too, one Andrew Jackson Davis, a
poor, ignorant, country lad, in the employ
of a farmer of Orange county, New York,
was mesmerized Into a trance by one
Willilam Livingstone, and ever afterward
seemed to have the power of passing into
such a condition at will. Though he was
so illiterate that he could scarcely read
or write, yet in the fall of 1846, while in
the trance state, he dictated, under the
title of “The Principles of Nature, Her
Divine Revelations and_a Volce to Man-
kind,”” a learned treatise on ontological,
cosmical, theological, spiritual and social
subjects. In this work he predicted that
“Communication with the spiritual wor'd
would ere jong assume the form of a liv-
ing demonstration,” a prophecy which the

Spiritualists belleve to have been fulfilled,
as were that of Swedenborg and that of
the spirits to the Shakers, by the manie
festations at this village in 1847-43,
