ARSON IS DEFINED.

Important New Ruling Handed
Down by Judge Shivas.
DUBUQUE, Io., April 2.—Judge Shiras,
of the federal court, today rendered an
opinion holding that arson includes the
burning of a store building as well as
a house. Charles Cohn, of Des Motines,
charged with firing a house occupied by
him as a store, fled to Canada to cscape
arrest. . He was extradited under the
Ashburton treaty of 1842 and applied for
a writ of habeas corpus, claiming the
treaty clause covering arson meant only-
burning a dwelling. Judge Shiras held dif-

ferently, and refused the writ.

The decision is important as it fixes
a precedent as to what constitutes ar-
son. The point was never before de-
cided by a federal court.
