The piece de resistance of the menu

was a mildly Insinuating- punch named
In honor of Cap>t. Sigsbee, more potent
than the guns of the Si. Paul and more
dangerous than the mlnef which blew up
the Maine. Coming late In the evening,
it failed in Its infernal mission and re-
sulted simply in a little of thie excellent.
Rood cheer which prompted Ambrose
Tighe to the effort of his life In introduc-
ing the programme of toasts. Cigars and
coffee followed the menu, and while these
Were being served President Pruden, of
the Commercial club, spoke Informally
of the pleasure afforded the guests in be-
ing able to greet in a cordial way the
man who spread St. Paul's good name by
his excellent record on the ship named
after the city. The toastmaster was
then introduced, to work his capricious
will.

Mr. Tlghe struck a happy vein In his
remarks upon the occasion of the ban-
quet. He dilated upon the beauties of
the city, and speaking of the pleasure of
Capt. Sigsbees visit said:

"We have devoted this week in St.
Paul to a practical consideration of our
national greatness. As we reflect on the
glories of Manila bay and of that bright
morning off Santiago the presence with
us of one who participated in many o.f
the events of that war brings back to
us more clearly the significance and
meaning in national advancement which
they heralded. We cherish a glorious
memory and one which will tend to bring
hyphenated "Americans into closer union
as one people, proud of the flag and of
her brave defenders. Nights like these
ar^ fertilizers of patriotism, a good of
which we cannot have too much, either
as -Minnesotans or as Americans."

Speaking then of Capt. Sigsbee, thespeaker paid a number of compliments
and dropped into a humorous vein, whichprovoked lausrhter and good feeling. The
principal toast of the evening, "The
Navy," was then proposed, and M. D.
Grover, general counsel of the Great
Northern, responded.

M. D. Grover to the toast, "The Navy "said:
"In accepting your kind invitation tocome here tonight I have promised to tellthe truth and not a story. A Christian

nation knows its representative men, itsprofessional men, its men in literature
and arts, in statesmenship, and its men
who command its airily and ships. It Is
pleasant to greet tonight our guest, a
distinguished member of the American
navy. His presence here brings back
hopes and bright ideals of the summer
days of the war with Spain. This is not
the first banquet given an officer of tfle
navy. Jim. 13, 1813, Commodore Decatursailed into New York harbor with the
British ship Macedonia. The corporation
of the city of New York gave him a
banquet. They had wine, speech andsongs, a time-honored combination.
Grover Cleveland, twice president of th*
United States, in his first annual mes-
sage, said that the navy could not live in
the waves against tho fire of a foreign
foe. A nation whose navy was weak had
no strong foreign policy. H.'.s words were
heeded. The administration, with the
business tact of Secretary Whitney, pro-
ceeded to reorganize- the navy. Ships
were built, and now we have a navy
that will meet and sink, boat for boat,
any other navy afloat. March, 3862, the
Merrimac destroyed vessels of the Ameri-
can fleet. John Ericsson contrived the
Monitor, and taking ills model from a
shelf, he handed it to Bushness, a mer-
chant, who took it to Washington. The
navy boerd could not see it. It was not
until It was guaranteed to the govern-
ment that it would lloat and sink any-
thing afloat and come up to the specifica-
tions that it was built. The Monitor was
built in 120 days, and when her bow«
struck the water of Hampton Roads, May
8, a benutiful Saturday might, she steam-
ed around to Old Point Comfort and
nestled up for the night near the Minne-
sota. That wonderful battle between the
Monitor and Merrhnai resulted in the
Merrimac retiring, broken, torn and shat-
tered, and revolutionized ideas of naval
warfare.

"Feb. 15. 1898, the torpedo In Havana
harbor aroused the American people be- I
cause it sank the Maine. That event i
changed our foreign policies—changed
our ideas, and expanded our commerce.
It was that event that compelled foreign
powers, in considering international ques-
tions, to give us notlve."

CAPT. SIGSBEE'S REMARKS.
Capt. Sigsbee was next introduced by

Toastmaster Tighe. and the ovation
Which was tendered him was very noisy
as well as cordial.

