LOST HIS WINTER'S WAGES

Mt'ets 11 Siramjer Who Muddeuly

Discovers 'l'luit He linn to Pay

It was indeed a hard luck ntory that
James Rennie told yesterday to the po-
llce at the central station. In brief, he
had been buncoed out of $5". The trick
was turned by the ancient, nuss-baeked
game of overdue freight bill.

Ronnie is a Scotchman, thirty-five years
old, whose wife and family livo at Red-
wood Falls, this state. They have been
over from the old country but a year, and
Rennie has been working- in the woods all
winter. Yesterday morning he arrived ln
St. Paul, on his way home. At the union
depol lie fell in with a farmer-looking
man. may haired, with a short gray mus-
tache, and wearing a cap. The man said
thai he lived at Springfield, in Redwood
county, had a farm there, and was In
St. Paul to hire men to work It during
the coining season. Did Rennie want a
job?

He certainly did. and would be glad of
an opportunity to work so near his home
and family. So the two men walked up
Sibley street together and disousbed the
matter, settling the question of wages
and some other trifles. Near the corner
of Seventh and Jackson streets the man
from Springfield went Into a block, but
soon returned and, with Rennie, extended
the walk up ln the vicinity of Eighth and
Temperance streets.

Here came the denouement. A brisk,
well-dressed chap suddenly accosted the
Springfield man and presented the pro-
verbial freight bill and demanded the Im-
mediate payment or $50, or certain farm
utensils needed for spring seeding would
never find Its way out to the Spring-
field man's homestead. This was bad, and
the Springfield man was temporarily ln a
quandary. Had Mr. Rennie $50 about him ?
Mr. Rennie had $55 and some change, lie
loaned the Springfield man $50, under
promise that the matter would be imme-
diately taken care of on their way out
to Redwood county. Then the dapper
young freight clerk went away. Direolly
afterwards the Springfield man passed
mysteriously away between two buliings
near the Stees block, on Seventh street,
and Rennie saw him no more.

So Rennie was left wiih but $5 of hla
hard-earned savings, and a wife and chil-
dren in Redwood Falls waiting for his i-e-
--tuirn, and dependent on that money for
their living. In the afternoon lie went
to the central station and reported hi*
loss. The matter was placed in the hands
of Detective Meyers for Investigation.
There is little hope, however, ;hat Rennl<j
will be rewarded by another -sig-ht uf his
money. The smooth con men have toj

long a start of the detectives, ana will,
likely, be spreading their nets for new
t;fiin« today.

When seen last evening by a reporter
Tor the Globe, Rennie was qnlie de-
spondent. As he has been in this country

hut a short time, he is not so much to
blame for the loss of his money as oth-
ors who are gold-bricked and buncoed sa
often by the ny sharpers who abound In
every city.

SO SAYS ATTORNEY M.UNN IN BAK-

-INO POWI>»R CASK.

The case against Andrew Schoch,
charged with violating the baking pow-
der law passed at the la.st session of the
legislature by spelling cans of the in-
gredients which did not have a label
.showing the formula of the contents, was
on trial" before Judge Orr in the police
court yesterday.

M. D. Mann, attorney for the particu-
lar baking powder which Schoch was
charged with .selling, appeared for the
defendant, and Assistant County Attor-
ney Zollman for the prosecution. Messrs.
l'nliner and Beek, representing the Re-
tail Grocers' association, also assisted the
state in the prosecution of the case.
The witnesses examined were F. A. Dlx,
traveling agent for the baking powder
company; J. 11. Tenvorde, secretary of
the Grocers' association, and A. J. Bir-
mingham, secretary of the Andrew
Schoch company. The contention of the
company represented by Mr. Munn was
that the defendant was simply tha agent

of a non-resident company, and that the
law passed by the legislature was in-
\ alid.

The contention was based on a decision
recently made by Judge I-ochren to the
effect that as the law interfered with
the Interstate commerce it was unconsti-
tutional. Mr. Munn further argued that
the defendant, as agent for the baking
powder company, sold only ln original
packages, and consequently could not be
prosecuted. It is claimed that the at-
tempt, to enforce the law is made by

companies manufacturing an inferior bak-
ing powder, and that if the law is en-
forced It will allow .such companies to
deceive the public in that after the labels
are put on it will he impossible to dis-
tinguish between what is known as cream
of tartar baking powder and what Is
known as the alum baking powder.

