Though all of
these lines run into the public square of
Cleveland, they do not all run around
oue loop to congest the traffic as here in
St, Paul. •

CHURCH OP THE MESSIAH.

Arrangements Are Made to Clear It
of Debt.

At the annual parish meeting of the
Church of the Messiah, Fuller street, near
Dale, Rev. Henry Dixon Jones last night
proposed a plan of liquidation of the. re-
maining indebtedness of the chur ch,
amounting to $300. This surp represents
the balance of a note of $1,000, of which
$650 still remained due at Easter. Bff The
special subscriptions of that day $26O,\fas
raised, \u25a0 and- the remainder "\u25a0was; divided,
on the rector's plan last night, jinto
blocks, five of $20, twenty of $5 and a
hundred of $1. These were listed for sub-
scription, and before the meeting closed a
parge part -of the remaining debt waa
cleared away. The church plans to raise
the rest before Ascension, reaving the par-
ish entirely free from all obligations.

A business meeting preceded a social
last night, at which reports were received
from the church officers and the various
societies connected with the work of the
parish. The resume of the year's work
showed favorable conditions and prosper-
ity. The election of members of the vestry
resulted in the choice of George King and

| James Stronge fo.r terms of three years.
The other members are Dr. Colvin, A.
Bland, H. C. Conyers and John Wade.
The choice for senior warden of the vestry
fell upon George King, and H. C. Conyera
was elected junior warden. Dr. Colvin
and George Reed were elected delegates
to the diocesan council, with John Wade
and George King as alternates.

MEMORIAL FOR BISHOP.

St. Clement's to Have a Lectern as
Sank.

At the annual Easter meeting of St.
Clement's Episcopal church, held last
night, F. O. Osborn, W. G. Whitehead
and H. M. Temple were elected delegates
to the diocese council, and R. E. Walker,
J. H. A. Williams and A. R. Kite alter-
nates. F. O. Osborne and J. H. Williams
were also appointed lay directors of the
city missions. A resolution to place In
the church a memorial lectern to the
late Bishop Gilbert was unanimously
adopted.

St. Clement's has not a parish organi-
zation. The late bishop used It as a
procathc-dral, appointing a committee of
six, instead of the regular vestry of a
parish. If Bishop Gilbert's successor de-
cides not to use the church longer as a
procathedral it will be organized as a
parish by the diocesan council of Minne-
sota.

The treasurer's report showed the finan-
ces of St. Clement's to be In a most sat-
isfactory condition. Notwithstanding the
heavy expenditures of the 1-ast year the
liabilities of the church have been re-
duced 33 per cent.

the police, but as the trick was turnedso far away the local police could offer
him no hope of recovering his money and
the young man is stranded here.

After the "con" men got Bird's money
they gave him a ticket to this city and
SlO in money. He waa Instructed to in-
quire at the Merchants' hotel for Ernest
Williams, represented to be the local
manager for the firm for which Bird be-
lieved he was to go to work. No such
person is known at the Merchants' hotel.
In Seattle Bird ran across a stranger
who gave the name of L. C. Wonnel.
He pretended to get Bird a position witha farm implement firm to go through
the country preparing machinery. Bird
had $4]£ saved up to pay his way to Cape
Nome, but was allured by the promise
of a permanent position at a good salary,
so when he was asked to give a bond!on representation that he would have to
collect large sums of money, he Indorsed
and turned over to the "con" men a draft
for $415, all the money he possessed. Toget him out of the way the "con" men
sent him to this city on the fool's er-
rand of inquiring for a mythical man-ager who would assign him territory.
