Dr. D. W. McCourt ana his two youngr
sons, Robert and Elmer, living at 1669
Princeton avenue, Macalester Park, nar-
rowly escaped death in a fire that de-
stroyed the family residence shortly be-

j .fore 3 o'clock yesterday morning. The
damage to the house, a two-story frame,

and the contents, amounts to $1,000. The
house was insured for $2,700.

"When the fire broke out Dr. McCourt
was asleep in an upstairs front room,
while the children were in an adjoining

j room. Almost suffocated by the heavy

.-moke that filled the house Dr. McCourt
endeavoring to locate the fire, went down
stairs and opened the door leading to the
kitchen. As he did so a wave of flame
Bwept through the opening, almost carry-

[ ing him off his feet. When he ran back
upstairs to rescue the children he found
the flames had already communicated to

1 the upper part of the house, and he had
; great difficulty in reaching the bedside
j of the boys. With a child in each arm,
' he had hardly time to escape from the
! house, when the entire building was
! wrapped In flames. A telephone message

!to the Merriam Park fire department
' started the apparatus to the scene of the

fire, but the long run on muddy roads
consumed much tim-e, and the residence
was doomed before the department ar-
rived. Neighbors awakened by the glare
of the flames, had meantime reached the

| house, and with their assistance consider-
j able of the furniture on the lower floor

I was saved. When the department fina'ly
; got the tire under control little of the
i house beyond the front wall- remained.

MINNE'S EQUIPMENT NEW.

So Gen. Lramljert Is Notified by War
Secretary Root.

Adjt. Gen. Lambert yesterday received
a telegram from Secretary Root, of the
war department, notifying him that the
commanding officer of the Rock Island
arsenal had been instructed to ship 800
brand new, full equipments, to ba distrib-
uted among the companies of the First
regiment.
