News of St. Paul Churches Follow-
ing the Easter Awakening
of the Congrega-
tions.
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Surgeon Major Ira C. Brown, referring
to sanitary work in the Philippines, says
that while the natives are scrupulously

clean as to their person, they have but
slight knowledge of sanitary laws, and
look upon all orders for maintaining
& healthful surrounding as arbitrary
manifestations of authority and persecu-
tion. Among the lower classes of the
Chinese it is much worse, and most of
the plague cases have been among these.
White people seem to have escaped alto-
gother. A curious complication arose when
the plague first ippeared in Manila.
There is an inveterate and implacable
hatred between the Filipinos and China-
men, and the native inspectors appointed
to se 1 out nuisances improved the op-
portunity to get even with the Chinamen.,
Chinese inspectors were then appointed,

at the suggestion and by the aid of rich
Chinese merchants, and the racial squar-
ing up of old scores ceased. There are
now 140 inspectors at work in Manila, who
patrol the city in squads comprising two
Filipinos and a Chinaman, with a soldier
to boss them to prevent their shirking and
blackmailing. A house in which a plague
victim is discovered 1is disinfected, and
everything movable is burned. A yellow
card with the words “Bubonic Pest” is
attached to the door, and a sentry stands
guard, the house being quarantined for
four days. If several cases occur in a
street, It is closed to all business. Dead
Chinamen are buried eight feet under
ground and covered with quicklime, but

the Filipinos are cremated if the relatives
will consent to it. The authorities are
eagerly losking for rain, belleving that a

few six-inch showers will flush the streets
and wash the town so completely that
further cases of the plague will be impos-
sible,

Even in highly eclvilized communities
there are alwayvs some people who believe
that autionary measures of pla-
carding 1 s in which there are cases
of contagious diseases and the isolatien
of the inmates is an interference with per-

iae

sonal iib¢rty. The Philadelphia Medlcal
Journal, speaking editorially, says: “Diph-
theria and scarlet fever are two of the
great scourges of child life; they are
likewise two of the most readily con-
rolled contagicns by the exercise of mod-
ern preventive methods. These methods
savor to some of interference ‘with per-
sonal [iberty and freedom of action; there-
fore, with eyes willfully and tightly
closed, they thrash their arms about and
strike blindly at those who in attempting
to save iife inadvertantly jostle against
them or interrupt their peaceful daily

promenade upon the public highway.” If
these objections should be humored and
their requests granted, human life would
be lost, contagion spread and much need-
less suffering be caused. An essential ele-
ment of sanitary effort is love of our fei-
low men. We must be willing to sacrifice
personal convenience and interests for the
welfare of the community, for such sacri-
fice ultimately benerits the individual and
the people.

The eolonial office of England is about
to makKe some very entertalning experi-
ments upon the pessibility of preventing
malaria. A hut will be built in the most
malarial spot In the pestilential Roman
Campagna. This will be made absolutely
mosquito proof by screens and two med!-
* cal experts will live in this hut during
the malarial season from May until Oc-
tober. Two servants will wait upon them
and if the four persons are not affected
with malaria it will be proof that with
proper precautions any person may in-
habit a malarious country with impunity.
For a second experiment mosquitoes are
to be railsed from eggs in a laboratory
where they will have no chance to pick
up malarial germs and will then be fed
in Rome upon patients known to have
malaria. These mosquitoes will then be
sent to London and set free in a house
inhabited by Englishmen who have never
been away from home and who have
therefore never been exposed to the dan-
ger of malarial iInfection. These men
will probably develop malarial fever.
These experiments, one positive, the oth-
er negative, will doubtless be successful
and will lead to the devising of methodg
to protect those in malarial countries
from infection by that disease.

The authorities of Manchester, Eng-
land, which has a population of over half
a miHlion, have just undertaken to build
a small-pox hospital to cost $300,000. It
will be located at Carrington Moss, a
tract of waste land belonging to the city
which has been reclzimed and made fer-
tile. No doubc the neighbors will oppose
the building or the hospita!, for the pos-
sibility of the aerial spreading of disease
from hospitais and from passing ambu-
lances is an uncomfortable one to think
of. Every ambulance used for the con-
veyance of persons suffering from con-
tagious diseases should be thoroughly
equipped with all possible arrangements
for the protection of the public against
disease, and there is an opportunity for
some inventive genius to perfect an asep-
tic ambulance.

Dr. Thorndike, after a study of mental
fatigue, disbelieves that fatigue begins

as soon as work begins, and thinks that

it is greatly influenced by mistakes and |

inappropriate reaction fully as much as
by the amount of work. He says that
mental fatigue is not like that of the body
and that its warning signs are more com-
plex and ill-defined, and for that reason
are too often neglected. There is no re-
liable symptom and no measure of the
degree of exhaustion of mental force, and
the signs of danger are at present but
vaguely understood.‘even by physicians.

Dr. Porter claims that gout and rheu-
matism are due to one of two causes, an
excess of food or a diminished supply of
food,. the result being that of defective
oxidation in the body, uric acid and other
products being evidences . of - imperfect
processes, and not products of the disease
itself. This suggests a form of treatment
in which only as much food is given as
can be properly oxidized by the system,
due care being taken that the digestive
system is in such good condition, that it
can properly digest food.

The causation of lockjaw is usually as-
sociated with perforating wounds from
rusty nails, but a case is recorded in the
f.ancet in which a man forty-five years
of age pricked his heel with a needle
and fourten days after developed typical
symptoms of tetanus. The treatment
consisted of fifteen grains of bromide of
potash and of chloral, given every four
hours, the dosc being increased later to
thirty grains. The patient recovered.

vinced that no other safer remedy wiil
produce the desired effect, and he espe-
cially gives warning against its use in
trivial ailments.

PRESCRIPTIONS.

For the catarrhal sore throat, often fol-
lowing the influenza, Dr. Atkinson rec-
ommends: Carbolic acid, 12 grains; bo-
rox, 2 drachms; bicarbonate of soda, 1
drachm; glycerine, % ounce; rose water
sufficient to make 8 ounces. This may be
used as a gargle or as a spray.

For bronchial catarrh the following is
useful: Sulphate of morphine, % grain;
syrup of zquills, 2 drachms; syrup of lac-
tucarium (lettuce) 1% ounce; water, 6
drachms. The dose is a teaspoonful every
second, third or fourth hour.

In cases of severe bronchitis, following
the influenza, the following 1s recom-
mended by Atkinson: Chloride of am-
monia, 1 drachm; Brown mixture (com-
pound mixture of licorice), 6 ounees, The
dose is a tablespoonful every three or four
hours. —Leon Noel.
