OTTAWA, April 21.—Over five square
miles of territory burned over; more than
2,000 buildings destroyed; seven lives lost;

several thousand men, women and chil-
fren homeless, and a property loss of
$17,000,000, according to latest estimates,

tive fire which swept this city and Hull
yesterday and today. Although under
control for many hours, the flames were
not entirely extinguished until about noon
today.

RELIEF WORK.

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The destroyed property in this district
included some of the finest residences in
Ottawa, as well as a great many of the
humblest.

Crannell and Mr. McLaurin, Martin &
Warneck’s big flour mill, Erskine Presby-
terian church, Somerset street bridge, the
immense lumber piles along Division,
Preston and Rochester streets; the resi-
dences of John Phinney, James Murphy,
Mrs. Catherine Pinkney, Alex Coulter,
Mrs. A. Rochester, Thomas A. Cook, Ed-
ward Foxton and A. L. Warneck; French
Presbyterian church and Victoria brew-
ery, all of which have disappeared.

HEAVY LOSER.

The Ottawa Electric company will be a
| very heavy loser. An approximate value
of its property destroyed is placed at $300,-
000. The Ottawa Electric Light company
had six power houses. There was one
central or distributing power house, and
the other five were auxiliary or sub sta-
tions. Of these substations only one, that
operated by steam,  remains, the other
four being destroyed. The central power
house and the steam auxiliary station
were only saved after a hard fight by the
directors and employes.

The fire area was viewed by hundreds
of people this afternoon and evening. One
~f the most remarkable things about the

9 scene was that no smoke was to be
There were no half burned build-

55 or smoldering logs anywhere.
Everything that the fire touched was
burned to ashes. All of Hull's principal
buildings, with the exception of the Cath-
olic church, were wiped out. The buf'd-
ings destroyed are valued at $2,700,000, and
of this amount over $1,000,000 may be put
down as a loss. Then, in stock, fixtures,
household effects and wearing apparel
there Is a loss of nearly $3,000,000. The
vast piles of lumber which went up may
be reckoned at $2,000,000 more.

The government at a cabinet meeting
today decided to give $100,000 to relieve the
sufferers of the Ottawa and Hull fire,
Ten thousand dollars will be given for im-
mediate use. The city council has decided
to give $10,000.

LUMBER DESTROYED.

NEW YORK, April 27.—Lewis S. Hall,
president of the Export Lumber company,
of New York, Boston and Ottawa, which
company had $1,000,000 worth of its lum-
ber burned in the fire at Ottawa vester-
day, was interviewed today and said:

“The destruction of a large quantity of
lumber at Ottawa, which is reported at
from 150,000,000 to 200,000,600 feet, together
with the loss of mill capacity of 150,000,000
and 200,000,000 feet per annum, will have a
‘greater effect upon the white pine and
spruce lumber markets than it would have
had at any time or period during the past
ten years. Not only does it take from the
‘mext year’'s market over 400,000,000 feet of
lumber, mostly white pine, but it doeg this
at a time when the market 18 out of pro-
portion to the available supply. I have
just recelved this telegram from our agent
in Ottawa:

** ‘Cancel all orders possible for common
Jumber in the states. It is necessary for
us to have this lumber here.’ Owing to
the great demand for lumber in Canada,
it looks to me as if the lumber will have
to be shipped from the United States to
Canada to supply a part of the immedi-
ate demand. Fortunately the Export
Lumber company has large stocks of Jum-
ber at their yards at Green Foint, at Bos-
ton, at mills in the West, as well as at
the interfor mills in Canada amounting
to about 125,000,000 feet,- Our company

as in a position to prevent any serious
oss to the business industries of the West
Indies and Central America.”

