WITH BOER SYMPATHY
RESOLUTION

NO ACTION WAS REACHED

Effort to Refer to Foreign Rela-
tions Committee Failed, and
Another Vote Can Be
Called For.

WASHINGTON, April 28.—Quite unex-
pected today the senate was brought face
ito face with the propcsition to extend
| their sympathies to the Boers in their
| struggle with Great Britain. In the midst
| of the consideration of bills of minor
| importance, Mr. Pettigrew (S. D.) called
fup the following and asked for its im-
| mediate consideration:

“Whereas, from the hour of achieving
| their own independence the people of the
! United States have regarded with sym-
. pathy the struggles of other people to
| free themselves from KEuropean domina-
| tion; therefore be it

‘““‘Resolved, that we watch with deep
and abiding interest the heroic battle of
i the South African republics against
cruelly and oppression, and our best
| hopes go out for the full success of their
| determined contest for liberty.”

When Mr. Lodge (Mass.) had formally
ascertained that no committee had re-
ported the resolution to the senate, he
moved that it be referred to the com-
 mittee on foreign rclations Without a
word of debate the vote was taken, 31
senators voting in favor of reference and
11 against. As the vote developed the
absence of a quorum, an effort was made
to secure one, but it was unsuccessful,
and the senate adjourned.

Party lines were not drawn in faver
of the adoption of the resolution, several
senators on both sides of the chamber,
who are known to be favorable to the
resolution, voting to send it to the com-
mittee. As a quorum was not present
and voting, the resolution retains its
place, subject to call at any time. The
detailed vote follows:

SEEKING HAWAII PLUMS.

In anticlpation of the final enactment
of the Hawaiian government bill, the
president is devoting some attention to
the selection of the various officials of

the new government who are subject to
executive appoifitment. It is the inten-
tion to make ese appointments very
soon, in order that there may be no de-
lay in the inauguration of the new gov-
ernrcent and to secure speedy relief from
the serious embarrassments’ of the pres.
ent anomalous condition of affairs. The
Hawaiian contingent in Washingtcn has
not been behind hand in suggesting suit-
able material to the president for his con-
sideration In t connection. Particu-
larly in the case of the governorship have
there been urgent representations. There
are no less than four candidates in the
field. The name of President Dole leads
the list; Harold Sewall, late minister at
Honolulu, and now United States agent
in the island, is making a formidable
canvass, backed by the Maine delegation,
and there are two persons of Hawaiian
birth prominent in the affairs of thg
islands, whose names also are under con.
sideration. There is ground for the be-
lief that of all these candidates, Presi-
¢ent Dole is looked upon most favorably,
The president inciining to the view that
by making such an appointment, he
would not only recognize the principle of
home rule, but also would make suit-
eble recognition ‘of the long continued
and effective efforts of Sanford B. Dole
to secure the annexation of the Hawaiian
islands to the United States.

HOUSE PASSED MANY BILLS.

Settlement of Claims Growing Out
2 of War With Spain.

WASHINGTON, April 28.—The house
passed a number of bills of importance
today, and the balance of the session was
devoted to the senate bill to create a
commission to adjust the claims of citi-
zens against Spain assumed by this coun-
try by the treaty of Paris. The bill de-
veloped considerable opposition, and was
finally recommitted to the committee on
war claims, with instructions to report
back g bill toirefer the claims to the
court of claims.

DAY SYNDICATE HOLDINGS

They Have Been Taken Up by the
Northern Pacific, Amounting
to Abecut 38,000
Shares.

NEW YORK. April 28.—Announcement
was made today that the Northern Pa-
cific had completed the arrangements for
the transfer of the St. Paul & Duluth
railway. 'The control of the properiy was
held by the syndicate of common stock-
holders organized by Clarence 8. Day,
and the Northern Pacific has purchased
the shares held by this syndicate, said
to be 38,000 shares. The oustanding com-
mon stock 1s $4,680,000.
