Fully 600,000 were gathered' along the
line of march of today's parade and for
four hours the admiral was busy bowing:
acknowb dgt mi nts of the cheers that mci

him from all sides.
When the parade entered the thickly

crowded streets down town the admiral
met with his rial reception, ami it was
most enthusiastic. The cheers rna\e

practically <<w> continuous roar, a 1many
times so 1-iud that it was difficult to hear
the music of the band which marched
ahead of the admiral's carriage. T!.e
pidewalks were packed from curb to
vails, and every window which afforded
v. sfghl of the parade was filled with as
n:;:ny beads as could In- thrust through St.
On the tops <>i the buildings won? other
sightseers, .i3.il ;;!! joined in giving tho
admiral a welcome which in point o
thusiasm has never been surpassed by

REAL WELCOME.
Not less pleasing to Un? admiral than

the expressions of greeting and good-
will shown by the decorations were the
many spontaneous proofs of a real wel-
come that he received. If the admiral's
carriage came near enough women threw
(lowers from windows of high buildings
and the sailors around his carriage pick-
ed up many bouquets that had missed
their mark and fallen in the street. When
there were no Bowers there were
cheers, and afterward the flowers and the
cheers came together, moving the admiral
to rise In his carriage and bow his ac-
knowledgments.

After traversing the business part of
the city the parade was reviewed by Ad-
miral Dewey in the presence of thousands
Of people wedged in a literally solid mass
for blocks on either hand.

A luncheon at the Union League club
followed, and at S p. m. Admiral Dewey
and his aides were the guests of the
University club, while Mrs. Dewey and
the members of the women's reception
committee were entertained at dinner
Ly Mrs. Arthur Caton.

At il p. in. Admiral Dewey and party
visited the Naval Reserve Veteran asso-
ciation ball ul the First Regiment ar-
mory.

The stand "from which Admiral Dewey
reviewed the parade was built out from
the grand stand erected along the south
c-nd of the unfinished postoflice building
in Jackson boulevard, and here thou-
sands of people stood in the street for
hours wailing Tor the admiral to appear
«l the head of the parade. A number
irt women fainted in the crush.

COMING OF THE ADMIRAL.
The coming of the admiral was made

known by the special parade escort, a
detachment from the United States army,
galloping up to the reviewing stand.
When the detachment had formed a car-
riage containing Admiral Dewey, Mayor
Harrison and Charles A_. Plamdon, of the
reception committee, drove up, giving
the crowd its first view of admiral.
Admiral Dewey bowed to Mrs. Dewey,
who sat at one of the broad windows of
the Union league, directly opposite tfie
reviewing stand, and then the reviewing
party ascended the stand, Mayor Harrl-
*>'•!! standing in front of Admiral Dewey.

The long parade then began to tile by.
After the heads of the Chicago police de-
partment came Gen. James P. Wade, of
the United States array, the chief mar-

Mouiton, chief of staff, and his aids. The
special parade escort, which had resume.!
