WISCONSIN FOREST FIRE.

Was More Seriouns Thiun at First
Reported.

DULUTH, Minn.,, May 2—The fire on
the Sauntry logging road, about twelve
miles from the city, on the Wisconsin
side, reported Tuesday, was more serious
than at first belleved. Two bridges, 800
and 200 feet .long, were burned out, in-
stead of one, as reported. The logging
train caught between the blazing bridges
and the fire, consisting of twenty-nine
cars. In order to extricate it it has been
found that the most practical way is to
build a temporary track across country
and connect with Eastern Minnesota. At
the nearest point the roads are about
1,000 feet apart. A large force ‘of men
are now at work grading and laying
steel. When the train crossed the bridge
Monday night and went to the end of the
branch, there secemed no prospect of fire
in that vicinity. An hour later the bridge
was burning fiercely, and also the sur-
rounding woods.

The fires around Duluth have all died
down, and all prospects of danger are
now removed. No reports of serious
damage have been received.

Senators Nelson and Pettigrew

Cross Swords in Debate.

WASHINGTON, May 2—When the sen-
ate convened today, Mr. Gallinger (N.
L), chairman of the pensions committee,
presented a memorial from the Union
Veterans’ union complaining about the
government's pension policy and accom-
panied the memeorlal by a speech in which
he said the criticisms were unjust. Mr.
Gallinger closed by saying:

“The criticism of the penslon policy of
the administration f{s unjust and unwar-
ranted. The $140,000,000 odd paid out now
vearly for pensions, is about as much as
the government ought to expend.”

Mr. Pettigrew bitterly denounced the
government for keeping the volunteers in
service after their terms had expired.

Mr, Nelson said that if Mr. Pettigrew
had had service during the Civil war he
would not have uttered the criticism he
had against the government- He told of
the veteran bounty office that offer $6500
bounty for two years and transportation
home after enlistment. He said this was
because the veterans were more valuable
than the new recruits. He thought the
people of South Dakota would resent hig
attack on their patriotism.

Mr. Pettigrew said he'! thought the
soldiers of South Dakota would resent the
attack of Mr. Nelson upon them, and
would take it out of him if they couid
get at him.

MR. HEPBURN, OF I0WA, CREATED
A SENSATION IN THE HOUSE
OF REPRESENTATIVES

IMPUGNS MEMBER'S VERACITY

Said 1f Mr. Cannon Fathered a Ru-
mor He Lied—House Was Then
in an Uproar, and Order
Was Demanded.

WASHINGTON, May 2—A dramatic
and sensational scene occurred in the
house this afternoon, between Mr. Can-
non, chairman of the appropriations com-
mittee, and Mr. Hepburn, in charge of
the Nicaragua canal bill. Mr. Cannon re-
senied some remarks made last night by
Mr. Hepburn, impugning his (Cannon’s)
sincerity. Mr. Cannon spoke under ex-
citement, saying he had just read Mr.
Hepburn’s attack upon him. As he pro-
ceeded, he recalled an intimation that had
come to him, of which he had spoken yes.
terday, that those who were promoting
this bill were doing so to delay the canal.
Yet he said he had acquitted Mr. Hep-
burn c¢f any such intention. Today he
frankly stated that Mr. Hepburn's name
had been connected with the rumor.

“Who was the author of the rumor?’
asked Mr. Hepburn, jumping to his feet.

“A newspaper man,” reépiied Mr. Can-
nor. “I do not know his name."

Continuing and speaking with great de-
liberation, Mr. Cannon said he  would
have been satisfied with the acquittal he
gave Mr. Hepburn yesterday had not *his
doubts been aroused.”

SWEEPING REFORMS PROPOSED

Efforts to Raise the Ban on Dancing
and Theater Going and to
Drop Time Limit in
Pastoratews.

CHICAGO, May 2—The twenty-ninth
general conference of the Methodist Epis-
copal church—the twenty-third of the del-
egated congress—began here today. It
will last a month and Is expected to be
the most Important of any conference
since the memorable one of 18i4, when
the South branch of the church severed
relations with the main body over the
slavery question. The pit of the audi-
torium theater was filled with delegates
from north, south, east and west: Warne
and Smith from India, bronzed by the
sun of the equator; Hagan and Camphor,
from Liberia, and Innumerable others
representing Methodism in all parts of
the world. Further back in the big hall,
where the conference is to be held, were
the spectators and the provisional dele-
gates, whose fight for admission to the
conference is expected to occupy. the first
days of the meeting.

The peals of the great pipe organ were
still echoing when venerable white-halred |
Bishop Thomas Bowman arose to declare
the conference opened. As the last note
of the hymn died away Bishop S. M.
Merrill took the chair, the first move
made in the business of the conférence,

GRAVE ISSUES.

Grave questions confront the gathering. |

determined effort will be made to raise
the ban on dancing, card-playlng and
theater-going, and arguments advanced
for the consecration of bishops of limited
jurisdiction, the dropping of the time
limit on pastorates, and the referring of
the election of conference editors,
taries and book agents to the committees
governing the different societles.
