MANY MEETINGS HAVE BEEN AR-
RANGED BETWEEN EMPLOY-
ERS AND EMPLOYES

CAR REPAIRERS SATISFIED

Frelght Handlers Are Still Out, and
There Is Prospect of Serious
Trouble if Non-Union
Men Come Im.

BUFFALO, N. Y., May 3.—The striking
car repairers of the New York Centra}l
will return to work in a body tomorrow
morning. This was agreed to at a joint
meeting of the Car Repairers’ assocla-
tlon, held at East Ruffalo tonight. The
other roads did not ad@just the differences
with the car repairers today, and while
amicable negotiations are pending and
may be conciuded tomorrow, the situation
on these lines is unchanged.

There were no pogitive devalopments in
the strike of the raitwe freight handlers
today. Those strikers claim that the
freight houvses of all lines are badly
crippled, but they appear to base success
chiefly upon the hope of a sympathetic
movement of kindred railway organiza-

tions in refusing to haudle non-union
loaded cars.
While the railroad districts are still

under heavy police guards no overt acts
have yet occurred, but police officers are
watching the freight handlers’ situation
very closely as a possgible source of
trouble shculd there be a vigorous at-
temp: on the part of the roads to hire or
Import non-union laborers. 2

At the East Buffalo meeting tonight,
which was the official end of the strike
of the Central car repairers, a resolution
of thanks was extended Commissioners
Webster and Delehanty of the state board
of mediation and arbitration for their ef-
forts in bringing about the caonference
which resulted in the scitiemen:.

It was stated today by Supt. Wait at
the meeting yesterday that it was thor-
oughly understood by thé men that the
Central men should not be asked (o re-
pair cars of any of the roads whose men
are on strike. This removed the last ob-
Jection on the part of the men and they
return to work tomorrow.

TROUBLE FEARED.

Attempts were made today to setile tle
car repalrers sirikes on other lnes, but
thay were not successful. A joint moei-
ing of dlvision superintendenis, master
car builders and the cxecutive committee
of the Car Repairers association, ar-
ranged for 2 o'clock, falled of consumma-
tion, because the railread officials pre-
ferrad to deal with their own employes
and not the strikers tolleciively. The ex-
ecutive 2ommittee then spiit up ‘nto four
sections, according to the wumber of
roads affected and fcur conferences
sulted as {follows: Master car buillders
of the Lackawanra submitied a sliding
scale of wages which was considered by
the men and not accepted. The matter
will be taken up again tomorrow. Supt.
Brun, of the Erie, told hiz men the com-
pany paid as high as any road and pro-
posad to continue so. The matrer wil
b€ ‘aken up tomorrow. Supt. Beli, of the
Western New York, said he had referred
the matter to General Manager De Cour-
cey. He will be walted upon tomorrow .f
the reply is received.