Capt. Sigsbee spoke for something less
than an hour, telling In a simple, unos-
tentatious manner the story of the serv-
ice of the auxiliary cruiser St. Paul, hold-
ing the attention of the gathering for the
entire period. He said:

"In having ycur own way, the West-
ern way, if you will, you will reflect that
you are calling upon me to do that which
a sailor knows the least. 1 am not a
public speaker. I rarely permit myself
to speak about the Maine, and always
shrink from discussing a subject about
which so much good will has been ex-
pressed."

Capt. Sigsbee referred to his famous
telegram to the war department, in
Which he asked that opinion be suspend-
ed. He stated that when he wrote the
t.ltgram he knew that he had lost his
ship and part of his crew. In a modestway he told of the sending of the tele-
gram and the circumstances surround-
nig its origin. He had no thought, he
said, of influencing the country, but
hoped that it might help the administra-
tion to control the situation until the
people could give the incident a more se-
rious and sober thought, after the ex-
citement incident to the reception of the
first news had passed.

In closing Capt. Sigsbee said: "I hard-
ly feel capable of expressing my grati-
tude at this hearty demonstration of good
will. My pleasant reflection is that I am
here as a naval officer, rather than Capt.
Sigsbee. I shall always remember this
visit as the greatest honor of this life,
and shall always remember with great
pleasure this cordial reception."

Rev. James D. Paxton, of the House of
Hope, was the last speaker. As the
ho«r was late, he made a brief speech
and took his seat, but continued his ad-
dress on the subject assigned to him, Inresponse to an eager demand from thecompany for his toast. He stated that

PUERTO RICAN HIIJt. IS PASSED BY

THE SCUTATE AFTER PRO-
LONGED DEBATE

MR. DAVIS FAILS TO SCORE

HIS EFFORTS IN lIKILAI.F OF TUB

REPIBUCAN PARTY ALL. COME
TO NAI'GHT

SENATOR MASON SAKCASTIC

Senator Nelson's Free Trade Amend-
ment In Alao Voted Dovrn—

lieuatura In n Snarl Over
the Quay Case.

WASHINGTON, April 3.-This was a
notable day in the United States senate.
It brought to a close the sharpest and
most poignant debate upon any measuie

since those discussed during the niemor-
abl© "war congress" two years ago.

At 4 o'clock this afternoon the votea
were begun upon the Puerto Rican tariff
and civil government bill and the pending
amendments, and less than an hour later
the measure about which there had been
so much contention in and out of con-
gress was passed by a majority of nlnt",
the final vote being 40 to 31. Only com-
mittee amendments were adopted.

It had been evide-nt for some time that
the bill would command a majority in the
senate, but notwithstanding the fact the
Interest in the matter both of senators
and of the public had not flagged a bit.
All day tho galleries were crowded.
From 11 o'clock, when the senate con-
vened, until the hour when the voting
began, advocates and opponents of the
bill brilliantlyand eloquently maintained
their convictions, and the auditors were
kept in a stato of constant excitement.

The particularly notable speeches of
the day were delivered by Mr. Mason
(111.) in opposition to the measure, and
Mr. Foraker (O.), who replied to a brief
speech by Mr. Wellington (Md.). It was
the Ohio senator's desire to clear up any
misunderstanding or misinformation con-
cerning the bill.

Mr. Masons speech was argumentative,
eloquent and amusing by turns, and as It
covered the entire range of the country's
duties and responsibilities to what the
Illinois senator sarcastically termed "our
In-su-lar pos-sesa-ions," it was very In-

teresting to bis hearers.
When the hour of 4 o'clock was reached

the chairman announced that the votes
upon the pending amendments and on tho
bill Bhould now be. taken. At the sugges-
tion of Mi\ Foraker the senate amend-

ments which had been passed over were
reverted to, and adopted without di-
vision.

Mr. Davis (Minn.) then offered his
amendment providing that "no duties on
imports or exports after the passage of
this act should be levied or collected on
any articles imported from the United
States into Puerto Rico or from Puerto
Rico into the United States."

DAVIS AMENDMENT VOTE.
Mr. Davis demanded the yeas and nays.

The amendment was lost, 30 to 40, the

After an amendment offered by Mr.
Spooner (Rep., Wis.), making a slight
change in the measure, had been accept-
ed by Mr. Foraker and agreed to, two
amendments offered by Mr. Bacon (Dem.,
Ga.>, one being a substitute for the entire
bill, were defeated without division.