Assistant County Attorney Zollman
read numerous authorities in opposition
to the claim that the company sold in
original packages, and Mr. Munn in-
formed the court that he would be ready
to submit his authorities Monday. The
case was continued.

SEASONABLE WEATHER HAS GIVEN"

BISIM3SS IMPETUS SLCH AS
HOPED FOR

BRADSTREET'S SUMS IT UP

Price Situation Is Kimmmi m*i"K.
Farm Products Euslly Leading

iu the Upward Movement—
Inorea.se in Failure*.

NEW YORK, April 6.-Bradstreefs to-
morrow will say:

"Favorable features continue In the
majority in the general trade situation.
The hopes for the advent of seasonable
spring weather have been realized, and
nearly all markets report an improved. distribution at retail. This, aa explained
heretofore, la really tho key of the gen*

eral merchandise situation. The indus-
trial situation is a rather spotted one.
April 1, instead of May 1, seems to have
been fixed upon as a date for presenting

new demands as to wages and hours.
Whiie many thousand men are directly
or indirectly Involved in the Chicago
building- trade strike, and several thou-
sand are out in the coal Industry in the
Pittsburg region, most of the building
trade strikers in other cities have gained
their demands and the machinists strike
at Chicago, which was regarded as
threatening to the entire iron and steel"
industry has been called off pending arbi-
tration.

'"The price situation, too, is encourag-
ing, farm products easily leading in the
upward movement. Wheat crop advdcea
are, on tho whole, favorable, except

from the central West. Sympathy is
shown with corn, which in turn has been

influenced by the ste;u3y advance in hop
products and by the known smallness of
reserves In cribs ami in store. Nothing
like the speculative Interest has been
seen for some years past and the price
is now little below 50c at New York. Hog
products are very strong, statistically.
Pork is 30 per cent and lard is 25 per cent
higher than a year ago. Another product
of the farm, cotton,, has developed re-
newed speculative interest this week, and
a slight upward swing has occurred as '
the result of increased speculative atten-
tion working along previously mentioned
lines.

"Cetlon goods are seasonably quieter
at first hands, but a fair jobbing business
is doing and retail distribution is en-
couraging1. Wool is, however, weaker,
but reports from the woolen goods branch
are quite favorable. Cancellations report-
ed are the smallest there is record of.
Lumber has .shown some weakness at
widely separated markets and tho week,
while not pointing 'to an altogether en-
couraging outlook in the building market
whether from high prices of lumber or
labor troubles, is not altogether without
hope.

"The iron and steel market is practical-
ly unchanged. Reports from Pittsburg
iind Birmingham show firmness in the
crude iron material. Steel rails are firm.
Recent advances in wages and the strong

conditions In the bituminous coal and on»
markets particularly point to not great
shrinkage in prices, notwithstanding the
fact that current demand is of a hand to
mouth character and buyers are still
waiting for a break. In addition export
Inquiry is persistent and from all parts
of th=> earth.

"The better tone 6f the boot and shoe
industry In reflected in steady prices for
leather and some advances in hides.
Copper is stronger on reported export
demand and lead is steady, while tin is
slightly lower as a result of .speculation.
Butter, of course, reflects the advancing
season and more liberal deliveries while
the slight shading in petroleum is hard-
ly significant.

"Business failures in the United States

For
the first Quarter of the year failures aiv
fewer in number than in 1899 .and liabili-
ties are 7 per cent smaller."

REACTIONS IX STOCKS.

Prominent Featured in the Market
iMirlnu the "Week.

NEW YORK, April 6.—Bradstreet's re-
view tomorrow will say:

"Reactions were prominent features
this week, though bullish sentiment
seems to prevail in speculative quarters,
and nothing1 of a general character oc-
curred to depress values. London con-
tinues to sell Americans with the same
avidity it had exhibited in the preceding
fortnight. Foreigners, in fact, were sell-
ers of quite a fair proportion of our
stocks, which they had been freely buy-
ing. Manipulation by pools and large
interests in various parts of the railroad
stock list was again very apparent, and,
on the other hand, realizing sales by
both professional and outside speculators
were on a large scale.

"Commission houses report ffiat the Im-
provement shown In the volume of busi-
ness for the public has not been main-
tained, although the recent activity has
undoubtedly resulted in attracting many
participants who have not been in the
market since las"t year. It was also no-
ticeable that the moderate declines in
the more Important railway stocks were
soon checked without artificial aid from
the bull pools.