HIS STRATEGY HAS DISCOMFITTED
THE GREAT IDOL OF THE
BRITISH EMPIRE

MUTTERINGS ARE NOW HEARD

Criticisms of Lord Roberts Whis-
pered in London—Advance Upon
Pretoria as Far Away
as Ever,

LONDGN, April 28.—In Commandant
General Luis Botha the Boers appear to
have found a capable successor to Jou-
bert. As a result of his foresight and
quick judgment, it may be assumed now
that the retreating commandoazs have got-
ten safely away with their transpert. 1t
Is true L.ord Roberts does not say much
as to the whereabouts of his force other
than those of Gen. ¥French and Gen Run-
dle. Notbing is knewn as to the forces
of Gens. Brabant, Pole-Carew, Hart and
Chermeicde, but the indications from Ali-
wal North show that several small com-
mandoes are still hovering in the vicinity
of Springfield, causing a certain amount
of danger, and the advices from Dewets-
Gorp outlining the duties of Gen. Cherm-
side, justify the conclusion that it will
still be necessary to employ a consider-
able body of troops to keep the Free
State clear of Boers.

The position is that the Boers, who be-
gan their raid a month ago by compelling
Col, Broadwood to retire on Bloemfon-
tein, have now gotten safely away to the
northward, practically without loss, but
with the advantage of seven British guns,
together with a hundred prisoners cap-
tured.

Meanwhile the advance to Pretorfa has
not begun. Small wender is it that Eng-
land compiains and criticisms are begin-
ning to be heard here and there against
Lord- Reberts.

The significance of Gen. Hunter's di-
vision going to Kimberley, where mounted
troops are also arriving daily, is now saiq
1o be a serious attempt to deal with the
strong Eoer force on the Vaal river, now
threatening to retake Barkly and then an
endeavor to relieve Mafeking. It will be
borne in mind that Gen. Hunter paid a
hurried visit to Lord Roberts at Bloer-
fontein. 2

A temporary railway bridge has just
been completed at Bethulie, wnere hithers
to raiilway trucks had been transferred
over the wagon bridse. This will greatly
fzé‘cilitate getting stores up to Bloemfon
tein.

GEN WARREN'S TASK.

The Swazi queen has
placed the former king’s brother on the
throne, a bey of eighteen. She argues
that as she will have to answer for the
death of Sebuagua, she may as well be
killing, and she has given the chiefs per-
mission to kill whom they please through-
out the whole of Swarziland.

LATEST AMERICAN NOTE TO THE
SULTAN IS PRACTICALLY AN
ULTIMATUM

PRODUCED GREAT IMPRESSION

No Disposition Shown by the Tarks,
However, to Settle tl@e Claims
Set Out in the De-’
mands.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Thursday, April
26.—The American note handed to the
Turkish minister of foreign affairs, Tew-
fik Pasha, on Tuesday, is couched in per-
emptory terms,
Payment for the indemnity ‘several times
promised to Minister Straus by the sul-
tan. The note does not fix a time limit
for an answer, but its tenor IS not far
from the character of ar ul'imatum. It
has produced a great impression ipon the
Porte, which, however, shows no dispo-
sition . to modify the attitude hitherto
maintained, namely, re'ﬁﬁdiaﬁ_n‘ the re-
sponsibility and seeking ‘to diminish the
importance of the mattér. It s presumed
that the Porte's reply will be in this

{ sense, and hence it is feared the -United

States government will be obliged te take
steps to enforce its démands. Turkey's
decision to send an officér to America to
study naval construction is interpreted to
be another sop. It is the revival of an

old project to buy a cruiser in the United.

States, in the price of which the indem-
nity shall be included, so that the Porte
will be able to say it -has not paid the
indemnity. The American government
has already categorically refused such a
compromise, which would meéafi prolonged
negotiations and the dragging out of the
matter indefinitely, to which the United
States will not listen. As regards the in-
demnity, it is in the nature of a debt of
honor. 1If the Porte wanis to buy a
cruiser, that is a matter in no way con-
nected with the indemnity.:

CAUGHT IN 'HIE FLAMES

DICK BELL'S BLIGHTING TOUCH

PALSIEL

The Bench Unanimously Sustains the Con-
tention of the Democratic Committee
That His Nominees Have No

Place on the Ticket.