BILL IS PASSED.
The bill was then reported to the sen- i

ate, the amendments were agreed to, and j
on an aye and no vote it was passed j
by a vote of 40 to 31, a majority of 0.

The only change in pairs on the final j
vote related to Mr. Beveridge (Ind.). Mr. j
Clark (Mont.) announced that he under- j
stood, if present, Mr. Beveridge would i
vote for the bill. He therefore transferred
his pair to Mr. Rawlins (Dem., Utah).
This permitted both Mr. Clark and Mr.
Hanna (Mr. Rawlins' pair) to vote.

Scarcely had the Puerto Rlcan measure
been disposed of when, quite unexpected-
ly, a serious snarl over the case of for-
mer Senator Quay arose.

Acting upon the unanimous consent
agreement reached on March 16, that the
Quay case should be taken up today,
"subject to the consideration of appro-
priation bills, conference reports, the
present unfinished business and senate
bill 2855," the Spooner bill as to the gov-
ernment of the Philippines, Mr. Lodge
moved that the Spooner bill be made the
unfinished business.

This wa* objected to by the friends of
Mr. Quay and Mr. Wolcott (Rep., Col.)
moved to adjourn. The motion was lost
29 to 29.

Mr. Lodge then renewed fils motion.
It was antagonized by Mr. Chandler^chairman of the committee on privilege*

and elections, who had no objections to
the measure, but did not want it to dis-
place the Quay case.

After some further discussion, Mr. Wol-
cott again moved to adjourn, th© motion
being defeated, £6 to 31.

MUCH FEELING SHOWN.
It became evident that there was a fight

on, and the senators engaged in the con-
troversy manifested much feeling. The
whole question of the unanimous consent
agreement was gone over, the whole de-
bate upon it being read.

Mr. Chandler asked Mr. Lodge a ques-
tion about the construction he placed
upon the agreement, and the Massachu-
setts senator replied:

"1 am not engaged in placing construc-
tions upon unanimous coow^rrts. 1 am act-
ing within my rights to make this mo-
tion, and the friends of Mr. Quay refuse
to permit it to be voted upon."

Mr. Tiliman suggested to the New
Hampshire senator that he telegraph Mr.
Hoar and ascertain what he had done.

Even this bit of humor did not quiet the
senator*.

Mr. Wolcott spoke of the long hours the
senate had been in session, and the de-sire of the senators to get their "frugal
dinners," and moved an executive ces-
sion.

"It Is perfectly obvious,? interjected
Mr. Lodge, "that I can attain no good re-
sult by detaining the senate. The pur-
pose of Mr. Quay's friends is plain. That
is all I desire to show. I have no objec-
tion to the senate either adjourning or
going into executive session, but I con-sider the unanimous consent agreement
at an end."
"I do not know how the senator from

Massachusetts classifies himself," retort-
ed Mr. Wolcott, "whether as a friend oras an enemy of Mr. Quay. It is hard to
tell who are his friends and who are his
enemies. But when any suggestion or in-timation is made that there is any un-
worthy or unrighteous purpose in pressingthe consideration of that case as a mat-
ter of the highest privilege, the person
who makes that statement goes far out
of his way to state that whk-h is un-
qualifiedly false."

Mr. Lodge—l mad*; no charge against
any one. I £a!d I had been deprived of
the right which I thought I clearly hadI am not going to proa it, and i am not
going to hold the senate. If the unanimous
consent Is broken of course that is the
end of it. It cannot be binding in onecasa and not binding In all.

Mr. Chandler—Unanimous consents hadbetter come to an end if they mean what
senators now declare them to meanWith the situation still strained thesenate, at 5:55 p. m., adjourned.

Houv«. Enters Ipon Consideration of
the Substitute.

SILENT AT THE FRONT.
LONDON, April 4.-No news has yet

is regarded as quite trifling compared
with the political effects of the disasterAs the Bloemfontein correspondent of
the Times remarks, Commandant Olivier'g

strategy in attacking Ladybrand and
Thaba N'Chu was bold and brilliant. Most
of his force is composed of Free Staters,
and the advantage gained by them will
have a most disturbing effect on the
minds of the Free State population. The
impossibility of effecting complete pro-
tection for the moment to all farmers
in the south and southeast sections of
the Free State is recognized at Bloem-
fontein. Men, who surrendered under the
proclamation of Lord Roberts, are now.
being punished for the reliance they
placed in the ability of the British to
protect them. As the correspondent fur-
ther remarked:

"This is a careful matter of considera-
tion, and every effort will be made to
help them, but treatment of the Boers at
the hands of their fellow countrymen
cannot be permitted to hamper the mili-
tary plans of Lord Roberts."