"The activity of the week, as far as
railway stocks were concerned, continued
to center in the Pacific and granger
groups, though more attention.was given
to the coal roads, both bituminous and
anthracite, while Southern properties
also showed strength, and a number of
neglected specialties were advanced by
the reappearance of buying orders for
them.

"The Industrials continued to be a dis-
turbing element. Some of them, like
Sugar and People's Gas, advanced on
shoj/t covering or manipulation. Federal
Steel broke rather sharply to below 50
on further complications In dividends on
common stock, the payment of which, it

It is noted that bonds are
In good demand and that buying has
been largely displayed In securities of
good quality, which, until now, had been
quoted at comparatively low values."

FAILI'RESS ARE HEAVY.

NEW YORK, April 4.—R. Q. Dun &
Co.'a weekly review of trade tomorrow
will say:

"Only twice in twenty-five years would
such failures as those of the first quar-

ter of 1900 have seemed large. They
are large compared with last year, and
1898, and would have looked larger in
1888. The amount of liabilities, $56,-
--677,055, includes $21,161,000 for the United
States Flour Milling company and $2,-
--492,482 for sixteen banks and other
financial corporation?, leaving 2,894 fail-
ures with $38,022,372 liabilities. Actual
defaults in manufacturing- are smaller
than In the first quarter of any other
year except 1899, since classified failures
began, as are trading liabilities, and while
Massachusetts and New England fail-
ures have been larger than in ths first
quarter of any vear since 18D4, reports
from other states and sections are main-
ly smaller than In other years excepting
the last. Tn the Southern and Pacific
states the failures were smaller than in
the same quarter of any other year. It
is to exceptional and not to general con-
ditions that any increase is due.

"Quarterly reviews today show that
outside the immediate effects of stock
speculation and Industrial consolidations
the volume of business has been larger
this year than a year ago. At that
time the extensive rise In wages which
followed combination in many cases had
not yet taken place and the purchasing
power of the people was smaller than it
Is now. Very many of the usual spring
demands for higher wages has been
granted or In part, granted by compro-
mise, so that no more than the usual
hindrance from that source now seems
probable. But some of the disputes
threaten to last for some months.

"The steel sheet consolidation with
President McPurtry, of the Apollo works,
at the head, promises great importance.
If this, the tin plate, hoop and national
steel works make an alliance with the
Carnegie company, as is reported, the
whole Industry will sooner or later be ef-
fected. For the present no change ap-
pears in prices of pig, and only slightly
more yielding in plates and bars to se-
cure more business. But many new con-
tracts are reported, including one pur-
chase of rails for export, and the situa-
tion ia generally more hopeful.

"Changes in minor metals are not im-
portant, though copper grows steadily
stronger with exports of 17,910 tons from
only three ports this month. The out-
put of coke is much the highest known."

l>ellnqaent lVr»Mii,l Tn.xpaye.rs
Will He Ulvf-n to the Public.

The names of the delinquent personal
taxpayers, together with the amounts
due the county, will this year be punch-
ed according to law. This will be the
first time it has ever been done in the
history of Ramsey county.

Heretofore the delinquent list has been
checked over by the board of county
commissioners, and namteg struck off
where. In the opinion of the commis-
sioners, the delinquents could not becompelled to pay and the items were
not worth the cost of obtaining Judg-
ment. Then Judgment has been ob-tained against the balance of the list, and
a few collections made. No publicity has
been given the delinquents, who Includeamong their number some of the
wealthiest and most prominent citizens
of the county.

Chapter 14 of the General Laws ,f
1896, after fixing the manner in which
the board shall make cancellations,
says:

"Said treasurer shall deliver such list
and affidavit with his certificate at-
tached to the board of county com-
missioners at their first session there-
after, and they shall cancel such
taxes as they are satisfied cannot be
collected. A copy of the tax Hat so
revised, and also a separate list of th»
taxes so canceled, shall be Included in
the records of the proceedings of said
board and published in full as a part
of such proceedings."

The
now K>wa law provides for a commis-
sion to prepare a catalogue of books
from which selections may be made-, and
gives state aid of from 5 to Id cents p>.'r
pupil, according to the amount
by the district for this purpose.

The commission has requited of State
Superintendent Lewis a copy of the Min-
nesota catalogue, with a view to furthirr
following the example, of Minnesota in
the matter of school libraries.