Pottgieser’s Name to Go on
VWithout Party Designation
—Democrats Pleased
While Republicans
Grow More
Anxious,

A splendid victory for party organiza-
tion against the raid attempts to prey

It was as great a victory for the peo-
ple of St. Paul as for the Democrats of
St. Paul, for it has laid down in plain
language the right of the people, aroused
to reform, to be permitted to vote for
their chosen leaders without having to
combat the Infamous tricks of political
guerrillas, lying in wait for the plunder
that is theéir only purpose in politics.

“That a regular convention of the Dem-
ocratic party of the city of St. Paul was
held in said city March 24, 1900, and at
that convention J. C. Michael, Bsq., was
duly elected chairman thereof, and James
R. Hickey, Esq., duly elected secretary
thereof. That the committee known as
the Democratic city and county organi-
zation was duly adopted and ratified as
the regular city committee of said Demo-
cratic parts, the same being the same
committee of which Humphrey Barton
is chairman and William Constans is sec-
retary; and that the executive commit-
tee of said Democratic city and county
organization was given full authority to
fill any vacancies which might occur in
any of the nominations for office by sald
Democratic party.

ular hostility toward the present gang of
cheap statesmen.

covered. Two men were engaged in it
One was.in the apartments of the citizens,
in the actual performance of the rob-
bery. The other was staading zuard out-
side. When the crime was discovered the
man operating insiie fled, followed by ths
lady whose premises were beinz despoiled.
She saw a police officer, and ran toward
him; but one of the burglars was ahead
of her, and raised the ery of “stop
thief,”” which at present is the main reli-
ance of the ‘‘grafting” garg now in pow-
er. He ran, toward the peolice officer, who
is no better and no worsz than his supas-
riors or his associate officers, and took
the officer off on-a-wild gocse chasa. Aft-
er he had led him far.enough to enable
his pal to escape, he bethought him of
his-own safety, and, telling the ofiicer to
go around one way, he went the other,
and dizappeared.

All this was bad enough. The Gluobe
published the details of "the absurd affair
the following morning. The result was
that the police department, under its
present skillful manzgement, deciced that
something must be done to retrizve the
disaster. An electicn was pending, and
it would never do if the pclice could not
present to the publc - somebody  wh>
might at least be charg:d with the com-
mision of the offens>. Twenty-four hour:
after the event they found a viciim. It
was in the person of young Swansoa.
They arrested him for the burglary, and
hauled him into court. There they put
him on his trial, without having a sc'n-
tilla of evidence to even warrant his zr-
rest. Of course there was no recoura2
but to discharge the young man. 1Is it
to be wondered at that his numerous bus-
iness and social friends are In arms, and
determined to render such an infamous
blunder impossible in the future? There
has been, and, of course, there ecan b2 n»>
remedy or relief offered to the young
man, the honorable victim of this gross
and incredible case of police stup!dity.
HHe canont recover against the cf y, and
there is little or no use trying to get
relief through the individual police otH-
cers who are responsible, since they are
protected, under the law, from being
made to meet their financial obligati ns.
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This case has passed into the history
of police administration here and else-
where, as the phenomenal case of stupid-
ity and incompetence, with nothing what-
ever to redeem it from the imputation
which it casts upon those in charge, of
absolute unfitness for the duties which
devolve upon them. Rut it hardly affords
a more notorious instance of criminal po-
ljce incompetency, with a dash of graft-
ing on the side, than is furnished by the
famous case of Nic Kauth, arrested and
tried for the Middleton murder. There
was a truly remarkable case! A man had
been murdered in his own store at mid-
night by burglars, and robbed of his
watch. To the present hour the murder
is a profound mystery, so far as the po-
lice 'have been able to do anything to un-
ravel it. Yet there is a claim pending
against the city of $750 for *'services” on
the part of a local detective agency ren-
dered in the effort to convict the harmless
Nick, an Innocent woman having al-
ready been dragged thrcugh the courts
for the murder.
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Middleton’s watch had been handed to
Nick to sell. He suspected it to be Mid-
dleton’s watch, and he took it to the
sheriff of the county, and had it identi-
fied. The sheriff not having time to at-
tend to it, turned it over to the police.
Nick co-operated with the police in the
effort to get the murderer. Not consider-
inq, themselves equal to so serious a case
the city detective force called in a private
detective agent, and peor Nick proceeded
to co-operate with them in the work of
landing the' murderer.