Th© Dally Telegraph, which takes a
more humane view, says:
"It is of the first importance to protect

those burghers who have trusted In our
power, and surrendered all means of de-
fending themselves, as it is to win vic-
tories agaiast those who are still in
arms."

VICTORY NEEDED.
The Daily Chronicle, whose Cape Town

correspondent joyfully predicted that the
war will be over in three months, says:

"In order to re-establish our position in
the Free State we need a brilliant suc-
cess won on the- scene of our latest re-
verse."

Would Accept Nomination for the Presidency.

NEW YORK, April 4.—A special from Washington says:
"Admiral Dewey authorizes the World to announce to the Amer-

ican people that after mature reflection, and in response to the earnest
entreaties from all parts of the country, his former decision, not under any
circumstances to run for the presidency, is rescinded."

A correspondent saw the admiral at his home at 6 o'clock last even-
ing. Admiral Dewey said:

"When I arrived in this country last September, I said then that
nothing vould induce me to be a candidate for the presidency. Since
then, however, I have had the leisure and inclination to study the matter
awd have reached a different conclusion, inasmuch as so many assur-
ances have come to me from my countrymen that I would be accept-
able as a candidate for this great office. If the American people want
me for this high office I shall be only too willing to seive them. It is the
highest honor in the gift of this nation. What citizen would refuse it?"

Daily Chronicle, telegraphing Tuesday,
bays:

INDIVIDUAL,DARING.
BUSHMAN'S KOP, March 3.-Th e fl^ht-

I ing of Col. Broadwood s men was mark-ed by many acts of individual courage.
The first man to warn the British of the
ambush was a sergeant of the army
service corps, who shot a Boer dead withhis revolver.

A household cavalryman, who was sum-
moned to surrender, threw his rifle in
his captors face, knocking him over, andescaped. The Boers undoubtedly shotsome of the prisoners and also killed
some of their own men, who advanced tocall on the British to surrender, and
later, according to the testimony of eye-
witnesses, the Boers shot some of the
prisoners, but the confusion was so great,
the fire proceeding from all directions,
and the Boers firing on the convoy In
which their own men were mixed up,
that it is impossible to say exactly what
happened. Explosive bullets have been
found In the bandoliers of some of the
Boers who were captured.

The enemy pursued the British for
miles, killing, wounding and taking pris-
oners. One squadron of the Sixth dra- j
goons, which entered the action 140 strong,
mustered at the end only ten mounted
men.

The Boers seemed to be In great
strength throughout the district, and are
signaling on all sides. A large body la
reported moving southwest of Bloem-
fontein In the direction of the railway.

Duplicate machinery is available to re-
place that which the Boers destroyed at
the water works. The British troops are
in urgent need of remounts.

REICHMANN STORY SCOUTED.
"WASHINGTON, April B.—War depart-

ment officials do not believe the Btory
that come* from South Africa to the ef-
fect that Capt. Carl Reichmann, Seven-
teenth infantry, was one of the leaders
of the Boers nt the laFt light between
the Boers and the English at the Bloem
fontein water works.

Reichmann was Belected by Gen. Miles
pernonally to accompany the Boer forces
during the war as an observer for the
United States army. The army was al-
ready represented on the British side by
Capt. Slocum, and in the Interest of mil-
itary science It was deemed essential that
an accurate idea should be had of the
Boer method of warfare, in order that
conclusion might be drawn that would be
useful to the United States army. Reich-
mann ranks high as a. scientific soldier,
having been detailed with success to ob-
servo the grand maneuvers of the Ger-
man army a? a representative of the
United States army. His colleagues in
Washington declare that the officer has
too much common sense to be led Into a
violation of his orders in the manner
described, for If he actually threw In his
lot with the Boers in attacking the Brit-
ish, he violated the rules of war and