It is a foot race! Every bogus reform.
er of them all is running to cover. It is
as If they might be seeking shelter from
a cyclone. Even McCardy is being de-
serted. When a man who is a candidata
for office has his best friends offer a
weak apology for him, as the Pioncer
Press did yesterday morning for McCar-
dy, the juggler, his case is in pretty bad
shape. Yet it is to this complexi.n the
cause of the new gang has com-. Abuse,
vilifications falsehood, shameless and un-
limited, crocodile tears over the pr-spec-
tive Injury to the city, and newspaper
sensationalism are now the only reliancg
that is left to the cheap graftérs of the
city hall
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The one man to be commiserated by all
disinterested men is Chet Smith. He en-
tered upon the campaign in perfect good
faith. Of course, nobody knew him, and
he wasn’t especially good-looking, but he
had fooled around the Commercial club
and like bodies without attracting atten-
tion, and, above all other occasicns fcor
public distinction, he had been designed
by his friend, Mayor Kiefer, as his can-
didate for the office of city assessur,
which is quite a nice berth in its way,
and offers quite a few opportunities to a
shrewd and watchful man. But e chose
to set himself up in opposition to his
friend Klefer for the nomination, and he
has to bear the consequences,
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It does not receive the sanction of the
Globe, the proposition that Chet Smith
withdraw from the campalgn.

The old leaven of Know-Nothing-
ism, which is so strong in Republican pol-
icy, has made itself too well understood
amohg the German-Americans, with the
result that the deception does not work
any further.
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For a number of vears, through the ef-
forts of a few marplots like Stadfeld, the
Germans and the Irish-Americans have
been kept at war,through national preju-
dices. They have as a result taken oppo-
site sides; and their strength, as against
the Know-Nothing idea, has been dissi-
pated. - Even thiz tendency is at an end,
and the actual facts are beginning to
dawn on the people. There might be
some chance for further delusion were
it not for the bad break of the Dispatch
in trying to- “jolly” the Germans into
voting for Chet. But the scheme failed.
It was exposed, and the result Is that the
return of George Thompson has no appre-
ciable effect on the situation.
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The Manhattan franchise grab has had
a wonderful effect in this way. The little
scheme to put off the voting on Mayor
Kiefer's veto until after the election has
not done a bit of good. It is just the
same. BEverybody looks on the scheme
as merely another trick in which The *‘re-
formers’ are so well versed. The other
scheme of Clerk Jensen, in getting a legal
opinion to justify him in perfox_'ming a
ministerial duty, while it made well in-
formed men laugh, has arouseX the mass
of the people as too transparent to be
thought of save as a public insuilt,
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Combined with all this is the pronounc-
ed conviction of success which pervades
the Democratic ranks. Mayor. Smi h is
doing wonderful work. The people are
realizing that it is not the success or de-
feat of any given candidates trat is in-
volved, but the defeat of the entire gang
of servile grafters who are now in pow-
er.

He sces the hope-
lessness of the case, and the folly of try-
ing the temper of his most loyal support-
ers by going out on the siump or ¢lse-
where, and saying and doing thincs w"ich
cnly grieve and insult his frisnds. 1t is
all day with the gang, and oniy the di-
rect interference of Providence can row
save them from a well-merited fate.
